Ifis in-
corruptible integrity and his eminent abil-
ity are assurauces Lthat the vow sobered and
refleotive politician may make an accoptable
judge, and that be may in course of time
wdd something of luster to a body which, in
ita laler history, haa not been distinguished
for judioial brillinnoy.
