In order to use Mr. Johnson, however, they
have been obliged to approve so generally
of his course, and to applaud so stoutly his
usurpations, that many of the more simple of
the party have coin" to look upon hini as a
pretty reliable Democrat : and more especi-

Johnson how much they thought of him,
how lirm they were in their support of his
policy, what a gre-i- t name he was winning
by his fight for the Constitution, and if a
Democrat wa- - put into the post-offi- ce at the
four comer- - in their town, there would a
great ditieal reaction in that y.

Rut the more cunning Dcuiocrai see at
once that it wiil lie fatal to them to tieeome

President, Messrs. Republicans, not ours; I

from your party he has taken all his respon- - !

sible advisers : on you he has bestowed all ;

his offices ; be has kept you in power by mis-- !

than cooperation; and whether you deem
him a blessing or a bane, ita origin is, in
either case, to De traced to your selection and
your TOtes.

Commencement of Norwich University, he
was looking quite well, and spoke with his
accustomed vigor. He was, r)l veara of ago
at the time of his death.
Mr. Colby wasa son of Dr. Nehemiah Colby,

of Derby. He was graduated at Dartmouth
College in 1836, and was in the same class
with Hon. T. P. Redfield. He studied law
with Hon. I. F. Redfield at Derby, and com-

menced practice in that town aliout 1X38 in
company, we think, with II. r . J'rcntiss,
Ksq., now of Milwaukee, Wis. His first
wile, a daughter of Judge Proctor, of Proc
torsville, and sister of Col. Redfield Proctor,
of Rutland, was lost in the burning of the
steamer Henry Clay, on the Hudson river, in
the summer of 1JS52. His second wife, who
survives him, was a daughter of Mr. Caleb
Hunt, at one time a resident of Montpelier.

Mr. Colby removed to Montpelier in 1S4G,

and immediately commenced practice here.
Shortly after, he went into partnership with
the late Hon. Ferrand F. Merrill. In 1848
on Hon. L. B. Peck's election for the first
time a member of the national House of
Representatives. Mr. Colby and Mr. Peck
formed a partnership which continued until
Mr. Colby's appointment as Register of the
Treasury, in 1864, we lielicve. Since then Mr.
Colby has remained in the office of Register.
His business as a lawyer and advocate was
quite extensive, calling him to attend the
Courts of Orleans, Caledonia, Orange and
Washington; and he was frequently en-

gaged in causes in other counties. Few

lawyers in the State had a more extensive
practice.

I ntil the commencement of the war Mr.
Colby was a Democrat, and was several times
the candidate of his party for important po-

sitions. His first public action with the
Republican party was in lst2, when he pre-

sided at its State Convention. He was also
a member of the Republican State Commit-
tee for two or three years. After President
Lincoln's assassination, we think Mr. Col-

by, with many other officials at Washington,
was inclined to favor President Johnson's
jwilicy of reconstruction ; and he never sym-

pathized with the Radical wing of the Re-

publicans, lie was naturally inclined to-

ward conservatism. In politics he would
have been more at home in New York than
in Yermont.

Mr. Colby took a high rank in his profes-

sion in the conduct of his cases, lioth in

preparation and on trial. He was one of the
most ready men at the bar we ever saw.
Nothing seemed to disconcert or daunt him.
He needed little time for preparation, and,
generally, was not obliged to lalxir much
over his cases to master them. It happened
oftener than otherwise that his off-han- d ar-

guments were among his liest and most bril-

liant efforts ; and we have heard him speak
extemporaneously r than we ever heard
him speak from a written manuscript. As

a jury advocate he had few eijual". and hardly
a superior in the State : and in some classes
of cases he whs excelled by no lawyer at the

He was once, unexpectedly, suddenly
bliged to try a case of importance in Lowell,

Mass., with B. F. Butler as opposing coun-

sel, and impartial spectators said that he was
",1IT a m!"'-- n I ,r acute, nolo, ana
skilful lawyer.

Mr. Colby will le long rememliered by his
intimate friends aud his more familiar ac-

quaintance, for his genial manners, his
sparkling humor, his great store of anec
dotes, not only of the liench and the bar but

failed to prove a most entertaining book.
We think, tor his fame, Mr. Colby made

a mistake in accepting office at Washington
It was certainly out of the line of his pro-
fessional pursuits, and placed hi in where his
training at the bar and in the forum were oi
little help to him. His pleasant address,
his tine presence, and his always
dclightfnl conversation made him a popular
official, but the really Ix-s- t jmrt of his facul-

ties, and the strongest jKiwers ot his mind,
were seldom or never called into play. Rut
he had unquestionably a taste for public
life, and enjoyed much of the wide acquaint-
ance with men and political affairs, which
his position at Washington offered ; yet we
doubt if he was quite satisfied with it, and
would not have been ready to exchange it
for his old popularity and practice in the
courts. But it is often much easier to leave
one's profession and business than to return
to it, and this with the fascinations of public
life had power sufficient to keep him from
the work for which his education, cultivated
mind, and trained intellect were much lietter
fitted.

Gen. Orr of South Carolina, who may be
supposed to understand the wants of that
state quite as well as Mr. Johnson under-
stands them, addressed a letter to General
Sickles, on that officer's departure from the
command in that District, in which he thus
expresses his regret :

I desire to express to you the great regret
which I feel personally anil officially at the
course taken by the President and his ad-

visers in this matter. There arc ininy of
the orders which have been issued by yon
since the passage of the Reconstruction Bills
in March last, which did not meet my ap-
proval ; bnt it is due to you and to your off-
icial action that I should bear voluntary tes-

timony to the wisdom and success of your
administration, and to express the opinion
that the almost unlimited powers with which
you were invested by the acts of Congress,
have been exercised with moderation and for-

bearance.
Your General Order No. 10, so far as this

state is concerned, was, last spring, in my
opinion, absolutely necessary.
It received the approval of a very large ma-

jority of the citizens of South Carolina, and
your general administration as commandant
of the district is approved by a majority
nearly as great.

In all the official intercourse we have had,
I beg to tender you my thanks for the uni-
form kindness and courtesy with which I
have been treated personally, and for the
disposition you have always manifested to
make the burdens of the military govern-
ment as light upon the people whom I repre-
sent as it was possible under the circum-
stances. .

The real friends of the South, those who
know best the road to quietness and peace,
and order, and propriety in that disturbed
region, are not pleased with President John
son's policy, which keeps them continually

Alluding te this
possible contingency, and to the threats of
the Washington 1'imm that .Nrnators who
have expressed their convictions of Mr.
Joliiwotr guilt shall not be allowed to sit in
judgment in the court of impeachment,
Senaator Howard of Michigan says :

" It is generally understood the Union is
under the patronage and control of Mr.
Johnson and his immediate advisers, and
that in view of the military preparations
now going on in Maryland and other border
states, such threats can hardly Ik- - regarded
as merely for buncombe, but that the origin-
al purpose of the President to attempt vio-leu- ce

upon Congress has deepened
and intensified under the malign influence of
his private advisers. Congress will do its
duty, regardless of these revolutionary prep-
arations, let him le sure of that ; and it
rests with the people and army to protect
it in so doing. If reiiels and rebel symjia-thize- rs

have not had enough of strife and
blood, they can, in my poor opinion, lecome
easily satisfied by stirring up President
Johnson ami assaulting Congress by military
violence. And, indeed, I am not quite sure
that in the long run such a mad attempt
would not be leading to a final and conclu-
sive suppression of the rebellion, by the
condign punishment of its fomentors and he
a decided benefit to the government and the
nation. There must le a final decision at
some time, and perhaps it is the will of
Providence that Johnson's madness should
hasten it."
