Later details confirm tho disastrous ef-

Statistics About Wkitino. The
Printing Times says wo must accept the
following data on the authority of the
ompiler, who has evidently more time

than business on his hands : A rapid pen
man can write thirty words in n minutes.
To do this ho must draw bis pen through
the space of a rod, G feet. In forty
minutes his pen travels a Itiriong. We
make on an average sixteen curves or
turns of llie pen in writing each word.
Writing thirty words in a minute, we must
make 480 to each minute; in an hour, 28,-80-

The Woodstock Standard favors Col.
Georgo A. Merrill of Rutland as candidate
for governor. Commenting on the Stand-
ard article, the Burlington Free Press
says:

Col. Merrill is a good man. The bland-
ard does not praise him too highly. But
we do not see what can be gained for him
or any Hutland county candidate, by
bringing him out now. Clearly the most
that can be accomplished by it, in the
present attitude of aff.iirs. would be to
make it certain that no Rutland county
man could receive the nomination. We
esteem Col. Merrill too highiy to wish to
see him brought out simply to kill oil'
another worthy Rutland man ; or in any
way that would be likely to injure his own
chances when as we trust may be here-
after the case his name can be presented
with the substantial backing of tho repub-
licans of his county.

Of courso if Col. Merrill is brought for-

ward in bad faith simply to kill off another
man tho movement should bo " pointed at
willi the finger of scorn." But the friends
of Col. Merrill havo a perfect right to ad-

vocate his nomination and when they do
it weeks before the convention it is difficult
to see at this distance why their advocacy
should be attributed to a desire to kill
somebody else off. Does the Free Press
forget the campaign of 1871?

This killing off of candidates is a large
sized humbug. A srood many who claim
to have been killed off never had any life
except in their own imaginations. And
then when a genuine case of killing off
does occur, it is generally done by an ap
parently disinterested support of some-

body at a distance. We do not believe
the chances for nomintaing a Rutland
county man would bo damaged if the
three colonels, Veazey, Proctor and Mor-

rill, should all three come into tho conven-
tion with some honest backing from that
county. This notion that a man must
have his own " county " is very likely to
lamage a man of strong, positive charac
ter and assist some " good fellow " who
is expert in

Wo learn there is a very general wish
in Addison county to present the name ol
Gov. Stewart in the coming congressional
convention in this district, but the gov
ernor, they all say, " won't do anything to
help himself," so his candidacy is prob-
lematical, depending on providence and
spontaneous combustion, the two thih"s
that Gerard,, the New York lawyer, said
he always relied on before a petit jury.

sible, to transmit to their children. Let
this monument teach thai heroism derives
its lustre from the justice of Ihe cause in
which It is displayed, and let it mark the
diuerenee between a war waged for the
robber-lik- e purpose of conquest and one to
repel invasion, to detenu a people 8 hearths
and altars and to maintain their laws and
liberties. Suoli was tho war in which our
heroes fell, and theirs is the crown which
sparkles wilb the gems of patriotism and
righteousness, with a glory undimme l by
any motive of aggrandizement or intent
to inflict ruin on others. We present them
to posterity as examples to be followed,
and wait securely for the verdict of man-
kind, when knowledge shall have dispelled
misrepresentation and delusion.

The Florida Scandal.

Somewh:it of a commotion was raised
in Washington last week by the confes
eions, real and supposed, of McLin mil

of Florida. McLin was a member
of the canvassing board and his vote with

that that of Dr. Cowgill made such dis-

posal of contested returns as gave the
state to Hayes. Dennis was formerly a
Mass:ichusetts captain and was a
" worker " in tho 1870 campaign. McLin
was nominated by President Hayes to a
territorial judgeship but the nomination
was rejected by the senate. Dennis has
been a revenue officer but Inn resigned or
been removed.

This McLin is in a very uncomfortable
frame of mind far different from that of
the once famous Brian O'Linn who endur
ed with tranquil and even happy mind
great trials and in that frame feels to re
lieve his burdened conscience by confess-

ing not his own, but other peoples' sins.
McLin did not mean to do anything wrong
but other folks did, he says, especially
Mr. Hayes and Mr. Hayes is a man of
such littleness that McLin cannot suffi
ciently despise him.

Dennis has not made his full statement
yet nnd it is not known what it will
amount to in the end. Whether these
"confessions" have been worked up by
persons in the interest of Xilden or by re-

publicans of tho William E. Chandler
school is not known. But the Blairites
and the Chandlerites take most delight in
the revelations.

It is very probable thai an investigation
will bo ordered by the house into the
stories of these men. There is no probabil-
ity however that if the confessions should
turn out to be true as to frauds committed
that tho practical effect of them will
amount to anything in tho way of chang-
ing executives.

The campaign of 1870 was a bitter one
and like a good many others embraced
actions by both parties that the light of
day would shame. Tho result of the
election was as doubtful as its methods,
and the hot partisans of each side insisted
they had won and were ready for civil war
in support of their opinions. It happened
too that thero was a grave question as to
who had the ultimato right of saying
which side had won. It was for these
reasons, because there was a fairly dis-

putable question on which the fighting
blood ot half the nation was aroused and
because there was no tribunal acknowl-
edged by both sides as the proper one to
decide the contention, and because the
good of the country required a peaceable
arbitrament of this thing that the two
great parties would never agree upon in
their belief, that we persistently advocated
the creation of tho electoral commission.
And this we did believing that the chances
were that tho result of such arbitrament
would, more likely than not, bo in favor
of the democratic candidate.

It was impossible for the electoral com-

mission, and will be impossible for any
body of men in tho futuro to right the
wrongs of the election of 1870. Those
wrongs that is those things that were be-

yond the petty deceits and tricks hat taint
most contested elections on botii sides
were first the " Mississippi phr.i ' adopted
by tho southern democrat1! a, .; secondly
the ways that were d irk aid . r.oks
that were not vain, adopted by southern
republicans to deprive this plan from ac-

complishing its object. By this shot-gu- n

policy the suites of Mississippi and Ala-

bama were given to Tilden tho ballot
boxes not being allowed to record the
wish of tho majority. By the same policy
the ballot boxes of Louisiana were made
to count a lie, and the plotters in South
Carolina just missed obtaining the same
result.

How it was in tho matter of intimida-
tion in Florida wo do not profess to have
any well founded judgment, nor whether
tho state honestly belonged to Hayes or
Tilden. The probability is that there was
trickery and cheating on both sides. It
may turn out that McLin and Dennis and
others were committing republican frauds

they say in substance they were and they
ought to know. They will probably con
vince more democrats than republic ins of
it however for it remains true that there
is great aptitude in both parties for be
lieving what each wants to believe.

The sum of it all was that the democrats
by highway robbery took from the repub.
licans tho three states of Alabama, Mis
sissippi and Louisiana, and were nearly
successful in making off with South Caro-

lina. While they were carrying their loot
to a place of safety tho republicans way-
laid those who had Louisiana in charge
and under the guise ot law became pos-
sessed of the disputed chattel. The right
and title to the votes of the five statos in
question was never pure, the ballot box
was corrupted before and after the rotes
were put in, and whoever had the votes of
either of thoso states had thorn under a
cloud, had them as a thief in the night has
that with which ho flees from his fellow.
The title to the presidency was defiled
whether tho name of Hayes or Tilden
should be written in the patent.

Tho olectoral commission and the refu-
sal of the southerners to join in the plot
to overthrow its decision saved tho coun-

try from a worse war than that of the re-

bellion. It gave the country an honorable
p.-ac- nnd settled the question who
should be president. If Mr. Tilden or
anybody else believes that tho question
was not lawfully decided, nnd that the
wrong man was hit, tho courts are open
and we have no sympathy with thoso who
would condemn Tilden from pursuing
what he thinks are his rights, wherever
he can find them.

The investigations proposed are all right.
The men who have boon howling about
Mr. Hayes' recreancy to his party will
find that if there has been cheating it was
their own kind of republicans that did it.
And dark as may prove tho performances
in the Louisiana and Florida count of votes
whenever the democratic party will delib
erately go into a future campaign on n cry
that its opponents have debased the pur
ity of elections it will find itself beaten by
the application of the doctrine of estoppel.

Washington specials say that not more
than three hundred thousand silver dollars
thus far have been paid out in exchange
for gold.

The great city of Boston called for
only twelve thousand dollars. Silver
enough has boon coined now to permit the
treasury to commenco paying it out, and
Secretary Sherman has ordered that silver
shall be paid out for currency obligations
to tho extent that tho government is re-
quired to destroy notes under the eight per
cent retirement provision of the national
hank act. This snm varies each month.
This month tho amount will be about one
million three hundred thousand dollars.
The secretary has ordered that this
amottht shall be replaced bv silver dollars
to be paid out in the current course of

Mahket Gakdening m South Caro
lina. The raising of early vegetables
and fruits for the northern markets in
South Carolina is largely incroasin" from
year to year. This business is particularly
iiiiui ishiii in uiB vieiniiy oi Charleston,
where on " tho Neck" alone, as it is callwl'
over 1000 acres are this year planted to
potatoes, many farmers growing nothing
eiso. iney pay jia a barrel for seed and
will probably average $4 a barrel fm--

their crop, which nt the average yield of
uaneis iu me acre would brinr an in-

come of $200,000 for the territory planted.
In the same locality 200 acres are devoted
to strawberries, which are expected to
yield a gross profit of $150 an acre to the
gardener. One day recently 80,000
quarts of strawberries were shipped
northward on one steamer. Green peas,
tomatoes, cucumbers, cabbage, beansi
etc are also profitably raised in consider-
able quantities. Till comparatively lately
this source of income was unknown to the
South Carolina farmers, ami with the in-
crease of transportation facilities and the
abatement of rvduotions by the middle-
men, who now seem to absorb a lion's
share of the profits, this new form of light
agriculture in the state promises to grow
to immense proportions.
