Cientlomon of the Scnale,
and Llouse of Roprescnitatives.

YWe are convened to day in view ol events of
Lan extiaordinnry and very alarming  eharacior.
The elements of disunion which, in a portion of
the United Stues, for many years, vented irself
in threats and moennces, hus cobinionted in open
rebellion ; nud an unoatural wnd  canseless civil
wir bas been precipitivted aguinst the General
Croverniment,

Unpriveipled and swbitions men have organ-
izad u despotism, and an armed force, for tie
purpoese ofoverthrowing thut government which
the American pi._'upl:} have torwed [or themselves,
and ot destroying that con titutional lrame work
under which we huve enjoyed peacs and  preos.
perity, and, Irom o swedl and fechle people,
grown and expunded te o rank  among the liest
nations of the eurth

The enorimity of thiy relieliion i heightened
by the considerntion thet no valid cause exiss
for it, ‘l'ho history of the oivilized world does
not furnizh an instones where o revolotion wus
atteripted Lor ench slight cavsis No et ol
oppression, 1o attempted or threctencsd invasion
of the rights ol the revoliing States has existud,
cither on the part of the General Govern:
or of the loyul Stutes; but the prineiplo
boen reeognized and observed, that the 1
ench and eyery State to regulite ivsdomes
stitutions, should remuin inviolate,

'I'he inception and progress of this reboliiun
fiwve been remarkalle, and eharacterized ot ev-
ery stage by a totl absenco o any high, lon-
orabie principle or motive in its leaders. Ls
waster spirits are composed, essentinlly, of men
who bave been in high offivial position in the
General Government : and it has transpired
that members of the lute Cabinet at Washing-
ton, while in the exorcise of theiv official [une-
tions, were engaged i treasonable plots for suiz
ing the public property, and subverting the
LUinited Stutes Government,

Conventions of delegates in the revoliing
Stutes, chusen, in some instunees, by a lninurir._'y
of the legal voters in those States, have, wil
indecent huste, adopted ordinanees of seecssion,
which ordinaners have in no instance hoon sub
mitted to the people for their rutification. These
proceadings have been Gllowed by a convention
of delegutes lrom the several revolting S:
which convention bug orgnnized a Confederate
Governmwent, adopted a Constitution, elecled its
Fxeeutive olivers and subordinate fonetivnanios,
Constituted itsell into a Legislutive Lody, and
enneted wocode of lows—all of which procend
ings Liave hoen independent of any neton of the
people of those Stutes,

Tite puthoritivs of the revolting States, and
subseguently that of their Conféderaey, buve
progecded to acts of vobhery and thelt upou the
proporty of the United State, within theie lim
i, Fyres, ursenaly, anms, military stoees, s
oiher public property, have hoen seized and ay-
propriated lur use againss the power of the Gen-
eril Government : and custom housesand niats
in Southern cities, with large amounts of treas-
ure. hiave been feloniously robbed.

These aets have been followed by military
dewonstrations  awd  strategetienl  operationa
sgninst the United States forte ut Pensacula and
Chivr eston, the lattor of which, under its gallant
commander, Major Anderson, afwr a honhard-
meat of thirty-towr hours from the heleaguering
hatterics ol the insurgents, was evacuuted on
the I3ch wstant, and the Flag of the Union
withdrawn,

But the erowning aet of perfily on the purt
of the conspivators ig the proclumation o Juf-
terson Davis styling  himself the President of
the Bouthern Contfoderacy, ¢ inviting all those
who may desire, by service in private armed
vossels on the high seas, to aid his Goyernmoent,
to muke applications for commissions, or letters
of margue or reprisal,””  thus mstituting
grand sehieme of piraey on the high seas, ngainst
the lives and private property of our pesceful
cluzens.

These aets of outrage and daring rebellion
hava been equalli! ooly by the forbearanes of
[ tho general Govermnont.  Pnwilling to precip

itute o conflics which must nvolve the conntry
{ in all the calamities of Civil War, the present
{ CGlovernment of the United States has exhiavnsted
| every effoet fur peace, and every mensure for

bringing back to their allegiance the disaficetad
(i misgnided States.
[ The duty of protecting the Forts and Gov-
[ ernment property, not possessed by the insur-
[ gents, wus imperative upon the Adwinistration ;
but further than this, no mensures for coercing
the revolting States into obediznes to the Con-
| stitutions and the Laws were adopted ; and in
| the matter of the beleagured Forts, the Govern-

ment actod only on the defensive, antil the eon-
[ ict was commenced by the insurgents.

Nuch forbesranee on the part of the Govern-
ment, while it haws served to place the eonspira-
tors in o woral wrong, is no lungur Justifiabla g
| and the Country hails, with ewire unanimity,
Land with ardent enthusiasm, the decision of the
| President to eall into requisition the whole pow-
er ol the Nution for suppressing the vebellivn aud
repelling threatened aggressions,

I'rom eyery part of the Country, in all the
loyal States, theve is one united vores for sus-
| taining the Union, the Constitution, and e
Cintegrity of the United States Government. All

partizan difforences are ignored and lost in the
[ higher principle of patriotism.,

| In this patriotie enthusigsm, Vermont omi-
inently purncipates.  Her ecitizeas, always loyul
| to the F'- nron, will, in this hour ol peril, nobly
rally for the protection of the Government and
the Constitution.

On the 15th inst., the President of the Uni-
ted Swtes issued his Proclamation, ¢ calling
forth the Militin of the several States of the
' Union, 10 the agzgregate namber of 75 000, in
order to suppress treasonable eombinations, and
cause the Jaws to bo duly executed.™
