Killing Smut in Seed Grain, &c.
There is and effective means of kil-

ling pm"1; ' in good wheat, etc., within the
re.ich of every practical cultivator who is
not too idlo or cureless to use it ith caution,
namely, lye made from the ordinary wood
ashes of the daily fire. But there is danger
in uhing it strong ; for if too strong it will
kill the seed also, as I have There
is much difference too, in the a.-,h- ftm dif-
ferent sorts of wood.

The only safe way is to niako lye gjmV
weeks before sowing your seed, from pre-
cisely the quality of ashes you will use in
the lye for dipping the feed, and then sow
small qualities ot seed, and set it in a
warm place to be sure it wiil grow. Even a
weak ley will kill any of the parasitic insects

hich infest either trees or grain of our farm
or gaiden crops. To make this lye, the
ashes are simply put into tho water for a
le v hours. I mean to try it on tho pea bug,
also, when he again troubles me, as I con-

ceive a dose of it will be too caustic for his
digestion.

Plenro-Pneumon- ia among1 Hogs.
A correspondent of the Newport Mercury,

alluding to the disease said to be prevalent
among swine in that vicinity, says :

" Oiie of our butchers purchased 20 shoats
at Brighton, in November; they were all
i. ell at that tin.ie.and remained so for 3 weeks
when they commenced dying very suddenly ;

those that were well at night would be dead
the next morning, others would linger 'or a
week, and would never cat a mouthful during
that period.

I visited ihcni, and after minutely examin-
ing the symptoms of tho disease upon those
living, and tho marks of it upon the bodies of
those that were dead, I readily pronounced it
Angina, or St. Anthony's Fire ; the two dis-

eases which go nearly resemble each other,
that the most experienced practitioners often
confound theca. But after administcrins to
them tho Homoeopathic remedies according
to the directions of one of tho best Veterina-
ry authors and seeing no good results within
24 hours following, I came to the conclusion
that there was same disease upon thorn of
which I hud no knowledge.

Wo therefore killed ouo and I thee pro-
ceeded to a post mortem examination of tho
body, by which L found tho disease to be
pleuro-pneumoni- because the bronchi or
