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Cincinnati, July 30 A. M. Yesterday
morning Pegram's and Scott's forces, number-
ing 2500 crossed the Kentucky river and
marched to Paris, where they arrived yesterday
afternoon and attacked our forces.

After a severe engagement of two hours, tho
rebels were repulsed and driven away. It is
thought they will make a flank movement on
that place. A large Federal cavalry force is in
the rear of the rebels.

The movement of the rebels is believed to be
against Paris, for the purpose of destroying the
bridge there.

Cincinnati, July 30, P. M. Pegram's forces
have retreated to Winchester, followed by our
cavalry. A number ol prisoners have been cap-
tured.

Squads of Morgan's men are being brought
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into Columbus by the citizens and military.
There are now 1300 at Camp Chase. Morgan
was to be removed to Columbus this moruing,
and will be confined in the penitentiary.

Reinforcements are said to have
reached Gen. Gilmore, beside several two or
three hundred pound Parrotts. The rebel off-

icers were exceedingly exasperated at being at-

tacked by the Mass. 54th Regiment. On being
asked for tho body of Col Shaw tho rebel reply
was, " he had been buried along with his nig-
gers." Offensive operations by Gen. Gilmore
are being actively prosecuted.

7 O'CLOCK A. M.
New York, July 30. The Tribune's Morris

Island correspondent saya our loss in the entire
late assault on Fort Wagner, according to off-

icial report is 1517. The rebels claimed to have
buried 050 Of them. This extraordinary pro-

portion of killed could only have been reached
by the indiscriminate slaughter of our wound-
ed.
