The unexpected success of the Union cause
in Louisiana, resulting in the capture of New
Orleans and Baton Rouge, the capital of the
state, has sent through the heart of the West
an electric thrill of joy, as upon the opening
of the Mississippi depends the present and
prospective prosperity of this great central
basin. It is probable that Porter’s flest is
approaching Memphis, ready to see the reb-
els spitetully put the torch to that foul city,
as they have often threatened to do in case
of attack. If they see cause, in their mad-
ness, to burn up their cities, or their cotton,
or kill their negroes, to keep the same from
falling into the hands or under the control of
the government, why, let them do so—who
cares? They are 10 be the sufferers—they
will only cut their noses off to spite their fa-
ces, in verification of the ancient proverb.

The military operations in  the West and
at Yorktown are now the study of every one,
and critiques upon the merits and mistakes
of the commanding officers are as numerous
and various as the young lcaves upon the
forest trees, It is wonderful what an amount
of military knowledge has been acquired by
the people in the short space of a vear. Judg-
ing from pretensions, the country is full of
professors of the arf militaire, whose instrue-
tions, instead of being obtainable at a high
rate of tuition, are thrust upon the people, as
freely as the superabundant rains, and just
about as beneficially !

Notwithstanding the declaimer of General
Grant to the contrary, it is the general im-
pression here that the defeat and slaughter
of the 6ith of April at Shiloh was the result
of a surprise, and, of course, the fault of the
commanding officer. The timely reinforce-
ments, however, under Ruell, stopped the
on-rushing tide, and turned defeat into glo-
rious victory. This resuit, no doubt has act-
ed 2s a screen to the faulty general, although
the desolation now reigning around thous-
ands of or.ce happy hearthstones throughout
West can never be made less, nor expiat-
ed, by any such atonement.

The latest dispatch here is that “news of
the utmost importance to the country™ is re-
ceived at Cairo from Corinth, but of such a
nature as not to be at present divulged.—
This of coursz rouses the public pulse to fe-
ver height, while awaiting the disclosure of
the great good or evil tidings. The preha-
bility is that a tremendous battle is heing
waged, upon which hangs the fate of the
West, if not of the nation. Ob, the streams
of blood that must flow ere the fou! stain of
rebellion is washed from the land! If the
rebel army at Corinth is whipped out, the
southern confederacy receives its death-blow ;
if the reverse, the struggle is onlr prolonged,
as there is not the least disposition manifest-
ed of giving up the struggle until the rebel-
lion is put down, be it vne, two or five years,

Late Memphis papers represent the Union
force at Corinth at 200000, and the rebel
strength at 150,000, 'lhe feeling at Mem-
phis is very despondent, and the editors, as
though expecting a speedy occupation of the
city by the Union forces, advise all holders
of confederate scrip to invest it at once in re-
al estate, as the best security against loss.

The “sympathizers™ hereabout are long-
faced. but still im pudent, and talk their haif-
way treason in public, to the great annoy-
ance of all lovers of the old flag and Union.
In some places in this state meetings are be-
ing held to consider what shall be done to
stop the mouths of these traitorous babblers.
KRentucky is an integral part of the United
States, and faithfal to all her obligations
and her citizens are getting tired of listening
to the unblushing advocates of the southern
confederacy in their midst. If I mistake not
the time is near at hand when they will have
either to “dry up,” or take a trip to “de land
ob cotton,” where they can talk and act tres-
son to their beart’s content.
