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The St. Albans Messenger eajs that
the 1 1) man line ateamer City of New
Yolk ia the biggest passenger ship in
the world and will take out from Liv-

erpool Mr. Blaine, the biggest mau in
the world. Barn tint's biggest show on
earth is at last outdone.

Senator Edmunds, speaking at the
Burlington rally of Vermont's majority
in September, said : "Instead of 25,-(X- X)

or 30,000-majority- we have the
strength and ability to carry it to 40,
000, and I believe we will do it." It
strikes the average observer that these
Vermonters are getting a trifle wild,
and that our "cool" senator particularly
is in danger of sloppiug over.

The President and his pretty wife
were off last week for a brief pleasure
trip, and the eagle-eye- d reporters were
at their heels as usual. A special dis-

patch to the Boston Herald on Satur-
day stated that Mr. Cleveland "had not
donned a flannel shirt," but that he
"wore au expression of great content-
ment." A special to the New York
Tribune assures an anxious public that
Mr. Cleveland is "fatter than ever."
Talk about your conutry press !

The pauper labor hearing in New
York before the congressional commit-
tee of immigration is bringing out a
mass of facts concerning this question
of immigration that throws many of
the ordiuary stories of squalor and
degredation into the shade. It seems
as though some way to stop this in-

flux of filth into this country ought to
be devised and put into immediate op-

eration. The question comes nearer
to the present prosperity and future
life of this republic than that of the
tarift'or any other of the problems now
under consideration.

In discussing the Catholic school
question in Tremont Temple Sunday
evening E. A. Morse touched upon an
important feature of the case when he
said that it was mournful to see how
New England families were becoming
depopulated and dying out. Our
Protestant women conld learu some-
thing at this point from the Catholic
Church. They were leading around
one lone, solitary child, while the
Catholic women had a dozen. It was
high time he said for the pulpit, the
press and the platform to talk right out
upon this important subject.

A Good Sign.

The republican senators have decid-cide- d

to present a tariff bill. Repre-
senting the party that in 1834 pledged
itself "to correct the inequalities of the
tariff and to reduce the surplus," this
is a very proper thing to do. Some
thing more than a mere negation is
necvssaiy in order to meet the demo-
crats and fio Mills' bill. The main-
tenance of the protective principle and
the reduction of the surplus at the same
time is the problem that awaits them.
By framing a bill that will meet both
these requirements the party will
strengthen itself and hold a somewhat
more consistent position than some of
the leaders maintain, who are content
with howling "free trade" every time
an effort is made to introduce a meas-
ure looking to the reduction of the sur-

plus. This decision on the part of the
republican senators is one of the best
signs of the present tariff discussion.

The Whisky Problem.
The mau expressed our opinion ex-

actly who said a few years ago:
We are reducing our internal reve-

nue to these three articles whisky,
beer, and tobacco which by common
consent should remain, at least till the
indefinite future, upon our list of pro-
ducts upon which excise taxes are to
be levied.

The "indefinite future" has not yet
arrived. But a still better putting of
the case is found in the following state-
ment of a public man made within the
year :

I would not advise the repeal of the
whisky tax. Other considerations than
those of financial administration are to
be taken into account with regard to
whisky. There is a moral side to it.
To cheapen the price of whisky is to
increase its consumption enormously.
There would lie no sense in urging the
reform wrought by high license in
many states if the national government
neutralizes the good effect by making
whisky within the reach of every one
at 20 cents a gallon. Whisky would
be everywhere distilled if the surveil-lauc- e

of the government were with-
drawn by the remission of the tax, and
illicit sales could not then be prevent-
ed even by a policy as rigorous and
searching as that with which Russia
pursues the nihilists.

If these statements are not thought
to be in perfect harmony with the re-

publican platform we cau only say that
Mr. Harrison, the author of the first
paragraph, and Mr. Blaine, the author
of the secoud, are both counted pretty
good republicans.

From the Krylng Pan Into the Fire.
A man named Proctor down in Fair

Haven (not Governor Proctor by any
means) has renounced his allegiance to
the republican party and gone over to
the democrats. This in itself is of no
special interest to the general reader
as similar changes are constantly oc-

curring on both sides, but Mr. Proctor's
present attitude is so unique as to be
specially noteworthy. In a letter to
the Rutland Herald he assigns as his
chief reason for this action the fact that
the republican party in Vermont is
dominated by a ring that distributes
the offices to its pets and runs things
generally. Nobody expecting to be
believed will deny this, but the ab-

surdity of Mr. Proctor's action for the
reason assigned is so apparent that
even he who runs for office may read.
He has left a party in this state in
which ring rule is the order of the day,
to be sure, but where a man has the
divine right to kick and may some-
times kick to good purpose; be has
joined a sort of monarchy in which one
man rules supreme Hiram Atkins of

Montpelier, better known as Boss At-

kins, superintendent of the federal
building at Montpelier, member of the
congressional, national and executive
democratic committees and chairman
of the state democratic committee.

Here is a mystery. Had Mr. Proctor
left the ranks of the republican party
because of its attitude in relation to
the tariff or to the temperance ques
tions we could comprehend it and re
spect him for standing by his con vie
tions, but why any man should take
such action for local reasons is an un
fathomable mystery.

It seems to ns that all Vermonters,
regarding the situation from a local
standpoint simply, have a special rea
son for giving their adherence to the
republican party with all its shortcom-
ings, and for desiring Mr. Cleveland's
overthrow, in that the President has,
so far as the national government is
concerned, turned the state over to Mr,

Atkins, practically saying, in defiance
of all civil service reform and other
pledges, "Here, Vermont is of no use
to me, do as you will." Our Mont-
pelier Bobs has succeeded in carrying
out his instructions, with one or two
exceptions, with remarkable fidelity.
Mr. Proctor has jumped from the fry
ing pan into the fire.

cestry, one npon his service in the war,
and an accurate account of his public
services including his work in the
senate. Other valuable matter in the
book is the life of Mr. Morton, sketch
es of all the former presidents, the
Chicago platform and tables and valu
able facts, the whole forming an inval
uable handbook for campaign work
The book is published by S. S. Scran
ton & Co., of Hartford, Ct., and sells
in cloth binding for $2. James E.
Taylor, who is canvassing this town
has taken 75 orders in his first week
of service.

Robert D. McCarten, a prominent

citizen of Lancaster, N. H., represen
tative to the 1887 legislator, was shot
by the accidental discharge of a revol-
ver in the hands of one James Alexan
der, Wednesday, from the effects of
which he died. The revolver was a
32 calibre " bull dog," self-cocke-r, and
exploded while Alexander was ex
plaining how to operate it, and, as usu-
al, was supposed to be unloaded.

One Benjamin Johnson of Provi-
dence attempted suicide by taking
strychnine. He drank a mixture suffi-
cient to kill 200 men if properly used,
and then told his wife. She seized a
kerosene can, stack the spout down
his throat, filled him up with petrole-
um, and then ran for a physician.
Johnson will probably recover.
