TWO TOWN MEETINGS.

A Tax of roo Cents on the Dollar Voted.

An adjourned town meeting was
held in the town hall on Tuesday af-
ternoon. The warrant was read by
the moderator, Alex. Dunnett. The
meeting was called to raise funds for
the vear and Treasurer E.D. Blod-
gett said there was now no money
in the treasury. The Legislature
had imposed a state tax of 20 cents
on the dollar and a county tax of 8
cents on the dollar; by law a state
school tax of 12 cents on the dollar
must be raised; the installments on
funded debt due next January and
July called for $5000, and the inter-
est due at those times was $5162.50,
necessitating 28 cents more on the
grand list. Besides the 68 cents on
a dollar just enumerated the current
expenses of the town must be met.
Mr. Blodgett thereupon introduced
the following resolution and moved
its adoption:

Resolved, That a tax of 100 cents
on the dollar be assessed upon the
grand list of the tax payers of the
town of St. Johnsbury for 1889, to
be collected as soon as may be and
paid into the treasury of said town,
or any part of it so soon as collected,
for the purpose of paying the state
tax and county tax assessed by the
last state Legislature, and the state
school tax and county tax as requir-
ed by law, and any county tax which
may be lawfully assessed upon said
town ; also to pay the installment of
principal and the interest on the
town funded debt which comes due
and payable January 1 and July 1,
1890; the annual interest on public
money held by the town; also to
payv the current expense of the town
mncluding the support of the poor
and specific sums heretofore voted
for other purposes, or so much of the
same as said sum will pay.

This resolution was passed and the
meeting declared adjourned.

THE WEATHER AND CROPS.

It has rained a greater number of
days the present summer than inany
season for the past forty vears. It
is probably true also that more rain
has fallen, though the season has not
been so remarkable for the amount
of rainfall as for its frequency. So it
is frequent rains rather than the
abundance of rainfall that hascaused
serious damage and loss to the crops
of a large section of New England:
There is yet (Aug. 22) much grass
uncut, and so ripe that it is hardly
worth the cutting even if the weath-
er was favorable. The hay crop
gathered, although very large, is gen-
erally of a poor quality by reason of
rapid growth and imperfect curing.
Grains are also suffering from fre-
quent rains, while there are not
enough sunny days in succession to
harvest them. Corn will need a hot
September, free from frost. Pota-
toes are rotting badly, especially on
low ground, and on the whole the
outlook for the farmer—and conse-

quently for the rest of us—is not en-
couraging.

IMPROVEMENTS
WORKS.

The new wood shop at the scale
works is fast nearing completion.
This shop is very large, 120x70 feet
and three stories, and is the strong-
est and best made shop about the
works. On the first floor in the
north end of this new building is a
Nichols dryer for seasoning the hard
wood lumber. This dryer is an in-
genious invention, taking partially
air-dried inch lumber and making it
*dry as a bone™ in from eight to 20
hours. Its capacity is 2500 feet.
The lumber shid between iron
shelves surrounded by steam pipes
and then clamped in place. As the
lumber comes out of this dryer it is
passed into a large shop 70 feet
square on the same floor, where are
saws, planers, etc., for working it up
into pillars, caps and , platforms.
These are then taken by a bridge in-
to the finishing shop where they are
attached to the scales. This new
shop will have other departments of
work on the other floors, just what
are not yet determined upon. Be-
sides additional facility for doing
work this new shop will greatly re-
hieve other shops into which this
work has heretofore been crowded.
As was said at the opening, this new
building is most thoroughly made of
heavy timbers, enclosed with brick,
and is built on what is known as the
“slow-burning construction' plan,
The floors of three-inch plank
tongued together with no air spaces.

LYNDONVILLE.

Bad Failure of Ira W, Cunningham.

The failure of Ira W. Cunningham
the past week for a sum variously
estimated at $75,000 to $100,000
fell suddenly upon the community
and involves his brother John T., and
W. A. Densmore who had signed his
notes to the amount of $5000. The
failure was caused by suits brought
by Canadian banks against Ira Cun-
ningham and Mr. Densmore. His
assets are only a few mortgages and
the creditors will get a very small
share of their due from the property.
His father’s estate of some $12,000
is already swallowed up by notes
which he endorsed for his son and
which can hardly be reckoned as as-
sets. Mr. Cunningham has tried to
carry more business than one man
could tend to and has never given
his personal attention to the details
of the work. As a grain dealer he
has involved A. H. McLeod & Co.
and Griswold & Pearl, both of St.
Johnsbury. Mr.McLeod has a claim
of several hundred dollars and Gris-
wold & Pearl's claim is between
$5000 and $6000, about one-half of
which is secured. Mr. Cunningham
had a partner in the wood, lumber
and farming business in Ayver's Flats,
Canada, who is believed to have a
long pocket. Thisissplendid property
butisalready mortgaged for $12,000
orallthat it is worth. One vear ago
Ira Cunningham and C. P. Chase
started the Caledonia Box company
here with a capital of $2000 where
at least $10,000 was neceded. The
factory has been run at a loss, the
hands have not been paid since June
and it is doubtfulif this will pay its
creditors more than 5 cents on a dol-
lar. About a year ago Mr. Cunning-
ham was admitted into the whole-
sale boot and shoe firm of J. P. Fos-
ter & Co.. Boston, to bolster their
credit. Besides all these irons in the
fire he has been a part owner with
D. M. Silsby in two farms here. He
has been in the habit of borrowing
large amounts from the banks in the
last few years and his creditors are
largely contractors and banks in
Canada. Every bank in Caledonia
county except the Danville bank has
had dealings with Mr. Cunningham
but the Lyndonville national bank
and the St. Johnsbury banks will
lose little or nothing as thev eclaim
to be secured. The national bank of
Lyndon and the Lyndon savings
bank may not fare so well. The two
banks at Sherbrooke are stuck for
$11,000 apiece. It is fortunate that
the heaviest losses fall on people and
corporations that are able to stand
itandnot upon widows and orphans
or people of little means. Mr. Cun-
ningham has always been considered
honest in his dealings but his failure
should carry many lessons to all
business men.

St. Johnsbury Distriet Camp Meeting.

The Methodist camp meeting closed
last night after a week's session. It
is the general testimony that the
meeting has been one of the best ‘in
its helpfulness ever held here. There
were eight conversions and a num-
ber of Christians have been quickened
in their work. On Sunday nearly
4000 people gathered and despite the
crowd it was an orderly and quiet
assembly. The train from St. Johns-
bury brought up five carloads of peo-
ple. The morning sermon  was
preached by Rev.G. M. Curl of St.
Johnsbury and was an able and elo-
quent discourse. Rev. D. B. McKen-
zie of Clifton, N. Y., preached in the
afternoon and Rev. I. C. McCann in
the evening.

Mysterions Fires.

W. W. Gifford’s house and barn
were totally destroyved by fire Aug.
13. Mr. Gifford, who was not feel
ing well, was sitting on his piazza in
the middle of the forenoon, when
hearing a roaring noise he looked up
and saw the flames breaking out of
his barn.
