taste and judgment of those who
have to do with the unlortunate
oecupants inside.

The new state prison buildings, lo-
cated at the extreme north end of
State street, and quite out in the
country, are fine and substantial
structures, and have, as yet, baffled
the skill and cunning of all culprits
who have attemped an eseape,

With all these beautiful structures,
Concord contains hundreds ol poor,
shabby and unsightly houses, shops
and stores, compared with which
vour poorest residences would scem
almost padatial,

Concord 18 not a “hasthng' iy,
It is very country ficd, and is at lenst
fifty years behind almost any uther
vity ol its size in New Eagland, in
point of push and “go-ahead-itive
ness,'' In one senseit s not unlike
St. Johnshury in that its eapitalists
seem content to iavest their money
in stocks and bonds outside the city.
It is not a good manufucturing
center like the sister towns of Nash-
ua and Manchester, The principal
business seems to be in the general
mercantile line, and embraces many
stores, both wholesale and retail,
Tne retail prices of general commodi-
ties are rather higher than those at
St. Johnshuary, and itisa more ex-
pensive place in which to live,

While Concord is quite u literary
town, yet it containg a conspicuous-
ly large number of low and illiterate
people. The general movils of the
people are altogether too “loose,"
and dronkenness, profanity and all
kindred viees are paintully noticeable
