The Womans Suffrage Association

Massachusetts celebrated the
129th anniversary of the famous
“tea party” at Faneail Hall, Boston,
last Saturday evening. About 600
were present and the speakers were
Col, T. W. Higginson, Gov.elect
Greenhalge, Mrs. Chapman of New
York, William Lloyd Garrison, Wens
dell P. Stafford and Henry B. Blacky
well. Our St. Jobnsbury citizen waq
introduced as “the eloquent young
lawyerwho won a large majority for
woman suffrage in the Vermont leg-
islature.” Among other things Mr,
Stafford said:

“The task our fathers had was to
beat Britons; ours is to beat Yan-
kecs, a much harder one. The real
strength of our cause lies in the inevi-
table tendencies of our modern life."”
Hequoted from the *“*Scarler Letter,"”
where Hawthorne speaks of Hester
Prynoe as gaining her livel hood in
the only way then as now open to
women—needlework., That was in
1850. We have come a long way
since 18580. Today Hester would
have her choice of almost any num-
her of occupations. He predicted
tie hreaking up of the armies of the
opposition. It has not been enough
to convince woman that she has a
right to vote; she must be convinced
that it is her duty to vote. The tem-
perance agitation was doing more to
do this thauany other means.
