Fhe egges of the ostrich are very
large, ench weighing three pounds or
ibout the same as two and one half
‘lozen hen's eggs. The shells are very
heavy and thick, and are worth one
dollarand  fifty cents apiece when
plain, but if painted, they sell for
cwo, two and one hall and three dol-
lars,

A short time ago one scrambled
ostrich egg was put on the table at
dinner for nine men, who enjoyved the
dinner greatly and had all the egg
they cared for at one meal,

Ostrich eggs hatch in nine weeks,
the male bird sitting at nmight on
them and the lemale through the
lay, .

When the ostriches were first

brought to Pheenix, they were such
i curiosity to everyone, that the
owner made between seven and eight
hundred dollars a week exhibiting
them, charging twenty-five cents ad-
mission,
