CROMWELL'S FIRST STATUE.

An Iimiffo of Wood iind Wax Curried
Through London In IflfiH.

When Edward Burrough, tho Quaker
"Apostle of London," whom Goorgo
Fox called hit) "Won of Thunder," was
passing through Charing Cross on bin
way to tho city, upon tho "SSd day of
tho ninth month," 1058, ho found the
streets crowded with peoplo. "Tho
guards of soldiers, horso and foot," says
ho, "stayed mo and stopped my horso and
said I might not pass that way. Nei-

ther, indeed, I will," adds ho, "by rea-
son of the throng of peoplo."

When bo inquired thuroasy of "this
thronging and pressing of lniijtitndes."
ho was told that they till eanuT out "only
to seo u dead image and invented fea-

ture, without life or breath, which would
be carried this way." It was not tho
groat Protector's body, but; unload imago
of vood or wax, arrayed and docked
with foolish inventions, and it "was to
bo carried from place to pluoo that day
between iSomerset House and Westmin-
ster, as wiis usual in the time of popery,
for multitudes of foolish people to gaze
upon and wonder after and admire."

The zealous (Quaker thought the statue
of Oliver Cromwell all the more an in-

sult to his memory because "ho was
oiico a great instrument in the hands of
tho Lord to break down many idola-
trous images and grievous idols. And
have they now, said my spirit, made a
costly imago of him? And are such as
wero onco his soldiers, who pulled down
images and crosses, and all such popish-lik- o

stuff wherever they met with it,
now guarding bis image and watching
over it, and his children and officers
following it, multitudes of tho inhabit-
ants of London gazing after it? This is
sad, said I, and a great pity. 'is
tho end and final farewell of oi. do
Oliver?"

Edward Burrongh concluded th
was "a judgement" upon Cromwell o
be thus wronged after his death, 1 cause
ho had Fullered tho servants ;f tho Lord
(the Quakers) to bo persecuted and im-

prisoned for crying against such things
as wero popish. Ho says: that Cromwell
himself would have been angry at it.
"I knew tho man when he was living
and had tho knowledge of his spirit.
And I am perswaded if it had been asked
him in his lifetime if such an image
should be made like him, and then set
up in such a place, I believe ho would
have denied, I say, and said, 'It shall
not be there for me, when I am dead.'
If it had been his bones, " added the
Qnaker, "I should not have had anght
against, it, whereas it was but an imago
made by hands." So Burrough went
home and wrote his "Testimony Against
Great Idolatry. " Westminster Gazette.
