In this
bill there is a provision for having a
board of four trustees, whose terms o
office shall be two years and two o
whom shall be elected at each annual
meeting.

W. P. Stafford spoke strongly upon
having the term of trustees remain the
same as now and introduced the follow
ing resolution which was unanimously
passed :

Resolved. That this bill. House 204. shall
not become operative until ratified by a vote
of the village ana that tins same provision
shall apply to any amendments to tho vi
lage charter.

Elmore T. Ide believed in the old town
system or having the officers chose

every year. Charles P. Carpenter and

Marshall Montgomery agreed with Mr.
Ide. George II, Cross favored the bill
ntroditccd by the special committee, and

C, A. Calderwood was opposed to short- -

ning the term of the trustees.

These were the only votes passed at
the meeting and the rest of the time was
pent in discussing different features of

the new charter.

How to Get the Post Office. Since

McKiuley's election Congressman Grout
has been besieged with post office mat
ers from all over his district and for the

benefit ol would-b- e office holders he has
ssued the following notice:
To whom it may concern: lam daily re

ceiving li tters relating to post ollice appoint
ments unuer ine uifuniiug uu'iumniriiiiiJii.
and take this method to inform all appli-cunt- s

for such appointments in the second
district, that in all cases where there i more
thun one candidate the selection will be re-

ferred to a caucus of the resident republican
patrons of the otliee. I desire to put into
practice the principles of the "Bill to enable
the people to name their postmasters,"
wnicli I have introduced in the House, so far
as applicable. That bill will allow all to
vote without distinction of party, and would
thus take the post olliecs out ot pontics.

Hut by the existing sysicm this is imprac-
ticable, inasmuch as the pnrty In power is
held responsible for post ollice administra-
tion, nnd while this is so, all will mini t that
such party should be allowed full control of
tne premises. However, an wno voieu inc
republican state or tickets in
the l ite ele.tiou will ue aiimntcu to me
am us without regard to former political

affiliations. These caucuses will bt held
under rules and regulations hcrea ter to be
promulgated tor the inlorination 01 uoth
applicants unci patrons. If only one petition,
sullicieiitly signed to Indicate lull notice to
patrons be presented and no objection is
made to the candidate named, I reserve the
right to act without a caucus. 1 have
thought bct to make this announcement
thus earlv. that all may know what to rely
upon and may proceed accordingly.

Gen. Grout took this step without con
sulting any one and Congressman
Powers, it is understood, will settle(thc
post office fights in his district in the
old fashioned way.

Mckinley's Election Celebrated. Bl2 Torch

light Parade. Beautiful Decorations.

The biggest demonstration St.
ohnsbury has probably ever wit- -

ssed took place Tuesday evening;
when the election of McKinley was
celebrated. All clay long people had

cen busy decorating residences and

The Parade.

The parade formed on Main street
front of the Town hall and at

bout 8 o'clock commenced its march
with not lar from 500 men in line.
The parade was headed by Chief
Marshall II. K. Ide and aides L. P.
Wood and J. II. Brooks, mounted.
The St. Johnsbury band was next.
ollowetl by a village wagon filled

with rockets and red fire. St. Johns-
bury Guards, Academy students,
mounted citizens, Harmony band,
orches and transparencies, Bryan

and his paluce car, "Idler," Barnet
band and fife and drum corps with a
delegation of Barnet citizens carry- -

ng torches. The route of the pro
cession was down toutn rarK,
Western Avenue, up Summer, down
Main and Eastern avenue, Pearl to
South Railroad, then north to Port- -

and street and back to Town hall
via Concord avenue, Maple and
Main streets, a march of about four
miles. Though the route was !ong
and somewhat hard on account of
an inch or two of mud, everybody
stuck to the ranks and displayed the
greatest enthusiasm.

The hit of the evening was Bryan's
palace car, manufactured by the
boys at the pattern shop. It was a
good representation of a car. On
each side were the words, "The
Boy Orator, Homeward Bound,"
'Through Train to Silver City, via
McKinley Junction," and the name
of the car, "Idler," the name ol the
one Bryan travelled in during his
record breaking, speech-makin- g trip
in the Middle states. The car was
good, but the "boy orator" on the
rear platform was better. It was
Burns Gammell in a shiny ping hat
and a mouth full of speeches. Burns
doffed his hat and smiled in true
candidate fashion to the numerous
cheers with which he was greeted.
Whenever he noticed a group of peo
ple he gave them a taste of silver- -
tongued oratory. He proclaimed
himsell a man of destiny, he knew
that he would be nominated at Chi
cago and both himself and wile pre-
dicted his election by a big majority.
lie invited all to come and see him
at the White House after the 4th of
March next, where he would intro
duce them to his accomplished wife
and beautiful children. When the
crowds called for his wife the "boy
orator" explained that she was
inside the car, completely exhausted
and unable to appear, otherwise she
would come out and throw them
some roses and kisses.

The boy orator told the poor to
vote lor him and he would see that
thev had money to burn alter the
4'.h of next March, He explained
how wheat and silver went down to
gether, but like the original, forgot
to explain how wheat wentupalone.
He said the popocrats were glad to
get rid ofGrovcrCleveland, Secretary
Carlisle, Llisha May, Major Bow
man, Tom Rtckabv and all other
gold democrats; told the people
that the enthusiasm with which he
was greeted that evening wassimply
a continuation of the demonstration
that he had met with during his en-

tire lightning trip from his home in
Lincoln, Neb., to Bath, Me. Burns
broke the speech-makin- g record lor
St, Johnsbury and when the parade
disbanded he wa9 too hoarse to make
any more.

Rockets were distributed among
the paraders and the air was lull of
them during the entire march. Red
fire was was also continuously
burned. There were probably not a
dozen bouses along the line of march
that were not in some way illumi-
nated and many of them beautifully
decorated. It was about half past
nine when the parade disbanded, tak-
ing almost two hours to go over the
route.

The Decorations.

The public buildings, residences and
stores of this village were nevermore
generally or handsomely decorated
than on Tuesday evening. Almost
every house in the villagt was illu-

minated and it would be impossible
to name them all. The Athenaeum
was elaborately trimmed with red,
white nnd blue bunting with rows of
