General Howard in St. Johnsbury.
Gen. O. 0. Howard of Burlington spent

that was and how At (he
clobc he made a brief appeal for aid for
the Home missionary society of which he
is president, in response to which a col-

lection was taken.

Dr. Hazen's Address. At the recent
celebration of Washington's birthday at
Smith college, Northampton, Mnss., Dr.
Charles D. Hazen of this town nnd head
of the history department of the college,
delivered an interesting as well as in-

structive address, the subject being "Some
ideals of American democracy," Dr.
Hazcn first spoke of the events of the six
years alter the treaty of Paris, describ
ing the great difficulties at tending the
formation and adoption of the constitu-
tion. It is n matter for wonder and
thankfulness that congress succeeded in
carrying through n scheme of union. It
was to the personal influence of men like
Washington that this success is due. He
quoted passages icier ring to Washington
from eminent British and continental
statesmen and historians, nil of which
tended to show the practical sngncity
and wisdom of the American statesman.
Dr. Hazcn showed from past history
that, while as a rule lofty ideas had orig-
inated with leadersof themorecultivaled
class, the masses of the people had re
ceived those ideas more readily, and had
been more ready to act on lolty princi-
ples, than had the aristocracy. In con
elusion, he spoke of the present situation,
and, while admitting that as yet democ-

racy hud failed to settle certain questions,
such as that of municipal government,
the outlook for the future, taking into
consideration the accomplishnientiof the
past, is decidedly hopeful.

TiieFohum for Marchcontainsa dozen
timely and important articles, among
them the Arbitration Treaty is discussed
by two competent authorities the Hon.
Frederic R. Coudert, the eminent inter-

national lawyer and of the
Ilchring Sen arbitration commission, and
TheodorcS Woolscy, professor of inter-
national law at Yale. Each has a few
criticisms to make, but both agree in de-

claring the treaty to be a considerable
step toward a better order of things.
Apropos to the recent report ol the comp-

troller of the stale ol New York in which
he advances some rather startling theo-

ries of taxation, the Hon. Perry Belmont,
the n politician and millionaire,
criticises Mr. Roberts' views in a paper
entitled "Taxation : ItsSum, Justification
and Methods." Mr. William Allen White,
editor of the Emporia (Kans.) "Gazette,"
whose recent article, "What's the Matter
with Kansas?" attracted such wide
attention, contributes a striking paper
on "The Present and Future of Kansas."
Mr. James Schouler, the eminent consti-
tutional lawyer and historian, reviews
those of Mr. Cleveland's administrative
acts which have provoked the criticism
that he has arrogantly and illegally

Household Hints.

The proper cleaning of a carpeted room
demands first, that if possible all draper-
ies and hangings shall be slipped from

their fastenings, brushed, aired and laid
aside out of the dust; such as are not
removable may be shaken lightly as they
hang, folded lengthwise then in upturned
folds us far as possible, and finally pinned

high in pieces of muslin kept for the pur-

pose. Pictures are to be brushed on their
faces with a soft brush, their backs wiped

and brushed, and they too folded in mus-

lin, the ends tucked in around their
frnmes. Upholstered furniture must be

brushed out carefully nnd covered with
similar cloths, all small pieces set out
of the room. Bric-a-bra- c is dusted and
also put aside in a protected place. A

stiff whisk takes the dust out ol the cor-

ners of the room, and then the carpet is

sprinkled with crumpled pieces of news-

paper, wet but not dripping, and swept
with the nap. Alter this first sweeping

the cornices and door-liutel- s are brusehd
free irom dust, the walls are dusted
down with a cloth wound round the
broom or a special brush, and the base-

board is brushed clean with a rather
stiff hair brush. The dust thusdislodged
is gathered by means of a second going
over with a carpet sweeper, and finally

the carpet is polished by being wiped

over with a cloth wrung out as dry as
possible Irom clean tepid ammonia-water- ,

t wo tablcspoonluls ol ammonia to lour
quarts of water. Wet paper, is to be

preferred to salt or tea leaves; the former

cannot be entirely removed, antl the
grains left absorb moisture, rusting the
carpet nails, while tea leaves injure and
streak a delicate carpet.

Another suggestion relates to the spill-

ing of alcohol on highly polished wood,
an accident which may readily accom-

pany the use of the chafing dish or the
curling-tong- s at a dressing-table- . In the
case erf the former, as the salad-oi- l is apt
to be within quick reach, it is to be at
once applied. In the other case the alco-

hol may be wiped up while the oil is be-

ing brought, taking care not to spread
the spot; alterward apply pnniffine oil

and turpentine mixed in equal propor-
tions to restore the finish. The first and
quick application of oil is to arrest the
action of the alcohol, which eats through
the veneer with great rapidity.

Franklin's advice, "Never buy a thing
because it is cheap," would have been
qualified if he had lived in the days of
mid winter sales. The shops at the mo-

ment show many desirable bargains, and
the needs of a family are so persistent
and continuous that it is good judgment
to forestall them when 50 or 75 per cent
may be saved by so doing. Many eco-

nomical mothers buy heavy winter flan-

nels lor their children's use another year
now that they are offered at greatly re-

duced prices. Winter jackets and coats,
too, for both girls and boys, are to be
had in early February at prices that are
half of those asked in November.

The secret of smooth ice cream, which
the experimenting housekeeper will do
well to remember, is that it shall be
frozen slowly. Five and
freezers are freely advertised, but, fortu-

nately for the success of the dessert, they
do not accomplish the work in any such
short time. II they did the texture of
the cream would not be perfect. The
crank of the freezer should be slowly
turned, and half nn hour, certainly 20
minutes, is none too long to manipulate
it. If the cream is heated before it is
added to the rest of the mixture, taking
cure that it is not scalded, the smooth
nessand richness ol the final result will
be increased. Alter heating the cream
the whole must ol course be thoroughly
chilled before freezing this to save ice

and also to prevent granulation.

tendency of the nails to split and break
easily. I was advised to try oleate of
tin for the trouble, and found its applica-
tion un effectual remedy. I also dis
covered that it would speedily heal those
painful little cracks in the flesh of the
finger ends, that afflict many in frosty
weather.
