THE BEER BUSINESS,

It Cennen to Be Profitable in M. Johns-
bury— Vigerous Prosccutions by Siate’s
Attorney Mlack.

For a number of months the bheer busi-
ness has leen the source of a great deal
of annovance to the officers of the law
in St. Johnsbury. The article sold in
most of the barber shops, puol rooms
and small cigar stores was claimed to be
non-intoxicating, but the effects npon
those who drank it indicated that such
was not the fact,

About four months ago the establish-
ment in the basement of the Avenue
House run by Ceorge Lemere was
searched by the officeis, under the dirce-
tiln of State's Attorney Slack, and quite
a quantity of the beer in question seized,
Samples were analyzed by Prof, 5. H.
Brackett and found Ly him to contain
from 6 to over B per cent aleohol, A justice
jury trial of the case was held at which
the respondent testified that his goods
were all purchased of George B. Clement
and E, M, Harris, who were doing a
bottling buginess and furnisbed all the
local dealers in “soft drinks.” Both
Clement and Harris swore that they put
up only & non-intoxicating hop-heer.

Notwithstanding the analysis and
other strong evidence against Lemere,
the jury brought in a verdict of acqguit-
tal.

Mr, Slack and Sherif Sulloway later
made a collection of tourteen samples of
beer abtained from the various dealers
and these were sent for analysis to the
state chemist, Dr, J. «, Lmnsley ol Bur-
lington. The result satisfied the state's
attorney that the beer came within the
prohibition of the statute,

Mr. Slack also prooured au order from
Judge Start authorizing and directing
Sheriff Sulloway to obtain from the
office of the internal revenue collector at
Portsmouth, N. H., a list of the holders
of United States liquor licenses, He
sooun was possessed of a satisfactory
amount of evidence aginst the beer
dealers, and last week filed eomplaints
against the bottlers, George B, Clement
and E. M, Harris, lor keeping intoxicat-
ing liguor with intent to sell, also for
keeping a nuisance. The respondents
pleaded  guilty in cach case and paid

fines and costs ame mting to $84.02:

cach, Uponm comp! sala  heing  filed
against Hiram Goss, he pleaded guilty
of keeping u nuisance and of eight first
offenses of selling intoxicating liquor
and paid fines and costs amounting to
$109.02. Complaiuts were filed against
the following for keeping a nuisance,
cach pleaded guilty and paid fine and
costs amounting to $20.51 in every
case: Bourque & Dumas, [oseph Hen-
ault, William P. Brown, John Bernier,
Ernest Massey, F. A, Derby, Prank
Benoit, Dominick Costa, 0.8, Cogswell,
Edward Buckley and Robert Cobb
pleaded guilty of keeping intoxicating
with intent to sell and were fined accord-
ingly,

Hon, Albro F, Nichols acted as court in
thesecases. The state’s attorney hasfiled
bills in chancery against the keepers and
owners of the buildings where the husi.
ness has been carried on, alleging the
keeping of common nuisance and asking
the court to abate and enjoin the same.

The keepers against whom the chan-
cery proccedings are directed are Messrs,
Harns, Clement, Goss, Bourque &
Dumas, Henault, Bernier, Brown, Mas-
sey, Derby, Benoit, Costa, Allison &
Davie. The property owners are A, L,
Bailey, Citizens Savings Bunk and Trust
Co., Merchants National Bank, John T.
Ritchie, M. J. Caldbeek, Henry Cormier,
Thomas Gagner, Mrs, Carrie L. Daniels,
William A. Burke, Mrs. G. C. Burnham,
B. G. Howe and First National Bank,

Great credit is due to State's Attorney
Leighton P, Slack for thus clearing out
the “diveg” that have been the couse of
so much trouble in this village, and the
measure of justice meted out to the
transgressors of the law is such as may
well be a wholesome lesson to all inclined
to carry on a compromising business.

Fittingly Obyerved by the Acndemy; the
Public nnd Parechinl Mchools and by
Chumberlin Posty, . A. R,

An exceedingly interesting patriotic
Memorial Service was held in Academy
Hall, Monday at 9 a, m, TkLe
gramme was unusually varied and was
thoroughly enjoyed by all who were pre.
sent. The speakers were Rev. G. W.
Hunt, Captain P, D, Blodgett, and G. R.
Croshy. From Rev. Mr. Hunt the stu-
dents received most stirring and belpful
thoughts, full of putriotic sentiment,
He made clear and foreible the respousi-
bility that is lnid upon the youth of the
present generation by the achievements
and sacrifices of those who have fought
the battles of the past. In My, Crosby's
recital of his experiences while u prisoner
in Andersonville a graphie picture was
presented,—a chapter of the Civil War
which most deeply impressed his hearers.
In simple, conversational style he told of
suflering and death, of hope long deterred,
of release, of the pathetic joy with which
the "boys," iroken in health but not in
patriotism, ngain caught sight of the old
flag. Captain Blodgett related a touch-
ing incident in his expericnce, at the ter-
rible “slanghter pen," where occurred
one of the most frightiul scenes of havoe
recorded in the whole war, The deserip-
tion of the fourteen-year old North
Carolina lad, compelied to serve under
the Confederate flug, wounded
death, saying with almost his dying
hreath, “The saddest part of 1t is that 1
am to die fighting azainst the old fHag,'”

ably the Battle Hymn of the Republic,
the choruses being sung by the audience.

J. W. Batchelder rendered on  the
cornet a very pleasing medley of patriotic
airs, Miss Alice Warden playing the
piano accompaniment.

and to the questions now raised as to
whether we want the Philippines or not
and what shall we do with them we can
simply say we have them and have paid
$20,000,000 (or them. To the question
can we afford to become a world power
we nnswer we ought to expand Ameri-
can ideas and let the blessings of an
American people come to the Filipinos,
We cannot afford to do less than our
duty, and we shall give the Filipinos a
voice in our government when they are
fitted for it.

We believe that every seat in Music
Hall will be filled next Sunday evening
on the occasion of the address of Judge
Thompson of the supreme conrt.

Following is the circular letter to the
voters of the town:

We wish to present to you, for most
serious consideration, a matter which
hus already been presented i oan em-
phatic wav to the people of 5t. Johns-
bury, and in which we now most urgent-
ly desire your interest, sympathy, and
cooperation,

Every citizen, whether he be a voter or
not, should fecl a great degree of pride in
his town, and anything that tends to
injure in any way its welfare and repu-
tation, or the wellare ol any of its citi-
zens, young or old, should meet with his
immediare and vigorous opposition.

It 1%, doubtless, known to you that
earnest effort is heing made to assist the
legal authorities in suppressing the traf-
hic in intoxieating liguors in our town.

To this end an organization, known as
the St. Johnshury Aunti-Saloon League,
has been formed, auxiliary to the State
League,

On the evening of April 23d, in Music
Hall, Rev. George W. Morrow, Suoperin-
tendent of the Anti-Saloon League [or
the State of Vermont, nddressed a large
gathering of the citizens of St. Johnsbury
on this subject. There were present re-
presentatives of all religious denomina-
tionus, and a great interest in the move-
ment was manilested,

This is no guestion of creed or politics,
but of clean morals, orderly streets, and
good reputation,

We believe vou will be mterested in
this, You are not asked to sign a pledae,
but to protect our village against this
growing curse. Il you have children,
you wish to protect them, at all events.

1. Name. This organization shall be
called the St. Johnsbury Anti-Saloon
League, being in affiliation with the
State Anti-Saloon League.

3. Members, All persons willing to
cooperate shall become members upon
enrollment of their names and payment
of the annual dues (25¢.)

4, Officers, President, vice president,
secretary, treasurer, and a committee of
five.

Had the management feltinterest enough
in the Irmple of St Johnshury to have
given them a fair chance at the snle of
tickets, instead of the first and lakgest
choice of seats to people in surrotndin
towns, the hall would have been ns wel
filled and a much kindlier feeling would
exist in town towards thelocal manager,

The hope of our coun-
try isin the spirit of the American con-
stitution and the world's Christ abiding
in our citizens, soldiers aud leaders.

We can best honor the dead and serve
the living by promoting the true Chiristian
American civilization.

Mr, Hussey repeated the poem “Sail
on, O ghip of State," and closed his ser-
mon with a religious appeal to the old
soldiers.

The sermon was a vigorous, interests
ing address, and excepting a few remarks
from the so-ealled anti-imperialist stand-
point and reflecting on the policy of the
administration in regard to the Philip-
pines, it was enjoyed and well received.
The words of censure against Presulent
McKinley's policy and questioning the
honesty of purpose in prosecuting the
war against the Filipinos did not meet
with popular approval, especially among
the members of Chamberlin Post, G. A.
R., who were present in a body.

The service closed with prayer and
benediction by Rev. Mr. Streeter of the

Congregational chureli, St, Johusbury
Center.
