WAR IN THE TRANSVAAL.

vonaon, Nov, T.—~The war office an-
nounced at midnight that no dispatehes
hid been recelved beyond those nlready
made publie gnd that nothing further
would be lsgued belore noon today. Thus
nat a solitary ofMclal item of news has
been posted for nearly 24 hours,

This has given rise lo a crop of ru-
mors that Ladysmith's ammunition is
exhausted, that Genernl White 18 mor-
tally wounded, that both faels are helig
concealled and that other unlucky hap-
penings have taken place.  Torall these
reports there ls absolutely no foundation,
At the same time the Britisher has had
little to stimulate him within the lnst
¢4 hours, except the news of the con-
fident attltude of the Ladyamith gar-
rison, and s slight successes lust Thurs-
day and Friday.

Advices from other parts of Sonth Af-
rica are distindtly unpalatable, and
overything polnta to a eritleal situa-
tion In Nutal and the northern portions
of Cape Colony, likeély to grow more

acute untll General White 18 elther re-
Heved or declalvely defented. Nobody
dares to think of capitulation. Rather

than this he 8 expected, In last resort,
If Ladysmith becomes untenable, to
make n desperate effort to cut his way
through the Boers back Into lower Natal
and to join hands with the garrison
there, which Is now almost certiin to be
reinforeed by the first arrivals of the
army corps from England, and to be
pressed forward to renew touch with
him

It 18 generally assumed, however, that
Genernl While, with the aid of the naval
guns, will ba able tg cope with any
bombardment, and the jdea that the
Boers could toke Ladysmith by nseault
Is seouted na absurd,. The defen=e thus
depends upon the uninterrupted working
of the naval gung, Right here{irlses the
Important guestion—upon which the dis-
patehes have thrown no light--whethor
the naval guns, which themselves only
arrived at the Inst moment, have with
them sufliclent ammunition te reply to
a hombardment lasting possibly geveral
weeks.,  If not, it I8 hardly lkely that
workd exisgt In a small town like Lady-
smith for casdting the spacisl  shells
needed for the 4.7-Inch guns, and, mot'e-
over, there 18 no mention of storeg of
lyddite at Ladysmith for recharging
these shells.

Meanwhlle vague remarks in the dig-
pitehes polpt to the impending arrival
of further blg Boer guns from Johan-
nesburg, to be mounted among the hills
within range of Ladysmith. Such con-
siderations expinin the anxiety felt re-
gurding General White's movements and
position, not only by the publie, but in
official circles,

The British retirement to Estoourt

| has given the Impresgion that it is n-

tended to make a stand there,  Esteourt
is the last important town hetween the
Boers and the capital of Natal, and, If
the Boers swept past Esteourt, nothing
can stop them from laying siege to Ple-
termaritzburg, whieh cannot b expected
to make a protracted defense, while lts
fall would be a tremendons blow to Brit-
fsh prestige through South Africa.

Already the British retirement gouth
of Colenso has given the Boeérs an op-
portunity to make & bid for the active
support of the disafMected Dutch in Natal
by proclaiming the annexation of the
upper Tugela section, Thus far the
Dutech colonistg seem to have confined
thelp gvmpathiy with the invading Boers
to a platonic emotion. Except for sur-
reptitions assistance, thére i5 no evi-
dence that they have yet joined the Boers
openly in any appreéclalle numbers,

The reported British retirement from
Stromberg Junction, however, will le
followed fMoubtless by a Elmilar Boer
proclamation annexing the portions of
Cape Colony lying directly south of the
Orange Free State, These proclame-
tions, a8 in the case of Bechuanaland,
have been and will be Immediately fol-
lowed by Britlsh coutter-proclamations,
but to the eyes of the Dulch farmers the
presence of one Bogr commando Is prob-
ably wore Impressive than the expecta-
tion of the arrival of the whole British
army In the more or less distant future,

The British newspapers publish a list
of the transports due to arrive at Cape
Town from today. According to this
some 20,000 men should retich the Cape
by the ¢nd of next week, bur the ad-
miralty issued a chllling warning last
evening to the effect that noiisappoint-
ment must be felt by the pubilic If the
transporig should not arrive dt the dotes
mentioned, dntes which, the war oflice
snys, are "based in many cases upan too
sanugulne expectations,”™

Adlgpateh from Esteourt, Notal, dated
Nov. 4, noon, says: Atellable messen-
ger has jusy arvived from Ladysmith,
pussing the Boer lnes during the night,
who reports thit heavy fighting occurred
on Thursday around Ladysmith, The
hottest engugenient Wis on  Gedarge
Tathame's farm, on the Orange Free
State slde of Basters, The British drove
the Boers back to thelr camp, The
enemy suffered great loss, and 80 mount-
ed Boers were captured,

The fighting was resumed Friday, the
Roers fiving from Nosdwathshana hill,
near Pepworth's farm, Again they were
driven back with loss on their camp,

A large Boer force, with artillery, un-
der John Wessals, has talen up a posi-
tion on the left of Beacon, locating on
the Wondhouse, Pleciones and Lang-
varacht farms, facing Besters, and a
small commander 18 now encamped fac-
ing the south side of Pietera station,
commanding the railway, The Boers
have torn up the culverts of the rallway
pear Pleters stition and have burned the
woaoden portions.

No damage has yet been done at
Colensp, The houses, stores, rallway
and lron bridges remaln intact, The
messengor gavs he heard that the Boers
would be In Colenso Baturday, and Lhat
the volunteers were leaving.

Much regret is felt at the unnecessary
alar belng created at Maritzburg when
there 18 no need for it, The Natal naval
corps, with guns, will return to Milrita=
burg to reassure the inhnbltunts,

AFFAIRS IN PHILIPPINES.

Wasehington, Nov. T.—~There Is an
optimistic feeling in army circles re-
garding the Wheaton expedition to
Dagupan, which In connéction with
Lawton and MacArthur's forces, alms (o
hem in Aguinnldo's army and capture
him. This plan of eampalgn Wis men-
tloned severs] weeks ago, but the de-
partment had simed to keep all knowl-
edge of the expedliion from renching the
public and the Insurgents uptil now,
when the movement I8 well under way
and the junctlon about to be mude,

It Is of course possible and even prob-
able that the Insurgents will slip out of
the Amerlean hands, just ns they have
done o often bhefore. Butif Aguinalio
efcapea to the north he will be getting
into what Is at best only ncutral terri-
tory, and a little farther north the peo-
ple will openly antagonize him, This
step 18, on the Americans’ part, the grand
maneuver of their whole campalgn, and
army offielals heve believe that even if
Agulnaldo himselt gets away, his army
will elther be beaten go declsively or so
geuttered 1o the hills as to malke his fur-
ther stand Impossible,

No campalgn can he ctrried on by
glther slde In the interior, and when the
Insurgents once are driven Into that in-
terlor the Amerleans hope that the sup-
port of this Insurgent army will prave
guch & butden upon the inhabiftants that
1t will not be tolerated. If the Tagals
become involved In a quurrel among
themselves the war will goon be over,

A Manlla dispateh annotnces that the
first autonomous government of the
Flllpinos was established at Bacolo, In
the Island of Negros, yesterday, Gen-
eral Smith, governor of the Island of
Negros, adminigtered the oath of office
to the judge of the supreme court, whoin
turn swore in the governor, three judges,
12 gouncilmen, the auditor and the sce-
vetary of the Intevior, The uatives of
the entire island attended the ceremony.
The offiecra from Hollo were alsn present.

Three days' feasting, in eelebration of
the new government and the first an-
niversary of the surrender 5f the Span-
fards to the Negros revolutionists, ended
with a ball iy the government house last
night, Amerlean flags wers dieplayed
in the wvillage. The ecelebration eon-
gisted of horge racing and other sports,
musie, religious fonctions andan fHumil-
pation. The ball last night attracted
the wives of the wealthy planters, and
there wos as great a display of rich cos-
tumes and costly jewels as would be
geen ot a gimilar affair in America or
Eurape,

Electlons werg held Oet. 2, the number
of votes cast belng (248,  There were
40 eandldates for the varlous offices
Senor Meleclo Beverino was elected gov-
ernor, recelving 1305 wvates Senor
Jaimerecelyved 1277 voles.  Suffrage was
determined by property qualification
and ability to read and wrile,

Colonel Miner welcomed the officials
on behalf of the United States,  In the
course of histremarks he sald; “Negros
leads in the van of eivil government in
the Philippines. Your honor lies in
adding a new star to freedom's flag."

Feneral Smith, during a speech which
he dellvered, gald:  “"Your future prom-
j#es as brightly as Japan's, who, today,
18 recognized as among the eivilized na-
tions of the world.”

Qepor Severino, In replying, sald that
the best thing for the future of Negros
was the continuance of close relations
with the United States.

General Smith then announced
granting of fresdom
prisoners In
event.

General Hughes, in eommand at Ilollo,
telephoned a congratulatory speeech
over the eastern cable, from that place,

General Snilth, In an Interview, re-
marked that It was of the utmost lm-
portance that the Filipinos should be
taught to récognize the sovereignty of
the United States. The gravest danger,
he sald, threatening a peaceful admin-
{stration was Intrigue among the insular
politicians, and he declared that the
United States government must for
years keep control of the Iilipinos in or-
der to prevent such conditions from ex-
isting.

A recently organized gevolutionary
movement has besn discoverad in north-
ern Negros, and the leaders have been
foreed Lo withdraw to Panay. Anumber
of bandlts, under the leadership of
Papa lsslp, a religlous charlatan, have
been driven into the mountains. but it
{s expected that they will give more
trouble, A force of 250 native soldlers,
armed with Springfield vifles, are help-
ing the Americuns, and are found to be
valuihla as scouts,
