Amount of Gold in the Country.

Direetor of the mint Roberts has writ-
ten o letter on the subject of the discrep:
ancy in the treasury figures as to the
amount of gold on hand and the amount
factually in sight. He says in part:

"The stock of gold in this country, as
shown by the treasury estimates, was

$1,043,525,117. You doubtless under-
stand how these esfimates are made, viz:
by adding each year the output of the
mints and the imports of domestic coin,
and by substracting each year the ex-
ports of domestic coin, the amount re-
coined and an estimated amount for the
consumption in the arts and manu-
factures. The Government holdings on
May 1 amounted to $426,980,371, and
the amount held by the national banks
attheirlaststatement was$195,769,872.
These two items constitute the gold in
sight, and together amount to $622,-
759,243, leaviog about $400,000,000 ta
be otherwise accounted for. It is, of
course, not correct to say that thisen-
tire amount is missin g from the copntry
as it 18 known that state banks, trust
companies and similar organizations at,
all times havea share of their regular
ready money in gold, and that a corsid-
erable amount isin general circulation.
It has been held, however, by some
writers that the amount of gold outside
the treasury and national banks cannot
possibly be so great as the sum named,
and that therelore the treasury estimate
of the total stock is manifestly erroneous,
This office and the sub-treasury in New
York are engaged in an cffort to check
the figures that have heen made from
vear to yvear. Mr. Muohleman is going
carefully over the figures for exports and
imports, and an offort 1s being made here
to check the figures for consumption in
the arts and to obtain sneh information
as may be avallable as to the sums car-
ried out of the country by travellers and
not reported to the custom houses, The
inguiry has not proceeded far enough to
warrint any statenient of results.”

Buffalo’s Art Palace.

Mr. J. J. Albright Gives 2330,000 to
erect . Permanent Arvt Building
which Pan-Amervienn Visitors mny
Enjory.

The city of Buffalo is soon te have one
of the most beautiful buildings in the
western world, a public art gallery to
cost upwards of $350,000. Thebuilding
is the giit of J.]. Albright, a citizen of
Buffalo, and a liberal patron ol art, who
desires to bestow upon his city a strue-
ture that will forever yield immeasurable
pleasure to those who visit it, and be-
come, as well, a center of culture and
art, The only conditionsimposed by the
public spirited donor were that the city
of Buffalo should furnish a site, and that
the Fine Arts Academy of Buffalo, which
is made the custodian of the property
should raise a maintenance fund of $100,-
000. Thecity promptly deeded the site
requested, which is just within the limits
of Delaware Park, overlooking the beau-
tiful park lake. The Fine Arts Academy
has complied with the terms of the giit
as they applied to the maintenance fund,
and the building will be hurried to com-
pletion as rapidly as conditions will per-
mit, The building will be used as the
art palace of the 'an American Exposi-
tion and thereaiter become the perma-
nent home of Bulfalo's art collections.

This magnificent edifice will he 250
feet long by 150 feet wide, the principal
facade looking toward the east: The
building will stand upon a hroad terrice
35 feet above the level of the purk lake,
which lies bot a few rods below and to
the eastward, The principal approach
will be by a beautiful montmental fheht
of steps. the contour of the ground giv-
ing opportunity lor stately embellish-
thent, The terrace wills are to be of
heavy granite blocks, Statuary, foun-
tains, formal floral displays and lawns
will complete the ornamentation of the
terrace.

The style of arclitecture chosen is the
classic Greek, both the eastern and west-
ern facades showing rows of rich, grace-
ful columns. The style is Ionic, A semi-
circular colonnade {orms the central fig-
ure of the west or LElmwood Avenue
front. The building has broad wings at
the extreme northern and southern ends,
terminated by porches which will be re-
productions of famous architectural
works of ancient Grecce, The highest
peak s anly 45 feet above ground. The
Erechthenm of Athens has been a prolific
source of mepiration for the architects,
Messrs, Green and Wicks of Buffalo. The
portico of the Erechthéum, famous for
its caryatides, will be onc of the works
to be thus reproduced, The Erechtheum
was an ancient temple and is one of the
most interesting of the ruins of the
Acropolis at Athens. It was rebuilt al-
ter the Persian invasion, abont 400 B.C,

Entering the huilding by way of the
main approach one comes first to the
hall of statuary, in the middle of the
building, which is 71 x 100 feet. Directly
west of thisisthe Hrmicycle, a large semi-
circular room with tiers of seats and a
rostrum, where lectures may he given be-
fore andiences of several hundred people.
North of Statunry Hallawill he a gallery
45 x 85 leet, Op cither side of the cor-
vidor leading to this gallery are Library
aud Board rooms. Peyond, in the ex-
treme north wing will be seven studio
rooms, connected by a long corridor, In
the western past of the building are two
ante rooms and four large galleries. Tn
the large light basement will be numer-
oug othet rooms for all sorts of uses in
conpection with the proper management
of the building, such as bicycle and cloak
rooms, lavatories, janitor's quarters,
electric lighting and heating, package
and storage, The building will be strict-
ly fire-proof, the materials being white
