OUR WASHINGTON LETTER.
Special Correspondence.

Dr. P. M. Rixey continues to visit the
White House daily, as he used to do
during the administration of President
McKinley. President and Mrs. Roose-
velt have made no selection of a family
physician, and Dr. Rixey occupies that
position. Whether he will remain in
that capacity when he becomes stur-

geon general of the navy Is not known.
The late Dr. Bates, surgeon general of
the army, was the first physician to
President and Mrs. McKinley. When
he died, Dr. Leonard Wood, now Gen-

eral Wood, was designated to the posi-
tion. He remained until the breakic
out of the war with Spain, when lie
went to the front as colonel of the

President McKInley's Chair.
The chair which President McKinley

occupied at the sessions of the cabinet
has become the property of Secretary
Cortelyou. It has been the custom lor
the retiring President to present to some
friend the chair used by him w.hile pre-

siding over the meetings ot the cabinet.
President Harrison gave his chair to
Executive Clerk Crook, and the latter
regards it as one of his most valued pos-
sessions. President Cleveland presented
his chair to his private secretary, Daniel
S. Lamont. There is a law which re-

quires that government property shall
not be given away, but that it must be
formally condemned and disposed of at
auction. No one has ever questioned the
tight of the President to give away his
chair, however. Secretary Cortelyou
was very anxious to get the chair which
his chief had oc.-upie- for so long, and it
was accordingly officially condemnid,
put up for sale and bought in by the de-

voted secretary.

Currency to Send Through Mails.
The recent robbery of the Chicago

postoffice and the possibility that the
robbers will dispose of $74,000 worth of

tended that stamps be used as money,
yet the enormous growth of the mail
order business has really brought that
result about. The mail order con-

cerns accumulate large quantities of
stamps, and to convert them into mon-
ey often have to sell at a discount.
Thus a "stamp trade" has sprung up
which enables burglars to dispose of
stolen stamps with little danger of de-

tection. The next congress will doubt-
less be called upon to consider plans
for relieving this situation.

Miss Roosevelt's Chums.
Miss Harriet Wadsworth of New

Miss Townsend will make her debut
In December, and has Just returned
from Europe, where, with her mother,
she has spent the past six months,
having been much admired in Paris
and at the German baths.

The District Budget.
The District commissioners have

transmitted to the secretary of the
treasury their estimates of the appro-
priations that will be needed for the
support of the government of the Dis-

trict for the fiscal year ending June 30,
1003. The sum asked Is $10,439,8S1.87.
The sum asked for the preceding year
was $9,OSO,703.94, and the sum appro-
priated was $7,532,510.31. The secre-
tary of the treasury will forward the
estimates to congress.

In making public the estimates Com-

missioner Macfarland stated that the
commissioners had followed this year,
as last, the policy of asking for what Is
really necessary, regardless of the pos-

sible deficit due to the diversion of Dis-

trict funds by congress to street exten-
sion purposes.

Her only daughter, the little
Mollie of the White House years ago,
now Mrs. J. Stanley Brown and the
mother of several children, has gone
with her family nud mother to Califor-
nia for the possible benefit of the latter.
They have leased for the winter a beau-
tiful cottage on Orange Grove avenue
in Tasadena.

The Bonaparte.
Mrs. Jerome Bonaparte and her son,

Mr. Jerome N. Bonaparte, arrived at
their Washington home the other day,
after a visit of several months to the
Count and Couutess de Moltke-IIuit-feld- t,

at their estate in Glorup, Den-

mark. Mr. Bonaparte is the tnird of
that name to be known in this country
and is the great-grandso- n of Jerome
Bonaparte, the Corsican, and younger
brother of Napoleon I., who, in 1803,

married the beautiful Baltimorean,
Miss Elizabeth Patterson.

A Novel Tombstone.
The November issue of the Boston and

Maine Messenger contains a picture ot a
novel tombstone erected over the grave
of Waterman Brown, an aged employee
of the Boston and Maine railroad, who
died at Woburn, Mass., about a year
ago. The monument, which was erected
in accordance with the wish of the vet-
eran, consists ot a stone sleeper and a
section of rail taken from the old road-
bed ot the Boston and Lowell railroad.
The sleeper is set in an uptight position
and the section of rail is fastenrd across
it by means of a "chair," thus f irming a
cross. The inscription on the stone
reads:

Waterman Brown,
Born at New-Bridg- e

now North Wobuin,
Feb. 21, 1818.

Died Nov. 5, 1U00.

"He sleeps his last sleep
He has fought his last battle
No sound shall awake hira

To glory again."
Mr. Brown participated in the build-

ing of the Boston and Lowell railroad
and later while a fireman, he lost an arm
in an accident which occurred during a
record-makin- g run between Boston and
Lowell. Afterwards he was employed
in various positions by the road and
for 16 years had charge of the gates at a
crossing in Wobuin. He was a man of
great ingenuity, and although he had
but one hand, has mrcde models of en-

gines, coaches and other railroad equip-
ment, which were marvels of mechanical
skill. His great love for the work in
which he was so long employed is evi-

denced by his peculiar choice of a monu-
ment.
