Home Missionary Field Day.

Excellent Addresses from Field Workers
and a National Officer.

A series of rallies under the auspices of
the Congregational Home Missionary
Society have been held throughout Ver-

mont the past week and have greatly
stimulated the interest in the work and
future plans of this great missionary
organization. The series closed at New-

port last evening and the meetings at St.
Johnsbury were held in the North church
Monday afternoon and evening. The
meetings were attended by the pastors
and other representatives from the sur-

rounding towns and Rev. Dr. C. H. Mer-

rill, secretary of the Vermont Domestic
Missionary Society, an auxiliary of the
national society.
. At the afternoon service the devotional
exercises were ' conducted by ReY. Dr. S.
G. Barnes and Dr. Merrill was the first
speaker. He gave a comprehensive state-

ment of the reorganization of the national
society and explained in detail
how each of the state societies
were related to it, Referring to the fi-

nancial side of the question he said the
standard set for the coming year was a
dollar for home missions for each resi-

dent church member. The statistics as
far as Vermont is concerned show that
the Congregationalists in the state have
been contributing about 55 cents per
resident member, including all contribu-
tions from the Sunday School, the Chris-
tian Endeavor societies and the Woman's
Home Missionary Union. Of the amount
to be contributed two-third- s would be
devoted to work in Vermont and the
balance would be appropriated to the
national treasury.

Dr. Merrill touched briefly ugon the
work and needs in the state, tracing the
history from its early days nearly a cen-
tury ago and said that in all its history
there had never been any friction between
the state and the national society.

Rev. Charles A. Jones, now of Hacken-sac- k,

N. J., was the next speaker and he
presented some interesting glimpses of
the work in his district which comprises
the states of Pennsylvania, Maryland,
Delaware, West Virginia, and the District
of Columbia. Mr. Jones is a very pleas-
ing and magnetic speaker, and both of
his addresses were well received. He
said there were 18 missionary churches
in the great state of Pennsylvania, and
in referring to the work among the
Welsh churches, gave a touching illustra-
tion of how the ol er ones in the parish
clung to the use of their language, while
the younger generation were anxious to

circle of relatives and friends. He was
born in Ireland, Dec. 23, 1838. On the
7th day of August, 1862, he enlisted as
a part of St. Johnsbury's quota, in Co.

A 11th Keg. Vt. vols., aiterwaros ist
Vt. Heavy Artillery. He gave his best
efforts to the service of his adopted coun
try. On June 23, 1864 he with 57 others
from the same Company was taken pris-

oner at the Battle of the Welden Railroad,
Va.- His sufferings while confined in
Libby, Andersonville, and Milan prisons
cannot be told, and from which he never
recovered. No more significant fact can
be stated than to say that he was one of
only 15 out of the 57, to live to tell the
story. He was parolled Nov. 26, 1864
but so enfeebled was he that he never did
service with the Regiment again to any
amount and was hnally mustered out ot
the U. S. Service June 24, 1865. At the
close of the war he entered the employ of
E. & T. Fairbanks & Co., remaining there
until March, 1873, when he moved to
Waterford, where he resided until his
death. His funeral was held at his home,
Wednesday, Nov. 14, Rev. Mr. Hird of
the Congregational church officiating.

Rev. Dr. Edward D. Eaton conducted
the devotional services in the evening
and Rev. Dr. Merrill introduced as the
first speaker Rev. L. A. Wilson, the new
pastor at Hardwick, who described in
an interesting manner his work at East
Charleston. Mr. Jones followed in an
inspiring address upon the problems
arising from immigration, giving specific
instances some humorous and some
pathetic of the immigrant's entry into
this boasted land of the free. He brought
out the interesting facfthat one-thir- d of
New York's population was Hebrew and
one-fourt- h Italian, while other nations
were largely represented in this cosmo-
politan city and that it was the duty of
the Christian people to solve the prob-
lems of the great cities by getting at the
masses.

look along Old Lines." After referring
to the successtul reorganization ot tne
society he said the work was along same
old lines. 1 he west is continually caning
for more workers, the small towns in the
east are asking for help and the problems
ot the great cities still remain unsolved.
Referring to the incoming influx of over
a million a year he said it was for the
Christian people to determine wnetner
this would become a menace or a mission.
He thoroughly believed it would be the
latter and that it was our duty and our
privilege to solve tne question aiong
the lines of christian work.

The service closed with prayer by Rev.
Dr. Barnes, after which there was a de-

lightful social hour and the chance which
all were glad to improve of meeting the
speakers trom abroad.
