Sixty Years of Service
Away.

Burlington's Y. M. C. A. Canvass.
Our readers will be especially interested

in the recent successful campaign in Bur-

lington where $55,000 was raised in less
than three weeks for the local Y. M. C. A,
The canvass had been anticipated for a
year and was in charge of W. A. Bowen,
the campaign secretary, who is working
under the auspices of the International
Committee of the Y. M. C, A.

The city has a building erected some

20 years ago which with the lot is

valued at $125,000. It is in a sightly
location, but needed many changes to
adapt it to the present methods of the
work. Money was needed to .build
rooms for the boys' department, bowl-
ing alleys, additional shower baths and
lockers. It was also desirable to raise
the mortgage of $39,000. So the prob-
lem was to raise enough money to pay
off the mortgage and have $16,000 for
remodelling the building. Former
Mayor Van Patten started the ball roll-

ing by subscribing $10,000 provided the
full amount oi $55,000 was raised. The
first public mention of this campaign
was at the state convention in May,
though nothing was done until June 15
in the actual work of raising the money.
Two weeks were spent in organizing for
the work arid the campaign opened May
23. An executive committee of eight
headed the movement and a citizens' com-

mittee of 100 was secured who canvassed
among the larger prospective givers. A

young men's business committee of 65
was formed to work among those who
would give smaller amounts. This
group of 65 was divided into eight teams
of eight men each.

During the campaign lunch was served
every evening at 6.15 for the members of
tne various comm. nets aim reports
given each night of the progress of the
campaign. A large clock nine feet in
diameter on the front ot tne . Al. C. A.
building indicated to the public the pro-

gress of the campaign and both the Bur-

lington dailies gave generously of their
space to the cause, tacn uay irom iwu
to $2000 was raised and reported at the
eveuing lunch, and on only two or three
days did the contributions fall below
$1000. The pastors of the churches
entered heartily into the work and adver-
tised the campaign at their Sunday
services. The Ladies Auxiliary contri
buted $500 and added $3 JO more the
last evening.

The campaign was known as the 20-da- y

campaign and closed June 15. W.

B. Howe, business manager oi me rree
Press, was the chairman of the citizens'
committee and presided at the evening
meetings, not missing a single gathering.

young men s committee was ionneu
one weeK Deiore tne ciose oi ine cam-

paign, and raised from $100 to $200
daily among the young men. A boys'
committee of five raised $150 amoug the
boys connected with the boys depart-
ment.

A physician of Nearly
Passes
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The death of Dr. James D. Folsoni, onefc
of the town's oldest physicians, occurred

at his home on Cherry street late Wednes-

day night. He had been in failing health

for the past few years, and confined to
his house for a number of months. For the

past eight weeks he was unable to leave

his bed and his death was due to a gen-

eral breaking down of a system that had
been active for 60 years in an arduous
and exacting profession.

Dr. Folsom was born in Wheelock July

3,1828. When only a few years old his

father moved to the Pope farm in Dan-

ville, where the family lived for a few

years, going from there to the old home
farm, now occupied by Charles Folsom
in Lvndonville. He was educated at
Lyndon Academy and. was graduated
from the Dartmouth Medical College in
1S49. Later he took a post-gradua- at
Girard College in Philadelphia. He first
began practice in Guildhall, living there
about two years and moving from there
to Lancaster where he practiced about
10 years. In that town both Dr. and
Mrs. Folsom were greatly interested and
very helpful in musical circles, both being
members of the church choir of which Dr.

Folsom was the leader. When the civil

war broke out he enlisted as surgeon in
the 17th New Hampshire regiment, but
this regiment was never in active service.

It was also in Lancaster that Dr. Gates
13. Dullard studied with him, and when
Dr. Folsom came to St. Johnsbury in
l,s72 he was associated for a few years in

practice with Dr. Bullard. So for over 30
years Dr. Folsom has gone in and out in
our homes, bringing good cheer into the
sickroom by his genial presence and
health to his patients by his medical
skill. Like the other country doctors his
calls were often far from home, but he

obeved the summons and soon became
one'of the best known and most successf-

ul physicians in this section. He was
also active in the county and state medi-

cal societies and kept up in his profes-
sion by constant reading and study.

lie was married Jan. 6, 1850, at East
Burke to .Miss Flora Newell who sur-vive- s

him. Five children were born to
them, one son dying when only a few

months old and Lelia, wife of Ldgar L.

Stanley of Brooklyn, dving a few years
ago. The others all live in St. Johns-bury- ,

Irving, Nellie F., wife of Fred G.

Hundv, and Flora F., wife of Dr. Walter
J.AkTrich. He also leaves one brother
and one sister in Lvndonville, Charles
and Amanda Folsom.

The funeral was held at his late resi-

dence Saturday afternoon, Rev. Edward
T. Fairbanks officiating. Beautiful
