M'TAFf DOES THINGS.

One Incident That 8hows the Quality
of the Man.

This Incident affords perhaps as good
an Insight Into the psychology of Mr.
Taft as any that could be cited. It il-

lustrates the way Mr. Taft does things,
the way he works and the way he
plays, for when he plays he plays as
hard and zestfully as he works. With
him the thing Is to do It Accomplish-
ment is ever bis aim. It happened
while Mr. Taft was on the sea, bound
for Manila to open the Philippine as-

sembly. The narrator watched the pro-

ceedings at close range. Three men
stood between decks on the steamship,
away up In the eyes of the ship, and
contemplated a hole ten feet above
their heads. A narrow iron ladder led
perpendicularly to the deck,. The cir-

cumference of the hole seemed to ap-

proximate that of a sugar barrel. One

Ambassador O'Brien,
bound for Tokyo, was tall and spare
lean aDd sinewy. The second. Judge
Thomas Burke of Seattle, was short
and rotund.

Coal Used by Romans.
It is believed by some historians that

early as 1234 Henry III. granted n li-

licious persons persisted In burning it.
Coals began to be brought from New-

castle to London in 13M, during th"
rolgn of Richard II. By the year 14il
coal was commonly burned In London
as a fuel, though 20 years Inter. In

the reign of Charles I., Its use was far
from being general throughout Eng-

land. Anthracite coal, which, except
the diamond, is the purest form of car-

bon known, was first usd by a Con-

necticut blacksmith named Gore in
1708 nnd as a domestic fuel by Judge
Jesse Fell of Wilkesbarre, Pa., in 1S(I8.

Caspian Lake.
Yellow Perch vt. The Trout.

Word comes from Greensboro that the
trout fishing in the celebrated pond will
soon be a thing of the past. During the
season which closed last month the
waters of the pond were found to lie in-

fested with small yellow perch, a condi-
tion that necessarily sounds the doom
of that body of water as a fishing resort.
The two species of fish, trout and perch,
will not thrive in the same body of
water; the perch in the course of one
or two years will destroy the more de-

sirable trout and Greensboro pond or
Crystal lake as it is frequently and de-

servedly called, will have then degener-
ated to the condition that prevails in
nearly all the small ponds in Vermont.

For years Greensboro pond, which is
one of the most beautiful sheets of water
in existence, has furnished some of the
best trout fishing in the state. It has
been liberally stocked from time to time
and the public spirited portion of the
yearly increasing colony of cottagers has
interested itself in maintaining the sup-

ply of fish. There has also been a strong
local sentiment in iavor of enforcing the
protective laws.

By far the worst features of the ruin-
ing of the pond is the suspicion that it
has been brought about by the malicious
act of two or three cottagers who have
been prosecuted by the authorities of
Greensboro for violating the Sunday
laws and who are believed to have intro-
duced the worthless perch out of spite.

To condemn such an act of vandalism,
now that it has accomplished its misera-
ble purpose, is useless. A conviction
under the prevailing statute covering1
such offences would in no wise repair the
wrong that has been done to the hun-
dreds of people who have annually vis-
ited Greensboro for a try at the two
sturdy game fish, the forked and the
square-taile- d trout, that inhabited the
clear, cool water. One more opportunity
for free and open trout fishing has been
destroyed and the lapse of time before
the day when it will be impossible to find
any sport of this nature outside of a pri-
vate preserve has been shortened. Ben-
nington Banner.
