Sportsmen, Save Tonr Game Heads.

The season for deer hunting is near at
hand. Hundreds of nice heads are spoil-
ed every year by ignorance and careless
handling. A skin for mounting should
never be cut on the throat or neck.
Stick your deer under the fore leg just in
front of the heart. Start to skin directly
between the ears. Cut down on the top
of the neck to the shoulders, being very
careful to keep in center of neck. Cut
around neck well down to fore legs. Be

sure to get the skin long enough. Skin
up to the base of the skull, cut off the
neck from the head. Be sure to salt
e.very part of the skin and fill mouth,
eyes and all bullet holes with plenty of
salt. Scrape all blood out of the hair
and salt all bloody places. Get it to
your taxidermist as soon as possible,
Heads soon spoil. Save your nice heads
if the horns are poor, as any large taxi-
dermist will buy them for the skin. It
will fit some other fellow. Don't throw
away a nice head, they are worth saving.
