Dear Friends:

The announcement of the death of
Judge Bates has just reached me, and
at the same time 1 learn from our local
papers that, at its meeting on Saturday
evening of this week, Chamberlin Post
will conduct a memorial service devoted
to a briel review of his life and services.

I knew Judge Bates intimately and
thoroughly. For many years we were
competitors at the bar. e was often
my associate in important litigation,
and more often my apponent. ln the
former capacity he was resourceful, wise,
and with an admirable ability and dis-
positivn to cooperate. In the latter he
witd formidable, alert, and dangerous to
his aintagonist. While he was a sound
lawyer and possessed an excellent ca-
pacity for legal diserimination, vet it
was as an advocate before a jury
that he shone most brightly. Here
his effective command of language, his
ability to select naturally and easily the
best and most forcible expression,: his
apt snd appropriate illustrations, his
appeals to the every day knowledge and
experience of Bis hearers, his strong sénse
and power of logical statement and
graceful gesture and action, combined to
mike him a leader at the bar and a man
to he reckoned with in all important
litigation in our section.

My intimate knowledge of his ability
and character led me to secure his ap-
pointment as a judgé in the courts of the
Philippme Islands. The event justified
the appointment, He was a success asa
