Big Fire in Salisbury.
The general merchandise store of Judge
Frank C. Dyer at Salisbury, the Rutland
Railroad passenger and freight station,
the postoffice located in the Dyerstore, the
R.S. Page feed store, residence, grist
mill and barn, and two freight cars
loaded with tar paper standing near the
station were destroyed by fireearly Wed-
nesday morning. The loss is estimated
at from $60,000 to $75,000, and is par-
tially covered by insurance. The esti-
mated loss to property ownersis as fol-
lows: Dyer store, $25,000: Page pro-
perty, $20,000: Rutland Railroad,
$20,000. Salisbury has no facilities for
fighting a fire of such magnitude and the
flames spread rapidly. Practically all
the contents of the buildings mentioned
were destroyed. The fire is thought by
the railroad people to have been the
work of tramps.
