ed to be Sold in General Market.

States Department of

Bureau of Animal Indultry has wr‘lt.
ten for the Burlirigton 'Clipper an
answer to the guestions recently ask-
ed in the Randolph Herald and News
regarding the disposal of meat allow-
ed to be s>ld for zonsumption afier
the animal had been condemned and
killed on acccount of response to the
tuberculin test, It contains so much
information tnat will interest every
Vermonter that we republish the es-
gential parts of the letter.

1. How many and whsat states
that pay a state indemnity for con-
demned tuberculous cattle as Ver-
mont does, follow a similar method
in disposing of the meat or carcasses?

New York, Massachusetts, Wiseon-
sin, the Distrlct of Columbia, and sev-
ernl other states the names of which
I am pot perfectly sure so will not
attempt to give you &t this time.

2. Describe briefly the process by
which the meat that is considered
galable is separated from that which
is not.

Carcasses of animels in which the
disease iz inactive and the lesions
glight and thoréughly localized in vis-
ceral glands or organs are passed for
focd. Carcasgeg of animals in which
the disease is detive or has become
generalized or located in glands
which drain muscular tissue are con-
demned.

3. Who are the purchasers?

Anyvone who may care to buy the
meat, It may be considered that this
answer is evasive. It is not so intend-
ed. If the question was intended to
bring out the names of individual
buyers it is not pertinent, for that is
their own private business,

4, How is the good beef disposed
of: whether by the Rendering com-
paeny or by state officials?

As I understand it, it is sold by the
Rendering Co. for the actount of the
State of Vermont.

5. Is it offered for sale in this
state?

Yes some of it.

6. Are the prices realized for it
by the state the prices that ordinari-
1y obtain for good beef, or are they
less?

This mesat is sold at the prevailing
market price for meat-of that grade.
It should be underctocd that the
meat of a dairy animal is pot of as
good quality as that of & beef animal,
and that many of these cattle are not
in prime condition as they have not
been fatted.

What proportion of the con-
demned cattle are sold as beef, on the
average, after inspection?

About forty per cent.

8. 1s the beef, when offered to
the public, marked in anyway so that
the purchaser may know its history"

No.

9. If not what objection can you
see tc having it so marked?

The State of Vermont, owning
them, can mark them inAny manner
it sees fit, providing the marking is
not of such nature as to conflict with
the assertion of the Federal Meat In-
spection service that the meat is ab-
solutely wholesome and free from dis-
eace. If it were so marked as to con-
fiiet with this assertion I do not
think this department would permit
the uee of the Federal Meat Inspec-
tion label on the meat, nor sanction
its inspection. -

There is this objection to marking
this meat; that it would tend to
cause an unreasonable discrimina-
tion against & perfectly wholesome
product in view of the present lack of
knowledge of the subject.

I can best illustrate this by quot-
ing another disease. We find not in-
frequently in the livers of animals
slaughtered for food the cyst of a
certain tape worm. No one wouald
poesibly assert that because of the
presence of this tape worm cyst in the
liver the remainder of the carcass
was unfit for food, vet suppcsing the
carcass were marked; “The liver of

is animal was infected with  the
cystic state of the Echinocoscus Poly-
morphus,” do ycu suppose it could be
sold? I doubt it, and yvet the pre-
judice would be totally unfounded for
the meat would be perfectly whole-
some. -~

It may be hard to understand and
vet it is perfectly true that a local-
ized inactive tuberculous lesion has
no more to do with the rest of the
carcass than the tape worm cyst.

10. Have you yourself knowingly
eaten this tuberculous beef after its
inspection?

The term tuberculous beef is not
at all pertinent,”and it is such terms
as this that create misunderstanding
on the part of the reader. They are
entirely unfair. The meat from these
animals which is passed for food is
not tuberculous, is wholesome, and
free from disease. I have eaten it.

11. Would you as a buyer, know-
ingly take it on a par with as good
looking other native beef, if it were
marked as above suggested? I should
prefer it to any native beef, of what-
ever gquality which was not killed
under competent Inspection, be-
cause while I know this meat to be
wholesome and prepared under
proper sanitary conditions I also
know that much of the native dress-
ed beef is slaughtered under abso-
Iutely filthy conditions and that it is
net wholesome, and I have every
reason to belleve that much native
meat is offered for eale which 1is
diseased and unfit for food.

12. Are you positive that no harm
can possibly ensue from eating any
of the meat passed by the inspector,
+tand if so for what reason?

As I have personzlly supervised
the inspection of all these cattle this
question is rather tooc personzl for
me to answer. I would say that the

15. 'What did the state realize
last year from the sale of condemn-
ed cattle?

I would refer you tc the Commis-
sioner’s report. I have forgotten.

It is difficult tc enter intc any de-
talled explanation of this disease in
the newspapersg or of the reasons
why this method of disposing of cat-
tle reacting to the tuberculin test is
not only proper but highly desirable.
Sych an explanation must be lengthy
and highly technical so that I will
not attempt it

Perhaps a few words may clear up
some points not fully understood
however.

The tuberculin test when applied
to a herd will cause to react not only
those cattle which are in an active
and advanced stage of the disease
and which are a menace to other
animals through their excretions and
td the publie through their milk and
meat, but also any animsal in any way
:lﬂected beyond the stage of incuba-

on. -

Thus many animals are taken by
the state which would eventually re-
cover under proper conditions, and
many animals which in their econdi-
tion at the time of reaction are not a
menace in any way to the public or
to other cattle.

If it were possible to determine
these animals, and to tell at what
time any of them so' affected
would become dangercus, the proper
thing to do would be to separate
them from mncn-reacting cattle and
permit them to live.

This is the theory upon which is
founded the Bang system of segrega-
tion, which I was imnstrumental in
having incorporated in your ecattle
law Tor the bepefit of raisers of
blooded stock who mign. wish to
continue the strain of blood and
bring up a new herd of animals from
the calves of the reacting cattle.

This system is practical in these
cases, where it is gimply desired to
obtain the calves and raise them on
sterilized milk or a foster dam.

It is not however, applicable to the
ordinary farmer, for no living man
can tell by physical examination eor
other means which animals of a giv-
entherd are dangércns and which are
not.

I have found that sometimes the
animals which are apparently in the
beet condition will upoen post mortem
prove to be the most dangerously af-
fected.

Therefore it has been decided by
the te that the most practical

od to use in eradicating the
dlsease is to' remove frocm the herd
all animals which react to the test.

However after slaughter it is pos-
sible to do what is was not possible
to do before, determine which ani-
mals were dangercusly affected and
which were not, and it is the meat of
these enimasals which with perfect
safety could have been permitted to
live at least for the time being that
is passed for food.

It is too bad that we have to kill |

them at all, and it would be worse
than too bad, absoluteiy foolish, if
we did not utilize the meat, and
save what we can out of them.

Thanking you for your rpace, of
which 1 hope I-have not taken too
much, I will clogse with the assur-
ance that the public need have abso-
lutely no fear of this meat, and with
an invitation to any newspaper man,
or any other person whec may wish, to
witness the method of disposing of
these animals,

Reply by Randolph Herald.

The following is the closing part
of an editorial writen in reply to Dr.
Brock’s article by Editor Johnson of
the Randolph Herald and News. It
states briefly but ably the people’s
side of the casge.

““The history of former traffic of a
gimilar nature; the steps taken by
courts and legislatures to prevent it
in response to law and sentiment; the
surreptitious weakening of the law
in 1908; the care tah n to conceal
the identity of the retailers of this
meat now; the fact—which Dr.
Brock will not deny—that mueh of
this forty percent of condemned cat-
tle meat is sold at a very low price
and packed in cans; that the attitude
of the cattle department is one of op-
position toward labeling the meat—
all these things point to one inevit-
able conclusion: that the department,
aware of the popular feeling in the
matter, is seeking to dispose of this
meat, which it regards as scientifical-
Iy unobjectionable, by secresy and
stealth, for the saving in money to
be gained thereby. It places its
own estimate of what is fit for the
public to eat above what it knows to
be the choice of the public as to what
it should itself eat, In order to realize
e few thousand dollarse annually to
the state treasury. We sunbmit that
this going pretty far in the way pat-
ernalism. Even should we concede
every orne of Dr. Brock’s premises,
we could mot agree with his conclus-
ionis, but should rest our case on the
inalienable right of every person ic
purchase and eat such meat and such
food as appear to suit HIM, not some
expert or inspector, and that, too,
with full knowledge of the quality of
