At The Fish Hatchery.
The vacancies caused at the gov-

ernment fish hatchery by the double
tragedy a week ago last Sunday, have
not been filled. J. P. Snyder, gov-
ernment fish culturist at large, has
been sent here from Montana to as-

sist temporarily and P. M. Atkin-
son who has been doing field work,
collecting trout eggs has come back
to the station to work. He brought
the first shipment of eyed trout eggs
last Saturday from the hatchery es-

tablished years ago by Commissioner
Titcomb in Groton on what is now
Mr. Vail's preserve. This is a small
statian located just below "Jumbo
Spring." A three inch pipe will not
take all the water from this spring
and it makes a fine hatchery. This
season 900,000 trout eggs were tak-
en from the trout in Speedwell Pond,
formerly the Darling Pond to be
kept until they have reached the
eyed stage.
