Legislature and Campalign
Pledges.

We have an old-fashioned {idea
that eampalign pledges (o the peo-
ple should be faithiully observed by
a party put in contrel of a govern-
ment. Certainly our paity was not
profligate in its platform pledges,
and now that the republicans have
| = eolid Senate and an “"overwhelmn-
ing’ majority in the House, It will
boher us as a party if we fail to
iredeem the [few actual promiscs we
did make.

We speak of this matter especial-
Iy at this time in view of the fact
that some of tho issues conf.onting
Ilhe Legislature and now being dis-
icussed by the Vermont newspapers
were taken inlo consideration by the
state republican platform.

One of the most essential of these
was that at or prier to the openiug
of the next session of the legislatule
a budget be prepared by the fiscal
officers of the state showing the es-
timated income of the state for Lhe
next ensuing blennial period, tle
hxed charges upon its revenues for
that pe.iod and such other data as
will most effectively aid the legis-
lature in making its appropriations
for \he suppoit of the existing insti-
tutions and the establishment of
such new governmental agencies as
may be deemed best for the best in-
terests of Vermont.

The prepamiauon in advance of Lhe
session of a budget of this characler
wouid do more to help ciear the
atmosphere than alinost aay other
step that could be taken. It would
heip to emphasize the necessity of
a short session of the legislature;
it would dewmonst.ate the necessity
of fullilling another campalgn
pledge that the per diem basis of
compensation of members of the
legislatuie be abolisbed and a fat
salary for the session be substituted
theiefor, and that the legislature
promptly take steps at the very out-
|set to put the pay of clerks, secre-
tarles, reporters, pages and all other
State House officials and employes
on a business basis.

The republican platfo:m pledged
the next administration to a poilcy
of economy all along the line, and
it is up 1o the fiscal officers to aflord
the public the information neces-
sary to enable both members of the
legislature and other public ser-
vants as well as the people in gen-
eral 1o consider Intelligently the
whole situation confionting . both
taxpayers and lawmakers and fuifill
When our lawmakers
have this budget and other informa-
tion, they will be in a better posi-
tion to take advantage of that other
improvement, the pirovision of legis-
lative revisors who shsll be on duty
thirty days in advance of Lhe begin-
niug of the szssion to help our law-
makers get bills ready for prompt
conslderation at the opening of the
legislative session.—-Burlington Free
