The
problem is a gigantic one but it should
be undertaken. The proposed tri-
bunal will deal with only Justiciable
questions, questions like the bound
ary dispute between the United State
and Great Britain. This tribunal In
giving Its decisions would establish
principles of international law.

The state organizations could work
with the representatives in congresf
to get that body to pass the necessary
laws to allow the establishment of
such a court. The organization does
not interfere with the question of pre-
paredness. A nation should be pre-
pared to defend Itself and to punish
any nation plunging into war without
submitting its case before this tri
bunal. The purpose is simply to de
lay the declaration of hostilities be-

tween nations in the hope of prevent
ing war. There Is no doubt that a few
weeks of delay would have brought
about a peaceful settlement of the
dispute between Servia and Austria
and prevented the present war.

Art and the War.
If every work of art existing in the

western world were obliterated, and
every artist killed, would human na-
ture return to the animalism from
from which art has in a measure
raised it? Not so. Art makes good in
the human soul all the positions that
it conquers.

When the world is oyer, the world
will find that the thing which hai
changed least is art. Certain withered
leaves, warts, dead branches will hare
sloughed off from the tree; the sap
will run at first a little faster for the
temporary check, and that is all. The.
wind of war reeking with death will
neither hare warped nor poisoned it
The utility of art, which in these days
of blood and agony is mocked at, will
be raised again into the view even oi
the mockers, almost before the thun-
der of the last shell has died away.

Aye! it is usefuL John Gals
worthy, in Atlantic

at the request of Governor Spauldlng
to represent New Hampshire at the
conference on Church and Country
Life, conducted under the auspices ot
the Federal Council of Churches of
Christ in America, interesting because
they were written by a man who
knows how to select the salient points
of what he sees and hears, and to re
duce them to intensely readable form;
and illuminating in that they betoken
a growing recognition among Ameri-
can church leaders of certain practi
cal, fundamental facts which have
been too commonly overlooked, both
among the clergy and among the laity

For instance. Governor Willis
Ohio, in his address of welcome, called
attention to the shift in population
Which has resulted in 51 per cent of
the people of the United States being
now city residents, whereas in 1880
only 29 per cent were to be found in
the larger centers. One in nine of the
country churches has been abandoned
in recent years. Only one-thir- d of
them have increased in size; 83 per
cent have less than 100 members each
and 25 per cent have less than twenty-fiv- e

members. Only 6 per cent have
individual ministers, and less than JO

per cent of the rural population are
church members. Governor Willis
touched upon a very real weakness of
the country churehes when he recalled
a community of between 250 and 300
people which possesses three churches,
where one church could do the work.

The president of the conference.
Gifford Pinchot, whose name is famil
iar to Americans the country over,
took occasion in his address to bring
out some established and logical facts
well worthy of contemplation by those
who have been accustomed to consider
the church as entirely apart from and
independent of secular influences.
Starting from the premise that nation-
al life depends on a vital country life,
Mr. Pinchot laid down the proposition
that a business margin of profit is
needed for the production of an eff-
icient country church; and he declared
without qualification that poor farms
naturally produce weak and inefficient
churches. There must be co-ope- ra

tion between the church and the re-

sources of the community. In this
connection it is interesting to note that
the Presbyterian board is now estab-
lishing demonstration country church-
es just as the country-age- nt plan to
assist agriculture demonstrates farm-
ing on the home farm.

These are among the inexorable
facts which keen-sighte- d church peo-
ple are coming to recognize, and which
they must come more and more to
recognize if the churches, and par-
ticularly the rural churches, are ro
survive and prosper. An efficient and
effective church is conditional on an
efficient and effective community gen-

erally; and after that primary condi-
tion are the subordinate conditions
some of which will follow as a matter
of course of concentration and unity;
fewer, but larger and stronger, church
societies; well equipped church edi-

fices; a better-pai-d ministry; business-
like methods of conducting church
business, and a constant eye to the
fact that church and secular commun-
ity are inter-relate-d and, in a greater
degree than is commonly realized, inter-d-

ependent. These conditions will
have to be recognized by everybody
sooner or later; they may as well be
recognized now. Manchester Union.

Manufacturers of gray
goods material report liberal Duying
and plants fully employed. Manu
facturers of small wood boxes ana
tinned work indicate an improvement
in the condition. While this is 'gen-
erally a quiet period among the
creameries, shipments have been of
fair volume, and the demand for but-
ter tubs is larger than it was for the
same .period of a year ago.
