concerning the plans of the American
Medical Association:

"No effort In the modern education-
al world better expresses the spirit of
the times or deserves more commend-
ation than the attitude of the Ameri-
can Medical Association toward in-
forming the general public along the
lines of preventive medicine.

"The American Medical Association
has a clearly developed plan for sys-
tematic work throughout the United
States and holds each state medical
society responsible for the work In its
own state.

"The public health committee for
the Vermont State Medical Society
met in Burlington, November 16 and
outlined the following plan for the
work in this state:

"A committee will be chosen from
each county and city medical society
which will have charge of the work in
that section and endeavor to come in
touch with all local organizations as
Granges, church societies, schools,
parent-teach- er associations, men and
women's clubs, and those interested in
outlying or rural districts.

"The local committee will arrange
for the lectures or talks on being noti-

press notices of public interest and
helpfulness.
