AGRICULTURAL HORSE RACING.

As tho season of fuirs approaches again
wo sco tho annual array of inducements held
out to jockeys and gamblers to step in and
help run tho machine and as a reward for
their noblo services carry off tho lion's sharo
of tho prizes, as well as a handsomo sum

raked in through bets, pools,-Ac- .

Tho question of tho morality of tho race
wc do not proposo to discuss hero, but is it
jtdky for tho farmers' societies to tako a
courso which tends to throw tho principal
part of tho profits of their fairs into other
bands, while they sustain tho principal burd-

ens-? Tho object of tho fuirs is tho im-

provement of the system of farming of tho

country, by stimulating competition as to
quality and quantity of products. Tbo
premiums paid aro in themselves of small
import, though it is cminontly worth while

to sec that thoy aro fairly and evenly dis
tributed, and that prizes arc offered in thoso

classes where they wilt do tho most good in

increasing tho actual valuo of our products.
Lvcry ono likes to own and drivo a fust
horse, but for practical use on the farm, as
in almost any business, thcro aro other qual-

ities far more essential than being ablo
to trot a milo in 2:30.

Horses hold a prominent rank among tho

productions of Vormont, but they aro of no

nioro importance than tho dairy, beef cattle,
or wool interests, and should receive no

larger sharo of the premiums at agricultural
fairs. If city sports who am afford it wish

to support sporting clubs, wo have no ob

jections, but wo do hope and bclicvo that
the good cxamplo set by the grangers in

California recently in exposing tbo manifest
injustice of tho distribution of prizes where

by horses received tho greater part of tho

ftato society's funds will bo imitated in

Eastern states until the practical benefits
derived by the furmcrs from their societies

will becomo much greater than it now is.
Farmers as a class havo been too much

disposed to allow others to manage- - affairs
wherein thoy wero interested, and this is

not alone truo of politics. Wo sincerely
bono that tho question of a proper distribu
tion of prizes at fairs wiTl not bo overlooked
in the "reform era" which appears to bo

dawning. Let the best cattle, tho best but-

ter and cheese, and similar products havo an
equal show with horses, and whilo giving
reasonable inducements to tho development
of speed in horses, let equal attention bo

paid to fast walking, (which is of fur more

advantage on tho farm than fust trotting,)
and to strength as draft animals, power of
endurance, &o., and tho truo mission of tho
agricultural fairs tho improvement of tho
products of tho farm will bo bettor ful

filled.

Tho Amtrican llural Home, in an articlo
which wo copied last week, speaking of the
class of persons who attend races says :

Now farmers, ns a class, lmvo tlieir opin-
ion el theso persons, though they nru not
much given to expressing this opinion; but
when they nssoinhlo tozclhor to hold a state
or county fair for tho display of tho products
of ihoir industry, anil for tho encourage-
ment of tlio youns:. thev look, us iv class.
with indignation upon tho wholo trlba of
sliarpcrs who crowd themselves In, and es-

pecially upon the raeini: character!!, who
strive to mako their worthless pursuit si

cinci attraction.
It this bo true, "farmers, as a class," will

manifest their disapproval by ceasing to of
fer such inducements as they havo been in

tho habit of doing to this very class to

como to their fuirs and take such a promt
ncnt placo there. Thoso who control an ag
ricultural society aro responsible for tho
manner in which its affairs aro administered
and if thoy offer moro attractions to jockeys
and gamblers than to stock breeders or oth
cr farmers they must expect rosults accord
ingly.

EXTORTION.

Wo notice that tbo supreme court has
just rendered a decision to tho effect that tho
usual agreement signed by senders of mcs

sages by telegraph that tho company shall
not bo liablo for blunders is void, and has
awarded $900 damages to a Ilangor firm for
loss sustained through a blunder in a message
Wo aro surprised at this ; so, no doubt, aro
tho telegraph folks. It is generally sup
posed that powerful corporations liko tel
cgraph, railroad, and express companies can
to n certain extent control tho execution of
tho laws if not, as virtually claimed by
somo Western roads, superior to tho law

making power which gavo them tljoir char
tcr nnd mado it possible for them to exist

Wo havo a word to say in regard to cx

press companies. Tho terms "monopoly,1

"extortion," and "rings" havo been harped

upon until thoy nro nearly worn out, but

hero is a placo whero thoy oan all bo applied
without exaggeration, and oven without fully

expressing tho facts. Every business mo

is awaro of tho exorbitant rates charged by
tho express companies in many instances,

and of tho various ways in which thoy com

bino to extort tho last cent possible from
their patrons. A caso in point : Wo ro

ccntly sent to Now York for a quantity of
roller composition, and knowing tho fond

ncss of tho express companies to do a good

deal of business expressly ordered it sent
"via Worcester," that bciog tho shortest

route, lly somo means the shipper
neglected to mark tho package as directed
and tho express company as usual mado it
n their way to send it by Kssex Junction

and Whito Itivcr Junction, and charged us
$1.25 for bringing ill pounds by that round
about routo. Thta sjstomatio extortion is
carried to such an oxtcnt that it is high
tiino something wcro dono to remedy it and
bring theso companies down to such a lovel

that soma of tbo rights of privato citizens
might becomo visiblo to their organs of per
ccption.

Tho abatement of this evil by competi
tion is out of tho question, but tho private
citizens of tho United States havo recently
discovered that thoy havo some "rights
which corporations aro bound to respect,"
and in view of tho fact wo llvo in hopes.

HUMBUGS.

Humbugs are tho order of tho day in

America. It is surprising what a propensi-
ty to bo humbugged exists in tho mind of
tho American public, but it is a propensity
which will always find plenty of Yankoo

geniuses ready to cater to it for the profits.

Wo proposo this week, for tho enlighten-

ment of thoso of our readers who may not
bo posted in such matters, to giro a littlo
spaco to somo of theso enterprises, and wo

shall charge them nothing for what advertis
ing wo do for them.

Tho principal means by which swindling
concerns who do business ou a largo scalo

work themselves into the publio confidence

is through tho aid of the country press.
Tho profits of printing a weekly newspaper
aro small enough at best, and when an offer

for tho insertion of an advertisement, with

suro cash pay, comes along, it needs mora
moral courago than tho avcrago newspaper
publisher posscscs to resist tho temptation to

shut ono cyo to tho moral sido of tho ques
tion and insert tho advertisement.

Many of tho humbugs which aro afloat
aro of a strictly "legal" character and it
is seldom that their advertisements aro re-

fused or hesitated over by publishers.
"Agents wanted, $5 to $20 per day guaran-

teed ;" "Employment, all classes, malo or
female,, in a highly lucrativo business;"

"A fortune ; how? by speculating in stocks
and bonds ;" "Puts and calls ;" "Socrcts of
success in Wall Street ;" these aro a few of
tho headings of strictly "legal" advertise-

ments which draw many an unwary youth
into speculations which afford a fine chanco

to make money for somo one also.

Of ono thing all may rest assured : Peo

ple are not apt for tho sum of twonty-fiv- o

or fifty cents tp impart information which is

actually worth five, ten, or a hundred dol-

lars; nor aro shrewd business m;n in tho

habit of giving "85 to 20 per day" to every
one who comes along and starting them out

as agents. For thoso who invest in stock

speculations, or who send cash for packages
of counterfeit monoy, wo have small sym-

pathy when they find that they havo been

duped and swindled out of their money, and
havo no means of redress. They undertook
to make money dishonestly, and were treat
ed as they would havo treated others.

Hut there aro plenty of cases which de

serve sympathy, but which rarely get it.

In this instance "an ounce of prcv.cntivo is

worth a pound of cure." If people would

realize tho fact that money received without

beiog earned by adequate services is not

honestly received, and would set their faces

against all offers of sudden wealth, content

ing themselves with earning a littlo at a

timo and taking good caro of that little,

they would bo happier and moro successful

Generally tho victims of advertising
swindlers aro boys living in or near tho vil- -

ages, but all olasses are fished after by va

rious sharpers. Tbo grangers aro not ex-

empted, as we sec by tho tho following from

a late issue of tho Prairie Farmer :

During tho past week another bold at
tempt to swindle tho people of tho country
lias been brought to light. This time it is
in clTort to beat "that great monopoly, tho
sewlne macUino ring." it was to ue none
liv sunnlvlnir all tho purchasers with l'--n

gTisli machines, It being alleged In the first
circular of tho operator, that the patents on
sewing machines hail nil expired there, that
labor was chcan. anil mat lliu cost oi man- -

ufucluro was from $8 to $10; that they
uni 1 bu brought to Canada lor S3 each, anil
sold there for $20 nnd u lino profit realized.
Ho also pretends to have an nrrangemciit y
which lie nvoiils me payment oi tunica, ux
cent in Urn amount of iiliout St. He pro
poses to sell tho machines at 81. Ho will
sisk of tlio purchaser only tho $1 for duties,
nnd will take tiirco muuins nines lor me
li:il:inen.

Tho forcgoiog explains itself. Such con

corns as tho Eastern Uook Co,, which was

ventilated in tho Faumku somo timo ago

nro quito numerous. Knowing tho avidity

with which boys generally scizo upon any

obsceno publications, theso gentlemen send

their circulars forth offering such books for
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sale. Tho dupes send on their monoy and
reoeive In return some little book, perhaps,
worth ft may be one-tent- h of tho price, or
perhaps nothing at all, and tho silly youth
can say nothing, for ho has violated tho law
by sending for obscene books. Wo copy
from tho American Agriculturist two or
thrco notices of such institutions, which wo

judgo wero inserted in that piper free of
chargo :

Happy
thought for Callinwiitcrl Ho writes to tlio
Georgia Cloiuonts, telling lilm that tho
trunk Is valuable, nnd ho Is tlio proper per
son to havo It, which ho can do by forward-
ing to Cal. tho amount of $11.75, duo by the
defunct Clem. The Georgia Cloni. doesn't
bite worth a cent, but writes us to sell tlio
i ilstols and pay Cal., ni.d send on tho "rest of
tho estate no desires to express ills grlel
fur thei loss of his relative, but particularly
wants that trunk. Wu should just liko to
know what Cal. did with tho bodv of thu
deceased Clem. Hid ho dispose of that "on
the Kuropoan plan?" It appears that hero is
a case for thu coroner to look after, ns peo
ple who leave gold watches and such things
around don't gcuorally get buried for uotli
ing In New lorfc. ft may be that tho now
cremation society has got hold of his liody
and Incinerated It as an experiment, nnd tlio
unfortunato Is now only a small handful of
ashes.

Theso aro cases whero tho Injury is only
pecuniary, hut tho quack inedicino, secret
cmcdy, and similar dodges often not only

empty tho pocket but ruin tho health of tho

victim. Advertisements headed "Avoid
quacks. A victim of early indiscretion,"
&o., havo been so generally circulated that
thcro can bo few but havo seen thorn.
These precious scoundrels will send a pro
scription frco of charge, on receipt of

tamp, as their philanthropio object is only
to impart to their fellow man tho secret by
which they havo been cured. Thousands of
boys in perfect health send for tho prescrip
tion, just out of curiosity, and with it comes

a long list of "symptoms" carefully prcpar
cd so that any boy in tho land, if ho be at
all credulous, will readily recognize himself
to be in a dangerous state, according to tho

circular. Advantago is taken of the pro

vailing ignorance of physiological science,

and symptoms which no boy in good health
is without aro set down as sura indications
of disease, the boy immediately imagines
himself in a daugerous condition and thauks
1'rovidenco that this kind benefactor (tho
advertiser) has shed light into his darkness.

Ho goes to tho apothecary with his pro-

scription and finds that somo iDgrcdicnt is

not to bo had there. Looking again at tho

circular he finds that tho advertiser has had
applications from parties who could not get
the prescription compounded at home, and
has kindly consented to prepare tho remedy
for such cases and send it by mail for
So $5 or 810, as tho caso may bo. Of
course this is tho actual cost of putting it
up, as the generous advertiser, who is prob
ably a "llcv.," docs not want to mako any-

thing out of the business. Wo givo ono

moro extract, as bearing upon humbugs, this
being from tho Springfield Republican cf
lato dato:

Madison & Clarko, of lloston, who pro
tended to be dry goods dealers, havo been
caught swindling thu public for some timo
ny semilog out sample oi goons anil
receiving orders accompanied by money,
but never sending any goods. Soveral hun-
dred letters and n goodly pllo of monuv di
rected to tlium havo been captured, but thu
men havo "lit out."

Tho prosent outlook is certainly against
Mead's success, but wo speak of thu matter
at length both because some persons feel so
well assured to tlio contrary and boc.itiso in
this year of our Ixjnl very unlikely things in
politics nro possible. Woodstock J)$t.

Wo should not bo surprised if ono of
these "unlikely things" should provo to bo

tho unseating of tho present occupant of
the nflicc of congressman from this district
and placing a mau therein whoso sympathies
and interests aro moro in harmony with
thoso of his constituents. Nobody denies
tho ability of Judgo Poland, but thcro is no

earthly ground for believing that Col. Mead
may not do tho people of his district and
stato better tcrvico, nnd as for his chances
pf success we reckon that when tho matter
clonics to tho test tho oxprcssod convictions
of tho Post will bo somowhat shaken. Tho

farmers of tho district aro not asleep this
year.

We wish to givo tho editor of tho Post
credit for a greater degree of candor than
the avcrago nowepapcr editor, and bcliovo

that his pen expresses his opinions. Ho
docs not call tho judgo an angel nor tho
colonel an imp of darkness, but simply ex-

presses his prcferonco for tho former, ad
mitting that Mead is "abovo tho avcrago of
tho human family" in point of ability and
fitness for tho place, and that ho (Perkins)
docs uot "admiro Judge Poland in all his
points."

Wo rather mistrust that thoso persons who

"feel so well assured to tho contrary" will
provo to bo about as noarcorroctastho Post.
Tho farmors and workers, if thoy pull
together, oan carry elections, oven in Ver
mont, and wo aro inclined to think that thoy
will pull together this year moro than thoy
havo dono in years past. Tho effect of tho

Patrons of Husbandry will not bo to scatter
their forces any, nnd thero aro other causes
whioh will work to promoto a unity of ac-

tion among farmers. Ou tho wholo, wo can-

not sco wherein Col. Mead's chancos aro
not a littlo better than any ono's olso at
prosent.

Tho (iraniro orenns consldorntoly pass
The Advocate by in sllonco. Our charges
ngalnst tho great ordnf ro not wor
thy of notice Farmers Advocate,

Wo think tho Advocate deserves credit for
having discovered tho truo causo of tho si

lenco which seems to bo so irritating to it.

Speaking of Judgo Poland's prospects in'
case ho runs for congress again (which, by the
way, is not yet certain) the CitUen says!
"Ho will win and do it easily." A little
Anther on it says: "Prophecy will tako well

with tho unthinking." Probably the sen
tence first quoted will havo duo weight with
tho readers of tho Citizen.

The samo paper tells us that wo havo
dono a very silly thing "in appoaling for tho
support of a class," meaning tho farmers.
Wo print a farmers' paper, and our sub
scribers aro mostly farmers, therefore wo

supposo wo havo a right to address our read
ers, in general, as "farmers." In on articlo
immediately following tho paragraph replied
to by tho Cititen, we said : "The farmors of
tho oountry proposo to como forward
and do tbeir part in tho selection of publio

officers and havo their sharo in tho control
of publio affairs, on an equal fooling with
other citizens, and no moro," aud again,
speaking of tho possiblo contingonoy, some

time, of a break from tho regular party lines,

we expressed a desiro to sco "not only tho

farmers but all industrial classes" represent-
ed. As regards prophecy, wo aro not iu

that lino of business, and have not said auy
ono would or would not win. Wo have said
wo believed Col. Mead would bo tbo next
rcprcsentativo of this district, and wo as yet
sco no reason to chango that belief.

LETTERS FROM THE PEOPLE.

Editor of the Vermont Farmer :
As tho timo is approaching when tho stato

election is to tako placo, and tho differcpt
towns, connties, and districts aro getting
their candidates ready, a low words in ro
gard to tho relation ot tho individual voter
to his party, and of the masses to tho rings
which rulo so much in our politics, may not
bo out of place.

Tho timo is coining, sooner or later, when
"tho men who perform tho labor of the na
tion will rulo in its councils," when one set
or class of men will no longer bo expected
or allowed to monopolize tbo governing pow-
er, when politicians as a class will be al
lowed to step down and permit their places
to bu lined by better men, when tho suu
burnt farmers and hard-fiste- d mechanics who

y make up tho masses of tho people
will bo ablo to assert and maintain tho in
fluence and power duo their numbers. The
timo is coming when no ring or clique of
half a dozen men in every township can
manage the political matters of that town
as effectually as tho Shah of Persia rules
his cmpiro ; tlio timo is going by when tho
masses can be led to the polls and there be
mado' to support tho men and measures des-

ignated by tho ruling ring with tho same
caso and with tho oxcrciso of nearly as lit
tlo thought on tho voter's part as the bull is
led by the ring in bis nose.

Let us hope that by and by independence
of thought and action will bo tho rulo in
American politics. It is truo that concert
of action is necessary, thcrcforo political
parties aro necessary. Parties aro called
into existence not for tho purpoo of giving
placo to demagogues and prolessional poltti
cians, or to reward military leaders who
may bo great in tho held but ttnbccilo in
the cabinet, but fur tho promotion of great
measures or for tho correction of great evils.
When tho object has been attained which
led to party organization, and tho party is
only held together by tbo "cohcaivo power
of plunder," it must givo way for a new par
ty louiidcd upon new qucstious and new is.
sues.

Political parties long in power becomo
corrupt, sharp, shrewd, selfish. Designing
men naturally gravitato toward tho party in
power, consequently tho party machinery is
directed by thoso having selfish ends in viow,
tho interest of thoso in powor instead of tho
good of tho ppoplo being tho governing prin
ciple. As a matter ot courso those in pow.
cr wish aud intend to continuo that power.
They have the inside track and mean to keop
it.

As at present managed tho people havo
no voico m tho matter except at tho primary
caucus, and usually but low attend that.
Sometimes from six to ten men living in tho
village will meet, called together in tho in-

terests of tho candidate of somo ring, elect
themselves delegates to county, district, or
stato convention, ami in convention nominato
tho men they aro bidden to, while, no mat
tcr how corrupt or objectionable tho caudi
dato may bo, tbo cry of "support tho rcg.
ular nomination" is expected to rone in
every voter.

Tho party lines aro tightly drawn and tho
party whip smartly cracked about tho heads
ot such as may show any signs ot indepen
dcuco or individuality of action, and cries of
traitor, renegade, and turncoat, aro trcely
bandied and unsparingly applied. Hut tho
signs of tho times seem to indicate that the
caucus rule is being broken ; that tho
timo is at band when there may bo somo in
depondenco of actiou among the Individuals
composing political parties and that men
will no longer feel bound to follow tho lead
of party managers, right or wrong, but will
dare to bicak away without fear of being
houndod to their political death.

In the Iloman Catholio Church there Is nd
individuality of thought or action allowed
tho church claims to bo the sure and tho
only suro guido in matters of religious faith
this inlallibility is not to bo questioned
doubted. Against this blind belief a large
portion ot tho Christian world has protested
but closely akin to this Jlomish dogma
tho demand ot our political parties that.

A New Mexico letter states that the Rio
Grange river has overflowed tho valley
from Albuquerque to hi Paso, making great
havoo, destroying grain crops, orchards,
vineyards, etc. It mado a new channel in
the roar of the town of Albuquerque,
threatening it so badly that its inhabitants
fled to tho mountains.

Experience and notation.

There nro twa principles which ought

Whilo thcro must bo experionco In
overy legislative body, thero must, also, bu
constant changes In Individual mombcrs, an
infusion, ns it were, of fresh blood right
from tho pcoplo.

Kxporlonco Is noccssnry mainly that tho
forms of legislation may bo proporly com-

plied with and business transacted with dis-

patch. It may or may not bo truu that with
each succeeding torm of service, a legislator
becomes mere nnd mora useful ; but It Is of
no conscquenco, because its practical appli-

cation would create an aristocracy nnd a
llfo tcnuro of olllco. As n general proposi-

tion, however, wo do not bcliovo It to bo

truo. H lmvo known members of Con-

gress In to whom It was, strictly
truo; 'becnuso nil thoy know thoy learned In

Congress. So funis their minds wero con-

cerned, Congress was a school to thorn ; thoy
wore continually learning something now
generally something that the mass of poo-

plo, school children included, hud known
long beforo. Such mon, of course, would
becomo more nnd more tisoful with the
length of service, but they ought not to bo
in Congress or In any other legislative body.
Such men as ought to bo sont to Congress or

to our stnlo legislature will gain nil the
iloccssary to mako them useful leg

islators in n finuip session. It will not do
lo keep mon In Congress for ever. As It Is,
tho majority of Congress will nlwnys bo men
who nro serving thrlr second term nt least
and who, H thoy cvcrncqulro experience,
nro experienced. When wo talk nbout con.
tinuiilly n mail on account of bis
experience, wo forget that ho will not llvo
forever, but must havo n successor somo
timo, Wu know not how it is, but onco
send n man to Washington and ho holds to
It with a death grip. It was not so formerly ;

ought not to bo so now. And horo Is

whero tho prluclplo of "rotation In ofllco"
comes Iu. Wu want, onco In a whilo say
onco in four or six years to Infiiso new,
rosh blood Into Congress. Wo want rcpro

scnlativcs who havo not becomo over fond
of Washington. Wo want mon of tho peo
pie, fresh from tho pooplo nnd who know
tho wants of tho pooplo. The nlr of Waslr
ngtoti lias nothing in It to show the wants

of tho pcoplo of Vermont or of any other
section of the country. A lilo In Washing.
ton for tho greater part of four or six years
cannot havo a very poworful tendency to
mako an Individual acquainted with his con-

stituents or their wants. Thoro will nlways
bo expvrienco enough thcro, and. morcovor,
It is easily gained.
