CO-OPERATION AGAIN.

T'ha prinviple of co-operation nmong work-
ginmon for becoming their own  mearchants
or in other business, whatover may have
boan its resalts elsowhere, appears, nder
proper managemont, to meut with tho vory
best practical vesults in England, Roeference
has often beon made to the famons Rochdaloe
Pionwers, whe, beginning shop in 1841 with
o hogahead of sugae and i chest of tes, pur-
chasod at wholosale In Manohester, had, in
1856, n eapital of £12,900, and in 1863 n
capital of £32,000, Sech brilllant sucovss of
conrse causnd many  hitators to spring up,
=0 that senrcely » town or village but hiad
cooporntive stores, one or more, for the
purpose of obtaining the necessaries of life
us cheaply na possible, by buying directly
from wholosale dealors, and ndiling to the
prices of such only sufficleut to pay expenses,
any prolits that might remain over heing di-
vided among the sharsholders, either ne-
covding to the amount of their shaves, which
were genorally restrictod, or socording to
that and the nmonnt of their purchnses for
the period.  No eredit is allowed, every.
thing being done on the ready money sys-
tew ; and every shareholder being necessa-
rily n customer, it follows that the more nu-
merons they were the mots  suceessful and
profitable the Lusiness, its prices being nlso
proportionally nearer the wholesale point, it
being n well-known fuct that the larger the
number of paying oustomuers to s business,
the less percentage s required to be added
to first cost of its staples 10 make n margin
of profit.  In some of the most successful of
these enterprises, however, the profits are
not always disteibuted, but are allowed to
accumulate, and sdded 1o the enpital, the
vosult being the gradosl extonsion of the un-
dortaking into manifold departments of busi-
fess aml  manufactore, the provision of
schools anild colloges for moembers, and in
other wavs.,  Thus workingmen provide for
themselves both work amd merchandise on
the best terms, and labor and enpltal ace
harmonionsly reconciled.

One of the Intest examples of striking sue-
coss in cn-u;u-rulinn' I8 reported o o reoest
number of the London Timies, in the case of
the Acerington amd Chareh  Industrial Co-
operntive Socioty, which helil s annoal soi-
rec on the Tth dnst., Mre. Mondella, M. P,
presiding anl deliveving prised to thae ata-
denta nitending the ovening classus in con-
nection with the Seclety.,  Its aflairs are
thus deserilbwd ;

“The statistics of the Somety toll their
owi tale, In 1850 a sinall pamber of woi k-
ingaen founded s co-operative store, In
the June quarter of 1860 the Society hnd 81
members, with nshare capital of £106 Js.,
the receipls for goods beang £99, and the re-
alized profite £3 7% 0. Thos year the Socl-
ety bas 3,321 mombors, with a share eapital
of moro thian £40,000; the recelpts Tor goods
during the past year being £152.090, and the
realimed profits £18,068.  OF this last snm,
L£15210 hins boon paid in dividends to the
members.  Thirly good dwolling-houses
have hoen built by the Society, and sold to
the membors on paymoent by onsy instal-
monts. A news-room and o libeary have
been established at the contral store. The
Soctety hns also lustituted evening  ¢lnsses
fur mutenotion in sciones, nod has  ftted up
w good laboratory. Last sear the amount
devotad o edueationn] purposes was £943
12a. Gl mnil the vesults obinined, ns tosted
by public competitions, appenr te he highly
sntisfotovy, It wonld seem o mimele, if it
wns not n simple nod familine fact, that such
things can grow in filteon yenra out of n
smndl koot of fellow-workmen resolying to
buy their groceries in common.™

Thus we soe that these assoolnt iens teml
to the enconrngement of theilt and eduea.
tion, nnd  consoguently of self-respect and
selferelinnce, powerful levers for the elova-
tion of the workiug classes, They ware also
ot these groumds o powoerful practical antis
tole to intemperance amd the pulilie house,
What bettar social oojoyment could work-
ingmen have than to mect and disouss the
nlfairs of such enterpirisos ne they hiave to do?
And bow elevating nn influsnce o the char-
acter must this have, combined with the
fouling thut the Soolely is thelr own oflspring,
and its sucoess, under Providence, due lo
Lhisir own exertions !

It dloes not seem thut vory mueh has boon
doune in the way of co-operntion on this side
of the Atlantie, exoept m the neighboring
Ropublic, where it is mninly excmplified
however, by suoh communistic assoointions
s the Ooelds Community, the Shakers and
othors who herd togethor fn various looali-
ties and profess religious dootrines more or
less strange. This Is, ol course, an np-
honlthy form of this gront principle, and nol
nlways to be encournged. It is, howewver,
to bo questioned whether co-operation will
e n continued suocoess apywhore where it
has not a religious bond of unien. The Men-
nonites who havo settled 1n Manitobs are
one of the happlest organizations under Lhis
principle which exist at the predont day.

Would it not bo wall if our workmen were
Lo studdy  this question, and ey what they
pould do lo imitation of their English broth-
ron?  Bumilar sucoess, and we sse no reason
why they should not aehieve such, sould pro-
vide them with many peedful things— good
housos, good foml, good clothing, and good
work, where they would be nt once capital-
Ista and workmen, and reap the consoguent-
ly enhanoed benelit.  Fallure in these onter-
prises hos geonornlly boon due to gross mis-
manugomwnt, dishonesty of ofllee-bearers or
ciuployees, want of agreemout mmang won-
bers, fullure of tho Inilor to porform thelr
dutios, &o. Where good mnpagement, up-
rightness and harmony prevailed Lhere hns
genornlly beon sucerss.  Perceiving how
hoarty men ave in lubor when they are in-
tevested [n It beyond their wages, many em-

SEWING MACHINES.

There are numberless sewing machine com-
panies throughout the sountry; but ax they
all use the same exsontial principle, which is

rotected by patents which have aleoady
extended further than the legal liwits,
they form, practically, one greal monopoly.
Muaohines that cost from filtecs to twenly
dollars, are sold by them at forty-five and
sixty-five dollars. They thus beavily tax
the poorest clasyes of the community—the
poor sewing women, and the wives who are
vompelled to do their own sewing—and they
practically prohibit all improvement in sew-
g machives, sinoe the invootor cannot ap.
ply his improvément, except under the dio-
tation of the monopolirars of’ the sewing ma-
chine patents. 1t is known that these ecom-
puuiss intend to make o determined effort to
obtain from Congress a prolongation of their
monopoly in the shape of a repewal of their
teats. To this end, money sl political
influence will be unsparivgly used, and the
press, so far ou it is found practicable, will
be enlistod ou the side of the monopolists,
Againost this extension, it is the duty of ev.
ery jouroal amd every cititen to protest,
Coogressmen mast be mado to understand
that a further Teaso of power eannot be gran.
ted Lo the sewing machive companies with.
out awakening the utmost indignation
against every man who votes for such o
moasure, And if the pross is induced to re.
main silent in this matter, an the majority
of the New York press did in the matter of
the Industrial Hxhibition Company, there
will hent least ove paper which will be
heard on the mde of the publie.—XN. Y.

They aro
mainly poor liquor, with some choap bitter
and aromstic drags, swostened and colored,
and pat up with showy labels. 1f persons
are to take ligaor medicinally, they should
kuow exactly what thoy am doing, and not
bave it smagaled iuto them under false pro-
tenses. Lo hode Lsland there is a very
stringeut prohibitary law, and while liguor
salling diminished, the sale of bitters wout
ot increasingly, The sherifl had 35 of the
popular kinds examioed by a chewist, and
found that the majority spntained more al.
echol than wine, and some, showing over 40
per cent of  slechol, were quite as strong as
ordinnry braody or whiskey ; even one that
in widely wdvertised ns ' Vioegar Bitters,"”
contained 7§ por cent of aloohol. There
ean be but little doubt that in the great ma-
jority of cases toese “Bitters'" are taken
solely for their aleohol, as we find those that
are most popular in the market are those
in which the percentage i tho highest, If

It issuid
that & oitizen of Mionsapolis expended seven-
ty thousand dollars experimenting with ma.
chinery before his object was attuined, Now,
when the ordinary machivery bas dove its
work, thia new machive takes the shorts, or
“pharpa” as they call them o the Weat, aud
turns out the whitest, nicest flour, of the
most procious part of the geain.
