We learned from & dispatoh by the Inter-
outiotinl line that Commodore Vaoderbilt
died Thursday, the 4ih inst., at eleven o'olook
w.m,  For several moothy ho has beon Iih-
gering ou the brisk of the grava, rallying at
times, but wteadily doolining. For many
years bo has boen ove of the magnaten of
Now York, aod one of the shrewdest and
most eapable men in the country. Ho rep-
resonts with Thomas Hoott, Jay Giould, Daniel
Drew and some others the ora of ceutraliza-
tign of capital and consequent power in the
hauds of » single sorporation represcnted Lo
the world by one man. It has been cve of
the threatening leatures of cur modern eivil
izalion, boeause men with power metusl or
possiblo find such strong temptatioos to use
it, nod use it for sellsggrandizemont in some
way. These men bave shawn thomselves
uble to control, by fraud, whon necessary,
slate legislatures; witness Tweed's rule in
New York and Col, Seott's in Ponnsylvanis,
They have been able thereby to create, mod-
ify or preveot legisiation, so that a whole
state, with ita willions of iohabitants awd
wealth und iotercsts were at tho merey of
these “bosses” or “kings." Vanderbilt was
one of this class though by no weans ove of
its worst representatives. The power of this
class of men nod the interests they repre-
sent constitutes one of the wbiding perils of
our national life. We have only to romem.
ber the Credit Mobilier revelations to mee
how deep and abominable are the iniquities,
and how foul the corruption which central.
imed mouied interesta oan beget. And wheo
one of these men die, the power perpetu.
ates itsell'; it changes hands but dies not
—its oye doea not dim, neither does its
natural force nbate,

The existence of these vast powers we
must recognize and ulso learn that thoy are
tho legitimate and fnevitable consequences of
the matenal developments of our age, and
these n tura are oocossary lestures of
modern civilization. Heace the problom for
us to solve is wot how to get rid of the
corporations and cossequent ceatralization,
but to sscurlain their proper place and then
keep them there. Accordiog to Herbert
Spencer every step of progress 1 marked by
complexity of material and social interosts
and civilization's abidiog problem is to pre.
sorve the harmony snd cquilibrium of all
thess constaotly multiplying and appareatly
antagonistio forees and interests,

If our Christian oivilization cansot do all
this it must be provounced a failure, aod we
mast go back to barbauistm, We expect it
will succeed, bowever, though lazing well
its resources of wisdom, skill and streogth,
snd we would have people understand that
these great corporations and kings of cupit-
tal arc just as legitimate resalts of this age,
an the clectric telegraph or railroads and »
score of other things,

We have a fow plain words to.day, [Fan
opportanity enjoyed is & duty enjoined, thia
article might have been styled the Farmers'
Duty. But  an opportuuity must exist
before the duty oan become obligatory, and
horo we shall speak of the opportonity afford.
ed farmers and the consequent obligations,

Io the frst place, the farmer stands at &
disadvantage in many respeots when ocon-
trastad with professional or with business
men. It id not that the farmers koow less,
that their judgment is leas roliable, their
solid good wensa loss capablo, or their resl
brain power auy smaller than that of the
basivers men and lawyers of the town, for in
these respects thoy are the equala of the pro-
fessional men. 'The diffioulty is vot one of
nntive ability ; it is not moutal strength
monsured with mental strength; it is oot
good sommon sense put into the balunse over
against common sense ; it is rather uodisei-
plined talent pitted agaiust well or thorough-
ly traiped wiod. Goldsmith Maid had all
tho agility aod Aoctoess when she was a sim-
ple truek borse that she had when she was
queen of the turfl: the diferense was that of
trainiog. Any lown meeting where there
aro lawgers aud a few shrewd, cunning busi-
vess mon suffices to show at what great dis-
sdvantage the farmers operate, save in the
mere matter of oumerical majority, and that
in its essence is brute foree, Has the far.
mer 0o ideas on a subject T Usually he bus,
though he reads less, is not as well “posted”
as the village merchant, manufacturer or
lawyer. Lock of idean is vot his diffioulty,
it is lnok of utterance; he does not know
bow to make his thoughts, convictioos, pur-
poses and experience bear upon others, se as
to modify their thoughits, purposes snd  con-
duot.

Kvery thonghtful man engaged in farmiog
sees this, Lle feels it more or less keounly, but
how to remedy it in the problem with him.
Nout unfrequently the farmors out on the hills
fill jnto the quite nataral but wholly unphil-
osophioal bhabit of thinking that between thom
and the business and profissional men of the
village there is = patoral antagonism, and
that whatever goes toward “building up™ the
village is & damage to the farmers. Years
ago some opposed railroads on the ground
that they would render sll property in horses,
present or prospeetive. valaeless. The last
man of that class left Vermont long ago, but
like the old bardock roots at his back door,
he left his logic behind him and others Lave
eatered into its ase.  Thia false notion was
natural b u lew shrewd and
“tonguey” business men and lawyors in the
village have agaio and again outwitted the
farmers. And this thing will coutinus just
80 long as the farmers permit it. aod they
will permit it unttl thoy sew it is for their in-
torest to chaoge it, and we wish to say that
oo permanent change is secured by getting
up their spunk and “votin' down the village
folka in town mectin.'"  The farmers must
learn to use their ability: must learn to
speak in public avd eonduct a public meeting
in good parlismentary order. A very small
per cent, of the farnsers in this state koow
how to organize and conduct a public meet.
ing. to pass resolutions or inavgurate and
carry through matters in o legal, parliamen.
tary maoner. But just thoso things have to
be done in every town evory little while, nnl
the men take the lead, shape the measures
who osa do it, and is it wise and reasonable
for the farmers to fiod fault? Thisis an old
state of things, and must it slways be so?
No, and we think the dawn of a new and
better day can bo already discerned, nod in
it we find the farmers' opportunity.

There is to patent method of success—it
in the old way of learning to speak by speak-
ing. to think by thinkiog. Thers are in this
state, acoording to the register for 1877,
222 granges, besides those whose chartors
have beon surrendored or revoked; that is
nearly one to every town, OF course the
leading farmers of these towns are the mem-
bers of the granges, and if at every moeting
instend of spending so much time in  routine
and waitiog, they would 1ake hold of res!
practical questions, and iosist that all the
discussions, motions and proscedings shall be
striotly parlismentary, the chunge wrought
would be surprising. Wo have looked forgreat
things from the granges in this regard, but
have not seco all we hopad for ; undoubtedly
wa hoped for teo much, but we are extrene-
ly suxious that the influcnce of the far-
meors should bo more positive und contralling.
It i of no avail to say that the farmers wre
s0 many is number, are jutelligent, and
wealthy aod should huve more nfluenoe,
The simple fuct is they must learn to exert
their influence, or it will nevor be exerted,
An intelligent farmer told us that two law-
yers i the house of rupresentatives at Mont.
pelier practically controlled the county to
whioh they belonged, not by fraud, but as
wo have already soggestod. Numerically
tho farmers were in the majority, prac-
tically they wore i the minority.

Weare plensed with the startiog of thal
petition at the state graoge in Windsor for
Profl. Collier's sorvices, We shall not diotate
to the Uviversity what course to pursue, but
the farmers mean business this time;  they
seo that the University has the use of & large
fund for the sake of promoting the agriouls
turnl interests of the state, wnd they are
woving in & body to seo that those interssts
wre seeured. Had such grauts been wade
for tha spocial beoefit of the logal, medioal
and cleneal professions, they would have
takon organized measures to soe thut the in-
terest of wuch graots wera scoured to them,
boosuse Lheir familiarity with publio lifs
would have prompted to the right kind of ef-
forte Lo seoure the desired results. This luck
of familinrity with and experionce in public
life bas been the farmers' weakoess; they
bave been kept soparate from one auother; so-
ciully disiotegratod und practically powarless
while, s they thought. a groat trust was be-
ing diverted from its uppropriste uses, 1
the grange shall do nothiog for the farmors

of Vermont beyond tesching them how 1o
uso themsalves; how to oombine to weoure
their just and equal rights, it existonse will
be fully jastified. Weo want the farmers to
woo that their rights infringe upon the rights
of no other olams of persons, and then we
want them to bo intolligent eoough to mee
what their rights are and know how Lo secoro
them, that is all,  Te is equal and exaot jus.
tioo for all ; tho farmors with the rest, bLut
not excluding the rest.

Fire Insurance.

There in another record of fire oocaxionad
by w defeotive flus. Ol course the propric.
tor conld have repaired that defect with »
very littlo exponse, but it was insured and
50 ho lot it goaud the farmors, mochanios
and merohants of this state are to be taxed
some two or throe thonsand dollars to pay
for the loss, This is all wrong—a defestive
flue should vitiate a polioy, aod so should
kedping ushien in barrals or pails and paus
all wbout the promises, The fact i9, wore
than half of the fires are from carelessness,
and no insurance should ever be paid for
such losses. Tho agent goes around and re-
newn the policies once in five or seven years ;
takes a haaty glunen st things, omits visitiog
the ehambers whore so many pipes coter the
ohitneys, because perhaps the “women folks"
object, s the rooms are “all up iv aram,”
and 50 he sutisfies his consoienoe—t90 many
Ltimu thoro e not much to satisfy —and goes
awny ; in a few wooks a bouse ia buraed ;
cause, dofeotive flue or bad chimosy., We
holped extinguish o firo a few years ago in a
farm howse which was oceasivoed by fastening
up the pipe with a narrow strip of give ; the
house subseqaently buraed and the insurance
paid of sourse, while ten vonts worth of wire
and ffteen minutes time would bave savad
it. The companies wust insist on thorough
inspeotion with particulars st the time the
applicstion is taken, and thon thorough and
[frequent inspection while the policy is in
foree, with minute reports of each risk made
to the home offisce. This would invelve some
expense, but nol u quarter of the umovnt
which would be suved by such a course, We
are not talking about the great stook com.
pauies from othor states, but of our Vermont
companies, espocially the mutuals,

Every polioy holder has an intorest in this
matter : at lenst one-fourth il vot one-half
of the money paid for insurnoce muyght be
saved i thede things were properly sttended
to. Wao emphasize this just vow as the state
computies find their losses greator thaw usual,
& portion of this iocrease st least owing to
these neglects, [T some vompany would take
the paing to examioo the stoves, pipes, chim-
neys, places for kooping ashes and watohes,
of the people whise preperty they insure,
we know they would be not a little sarprised,
We think they would find in ovearly nine-
tenths of the cascs that ashes are taken up
iuto old tin pails or paos, and sometimes a
wooden bucket, and set into the back room
or “cellar way" till it comes bandy to empty
them perhaps into s barrel; that as often as
otherwise matohes are kept in a drawer of
wood filled with picees of paper, strings, elo.,
or in an old paste-board collar-box wpon the
“top shell™ in the pantry ; that the pipe, es.
pecinlly lor the kitchen stove, is old, eracked
wiore or less st the seams, the joiots loose
sod ill-Biting, some of it not all quite wory
wnd rusted oat, and it generally goes up
through the “chamber floor” to cuter the
chimney ; the pipe is usually beld ia  place
with pivees of old rusty and bence rotten wire
twisted uround u uail driven into the eeiling.

All these are simply from earclessuess,
and if firos from such cases jovolvel no ex-

peoso or loss beyood what the owners suffor.
ed wo should thiok less of it, but we have
all a tax to pay lor the peuaity ol his culpa-
ble neglect, and  this tax is levied oo the
We
speak plainly as we have secn again and
again just such thivgs, and Kvow they pre-
vail all over the state.  Hoader, won't you
look ot the report of your vompany aod vote
the vumber of fires during the yoar, the
sums paid for each, and as far as indicated
the causs of the fire, and thoo bear in mind
thut n large per ceot, of the ecarclessness of
which we have spoken is not roported ; the
companios are u little easy, and some policy
holders wou't tell any more truth thaw is
neacasary, espocially if they get burned out
through their own carclessness, Il wo were
to build & house or & store wo should mako
it fire proof amd then letinsurance companics
go to the winds,
