with success.

It would bostranco if such a mighty piece
of machinery as tho grango could bu per- -
cctcd at onco, it ever so pcrlectcd as to

meet tho wants nnd desires of each individual
patrou, our interests aro so diversified, our
aims and objects iu life so varied. Yet in
opposition to much adverse criticism, to
much cxtravagaut misrepresentation, wo

nro progressing. Wo aro learning slowly,
but surely, that our enterprises, in whatever
dircctlou, must bo supported in our individ-
ual, as welt as collective, capacity. This
wo should learn moro rapidly, and practice
moro determinedly.

lno mere act of establishing, or putting
on foot nn enterprise, is tho least part of tho
work, the real work is the pecuniary aid aud
fraternal countenance given each enterprise,
without which tho growth is slow. To ob-

tain this support, our enterprises should
1st, lio founded on well established busi

ness principles.
"J, show clearly to our pcoplo that such

enterprises aro undertaken fur their benefit.
.(J, Clear away all complications, so that

our people may get a cloir understanding of
its workings, and not require constant ex-

planations, remembering tho motto that
whatever is worth doing at all is worth do
ing well.
