A team horse in heavy
draught does not wear oul as many shoos as
one used ou a hack ; quick motion grinds
shoes down more rapidly than slow use. The
hind shows wear out firet, amd there is more
strain and friotion on them than on the fors
wird shoes, It is impossible amd improper
for a horse to wear shocs more than six weeks,
for the growth of the feot shortens the shoe,
ax well a8 changes the shapo otherwise, The
vegloot will cavse the shoe to eneraach upon
the soft textures ol the foot and produce
lamaness.,

Thoro are fuw practieal mechanies who
have sufficiently studied the foot of the harse,
It ix not enough to know the anstomy of the
foot, nod whare to ivsert a nail not to  oanse
pain, but the foot should be studied in the
state of patgre, belore the mechanigm of inan
bins by artifisial applisnces distorted it.

designed. 'The track horse requires a shoo
lightor and without calks, whilo the draught
horse must have o heavy broad shoe, with
ealks to enable himto obtain foothold and
travel with the least possible strain.

Fourteon yoars puss-
el away with rapeated failures, and the de,
spair whioh poverty bogete, wheo he was so
lortunate uy to onter into parinorship with
Honlton, a trained manufacturer in iron and
steol, who farnished the requisite mochanioal
skill to givo comwpletoncss to the invention.

Lt is true that an agricultural
edueation canpot muke a man a farmer, The
selection of o voeation will ultimately rest
where it should rest, upon mdividusl ehoice,
But ciraumstances inflavneo choico, and prep-
aration for the furm will probably lvad to
life on the farm ;"—

soiontifio training is united and interwoven
with its practioal application, as in saoh ia-
stitutions as the Maine agrioultural college.
