We can-
not stop the sale of ardent spirits at onee—
the experiment has been tried in other ples
ces to the shame and contusion of those
who have urged these hasty measures.
Thus will it be in this counly, unless
we assimilate freedom and wisdom in our
deliberations, and act like men contending
for the rights of freemen.

Then let ne go on in the good old way—
use mild words and moral suasion,and soon
we shall see the banner of Temperace float-
ino triumphantly over  “those redeemed
from sin and moral death.,’
