"puror, cheaper nnd moro lasting than
natural ice."

Tho number of Hving spccimcns
known in tho anlmal klngdom is at
least 300,000, of which moro than ninc-tcnt-

aro lnvertebratcs.

Tho intoresting fact has beon
by Mr. Aiihur Searlo that

tho Milky AVay is about two niagnitudos
brighter than tho mean brightncss of

llnsky, and a squaro dcgroo of tho

Milky Way mtist givo betwecn flvo

and six tiincs as much light as an avo-rag- o

sqtiaro degrco of tho rest of tho

sky.

In tho mnjorlty of mammals tho

teeth arolimitod in number and dcfinlto
in thoir forms. Tho number ranges

from ono in tho narwnal to 220 in tho

dolphin. Tho aver.igo is thirty-tw-

ocourring in ruminants, apes and man,

but forty-foti- iis in tho liog and molo,

is called tho typicalor normal ntunbor,
and thi.s number is exccedcd only in

tho lowor grottps.
