Postugu in the I'nited States is about

as low as it is possible to get it, to that
no ouc can compl.iiu of thc expeusc of

scnding letlers to any partol thc Union

or Cauada. When next the Jlexiean
Scnatc meels, wliich will bc this week,
a postal troaty with llie Uni'ed States
will he placed before it for ratifieation.

If it is so ratiliod, iu

this couutry will be cnahlcd to seud a
one ounce letter to any plaee in Ihat

couutry for thc same rale us people iu

Providenee ean send one lo Pawtiiekct.

Mcxico, being in the intcrnational
Postal rnion, would send lctters to

this eountry at tho ratc of live eents
for Iialf an ouneo, but us the prcscnt
proposed trcaty would be to thc advnn-tag- e

of thc Unitcd States eorrcspond-out- s,

it would doubllcss lead tho Mcxi-can- s

to bring thcir rales down to thc
same level as iu this couutry. Thc
Cauadians pay threc cents for half
ouucc postagc, wliile we scud ouc
ounce for two cents. Thc shrcwd Can-adia-

iu somo cascs whero they havc
ft largc (iiantity of lctters to mail, sucb
as circular.s, elc, send thcm ncross tho
liuc iu boxes by cxpress to the nearcst
post ollice, and there havc Ihem mailcd'
at tho two cents pcr ouuco ratc. Thc
Moxicans would scarcely caro to do

this, and it is pnssi'.ile and almost prob-abl- c

that thc Cauadians will soon make
thcir postal ratcs conform to those of
thc Unitcd States.
