in the usual way. Not only
were tho flngers nnd the lines of the
sksn roproduced, but nlso their pores,
nnd what is still moro interesting,
nronud tho flngers was a sort of zone
or lialo n third of nu inch wide. Dr.
Luys regnrds this as a proof that we
live in n luminous fluid, which is ly

deflned to enable a photo-
grnphio print to.be made of itself and
the flngers, ns if under the iufluence
of ordinnry light. Dr. Luys has tried
the snmo experiment on patieuts whoso
hnnds were jjnvalyzed, benumbed or
insensible to touch, but in every such
cnse no linnge nppeared on the plate.
