NLY 0 short time sinee 1 veceived a eall from a mun who has
fy a responsible position with one of the largest contracting and
building firms in this country,  Durving the conversation 1
made the remark that he had o good trade, and was doiug
well at i, to which he replied that If he was to stort over

agnin he would go to farming,
Now, here was a man in the prime of life, earnlng more
than $1000 4 year, who belleves farming holds out heter o
dueements to the youug wan that ls offered by the mechanical
teades,  This §s not the vislonary idea of the clty worker who has no practieal
Kuowledge of farm e, and who tmagdnes farming is all pleasure uud profit,
No, it was the mature judgment of aowell viduented and experienced mechanle,
who s the managemiend of o department and the supervision of forty men
working wader L, As o boy lhe grew up on i far; o8 o young man he
worked nt farming for several years; as i wan o the prime aud vigor of HNfe,
with mature judgment, and earning o gulury that the average farmer boy
would look upon as fabulous, e says there are more and better opportunities

olt the farm than fu the trades,

IHeve is something for the farmers' boys to think about and well conslider,
Trne, the farm knowledge needed by the successtul farmer to-day I8 greater
than in the past, yet (t s of sueh @ nature that It mny be largely galned while
conducting the usual farm operations, It requires no more time to learn to be
w good farmer than to learn a good trade.

The good farmer cun get more out of Jife than the good mechanle; the poor
fariuer bas o better show for a living than the poor mechunle,  Then, there
are the enjoyments of country living to offset the Inconventences of the usual
cliy lle, Yes tho oliy hne dis aavantages: so also has the country. On the
whole, the ndvantages are with the country.

The wrlter of this is @ farmer from cholce, and not from necessity, With
some experlence In other walks of life, and a good edueation, n good look was
ttiken, and the decislon was mude that farming was a4 better and bigger busi-
ness than any of the trades or go-called learned professions, 1 have not seen
cruse to ehange that opinlon, but it grows stronger as the sensons come and
go.  Always there Is something to learn on the furm, The mechanle may be-
come o mwachioe; the preacher grows small and narrow In his theology; the
lwyer gets sharp, but lmited; the doctor slekens of hils pllls and patlents and
sighs for a broader life. The farmer only, of all men, hins a busliness that
alwiys broadens and develops If followed intelligently,—New York Tribune.
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Curing Crippled Children.
By Dr. Adolf Lorenz, of the University of Vienna.

ROBABLY fhe only new thing which 1 have to teach surgeous
fs that many malforwations und dislocations can be cured by
the use of the buman hands and by manipulation of the mal-
formed or disloeated part without any cutting. It Is no reflec-
tlon upon the excellent surgeons of Awmerien that 1 have
something new to show them, because the results of my
enrllost bloodless operations performed with the hauds were
in the nature of discoverles, and as new to me as to others.
Amerien tenchos the rest of the world many things aud, there-
fore, can sometimes learn with a good grace.

I have bLeen performing these operations for ahout fifteen years, and have
In that time treated about 1000 cases by the new method. These cases have
included club feet, double or sipgle displacement of the hip, wry neck aud
other maplformations,

Previous to 1886 T used the knife In treating the hip dislocations and, Iu
consequence, almost invariably got a resulting stff hip In the putient, By the
present method T get forty per cent, of cures that seem to be absolutely per-
feet, 50 that a ehild that has two dislocated hips and Is almost unable to drag
itself about can in a little while Tun and jump ns well as any other, In an-
other thivty per cent, the cure Is not perfect, for a slight Hmp Is left, aud In
the remalning thisty per cent, there Is at least no injury to the patient.

I have learned by my experlence that it Js better to set an age lmit for
{)wese operations, and I do not now generally undertake to treat children over
six yenrs of age where both hips are out of joint, or over nine years of age
where one Is displaced. I used to treat older children, but gave It up as the
results were not good, owlng to the strength of the muscles that bound the
limb into the wrong position.

At first 1 used a sort of serew to pull limbs into thelr places, but it was too
rough and I gave that up nnd now use the hands alone, theugh fn difficult
cnses the Mimbs are prepared for the operation by means of welghts that pull
them, some of them being as heavy ns elghty pounds.

Though the treatment of the child's malformed or misjointed llmb may
appear to the layman to be very severe, and though a great deal of foree is
certainly applied In tearing the muscles that bind the bones In the false posi-
tlon, yet when the chlld awukes from the ether It feels no paln, Recovery
from the Immediate effects of the operation ls very rapld and the child should
be moving about In two or three days, using the limb that has been treated.
1 want the child to use the limb as soon ns possible, for in most cases the head
of the femur and the socket in which it works do not work harmonlously, be-
cause during all the patient’'s life they have grown apart. Use will remove
thls difficulty.

After the operation to reduce congenital dislocation of the hip the patlent
12 kept In the plaster east about nine months, though encouraged at the samo
thne to move about, using the limb that has been treated und especially bear-
ing welght on It. Some lttle patients with these casts upon them are very
lively. I remember a boy from Berlin, who was In a cast that held hls legs
oul In spread engle style, the knees and toes polnting in opposite directions.
He used to gallop sldewise about the streets, By the time the cast I8 taken
off the museles have knit the limb Into its new position and if it has been well
tised all Joint diffienltles have vanlshed and the cure 1s as complete as though
the ¢hild had had two geod lmbs from the beginning.

Somelimes there 1s no socket, or one of its walls Is too low to properly
retaln the head of the fewmur when It Is put In place. This can often be
remedied by boring with the femur Hself at tbe time of the operation, The
plaster eagt then holds the bone iu place till the musecles bind it there.

Diamonda Explode,

It has long been known that dia-
manids, especially the clugs known as
“roge diamonds,” are likely to explode
If subjocted to only what would seem
a very otdinary degeee of heat, such
as strong rays from the sun, ete, It is
now believed that the explosions are
the vesult of the rapid expansion of
cortiin volatile liquids enclosed In cav-
itles near the centre of these precious
stones, A great many dinmonds, even
thongh ent, wounted and worn as gems
of perfection, are still in an unfinished
coudition—that is, the ligquid drop from

not as yer deposited all of lta “pure
oryvstals of carbon.” These movable
drops may occasionally be seen with
the naked eye.

When this is the case a strong micro-
scope will give the drop the appearance
of n bubble In the fold of a carpen-
ter's level, It Is also highly probable
thnt beside the liguid mentioned these
cavitles may contain certaln gases un-
der great tension, This being the case,
one may readily comprehend how o
very smal] amount of heat would cause
the lquld and gons to expand to such a
degree that the diamond would give
