Varied Csops and Home Markets.
' If those who raise corn could " change
tneir crop to wheat, says the Tribune,
nothing would be gained. The produo
tion even of wheat is now beyond the
demand for consumption, and farmers
who raise it complain as much of itsmiiiunproiunoieness as those who raise
corn do of that crop. If the supply
was increased, it wuld le unsalable.
for wheat is not so safa a grain to feed
to stock as corn, liut wheat cannot al
ways be grown when and where corn
can, and we see no possibility of mak
ing any such change as you suggest
The way out of this difficulty is to
raise more varied crops, grow more
wo !, fatten more beef, and make more
markets for the farmer's produce by
manufacturing more cloth, more paper.
more iron and hardware, instead of
looking to Europe as the ultimate mar
ket for Western produce, to consume it
at home, and gather into the farmers
pockets there the vast amounts now
paid out to carry his corn all over the
world, seeking for purchasers for it,
which he ought to have at his own
door.

How to Feed Corn Stalks Profit-
ably. The rearing and feeding of ani-
mals are receiviug, as they should, from
farmers and herdsmen in all parts of
the country greater attention every
year; and especially is this true of
dairymen, whose oiily hope of gain
rests in their success in obtaining pay-
ing yields from their cows. Corn stalks
enter largely into the fall feed of dairy
cows, and how to feed them is the im-
portant question. The common prac-
tice is to feed them in the bundle, as
but few farmers feel able or willing to
use a cutting-machin- e. This feeding
in a bundle without any preparation, I
am fully satisfied, is very wasteful, as
not only are the butts left, but frequently
nearly the whole stalk. I have learned
byexperience thatalittle brine sprinkled
upon stalks once every day' just before
feeding, is of material advantage in
many respects. The weak brine will
cause the cows to consume nearly all,
even when fed whole ; the flow of milk
increases, the condition of the cows im-
prove, and they show greater content-
ment ; especially is this last remark true
on cold, windy, and rainy days. I find
it much better as a general rule, when
it can be done, to feed salt on the food,
instead of feeding it alone. In no case
should more than one day be permitted
to pass without brining the morning's

essary to serve them in proper order;
they not only taste better, but they are
also more easily digested. For instance,
soup would pot be good after salad,
beef ufter game, or vegetables after
cakes.

The general order is, after the soup
the fish; then butchers' meat, chicken,
game, vegetables, sweet dishes, cakes,

Land dessert.
There is no order for the dessert;

after the cheese, which should be par-
taken of first, the rest of tho dessert is
served according to taste, there being
no precedence.

At large dinners game is sometimes
sejved before chicken, and meat before
fish. Meat may bo served as releve,
nnd fish as entree. A boiled fish served
whole is invariably a releve, but when
served in pieces, as in matelote, it is an
entree. Game may be served as an en
tree, and chicken as a roast piece alter
ward. After the roast pieces come the
entremets, which are composed oi veg-
etables, cooked fruits, eggs, macaroni,
cakes, etc.

Dishes of vegetables may be served
with the fish, nfter the soup; potatoes,
for iustance, do not neutralize the taste
of the fish, but would somewhat neu-
tralize that delicate entree,

Bread has not the same effect as veg
etables; boineby itself almost tasteless,
it can be eaten with every kind of dish;
and instead of neutralizing the flavors,
it seems to add to the savor of the most
delicate dishes. Even some fruits taste
better when eaten with a little good
bread.

Salads of greens taste best when
served with or immediately after the
roast pieces. They have the same prop-
erty that cheese has after the entre
mets, that of taking off the taste that
may be left in the mouth from tho pre
ceding dishes, thus preparing tho pal-
ate for new delicacies.

Soup, or oysters, or both, are always
served for the beginning ot the dinner.
Besides tasting better then, they are of
a light nature; therefore they digest
easily, and prepare the digestive or
gans for the heavier dishes coming after
them.

Hors-d'oeuvr- e dishes are appetizers
that are passed around at any time dur-
ing the dinner, between each dish from
the soup to tho dessert.

The Crack of his Whip.

The French give a touch of art to
whatever they do. Even the drivers of
drays, nnd carts, and trucks, about the
streets, are not content with a plain.
matter-of-fa- ct whip, as an English or
American laborer.would be, but it must
be a hne.y-modelle- d stalk, with a Ion?,
tapering lush tipped with the best
silk snapper.

I doubt it there is a whip in
Paris without a snapper. Here is where
the fine art, the rhetoric of driving,
comes in. This converts a vulgar, prosy
" gad" into a delicate instrument, to be
wielded with pride and skill, and never
to be literally applied to the backs of
the animals, but to bo launched to the
right and left into the air with a pro-
fessional flourish, and a sharp, ringing
report.

It
was invariably the first sound I heard
when I opened my eyes m the morning,
and generally the last one at night. Oc-
casionally some belated drayman would
come hurrying along msc as L was
going to sleep, or some early bird before
I was fully awake in tho morning, and
let oft, in rapid succession in front ol
my hotel, a volley from the tip of his
lash that would make ' the street echo
again, and that might well have been
the envy of any ring-mast- er that ever
trod the tan-bar- k. jow and then, din
ing my ramblings, I would suddenly
hear some master-whi- p, perhaps that of
an old omnibus-drive- r, that would crack
like a rifle, and, as it passed along, all
the lesser whips, all the amateur snap
pers, would strike up with aiealousand
'envious emulation, making every er

wink, and one (myself) at
least almost to shade my eyes from the
imaginary missiles.

Falling Down tho Shaft of a Mine.'

Christinas Eve at Julian Mines, San
Diego, furnished one of the most re
markablo incidents m all the annals of
curious casualties.

Their shaft is sunk to the depth of 175
feet. On the afternoon of the 24th of
December ha took his place in the
bucket to go down to the lower level,
It had been raining freely during the
day. Tho break on the whim, which
raises and lowers the bucket in mines
not supplied with steam power, was
held in its place by a rope. This had
become very wet, and, of course, re-
laxed its tension. Fox had hardly
taken his place in the bucket before he
went careering like lightning down the
sheer drop of 175 feet. The break was
absolutely useless, and down, down
hurtled bucket and man, bumping now
against one side and now against the
other, until finally both struck the two- -

inch plunking winch covered the well.
The bucket was smashed to pieces, and
poor Charley plunged through the two- -

inch planking, as though it had been
pasteboard, into the well. This was six
or eight feet deep. He sank to the bot
tom, and, when ho roso, was hauled out
by his comrades who were working in
the level. Tho mystery of the buiiness
is that, although I ox was pretty thor
oughly jarred and bruised, a broken
ankle was the only serious injury re
sulting from the fail.

But a writer in a Paris med
ical journal complains that the use oi
tobacco will not probably cease entirely
so long as Sunday schools furnish meer
schaum pipes as prizes to the best
scholars.

terrific earthquake has occurred at
Soonghux, a town of India, in a detached
district of the Baroda dominions. 111 or
miles north of Bombay. Fifteen hun-
dred persons are said to have been
killed in the town alone. Nothing has
been heard from the surrounding coun-
try, but it is feared that there has been
lnucu additional loss of life. I he town
of Soonghnr is a small appendage of
Baroda, the capital city of the province
bearing the same name. This htate en-
joys its autonomy, being, together with
Hyderabad and Uuzerat, bound to the
British only by treaties offensive and
defensive, while the native princes are
assisted by them in collecting the reve-
nue. A railroad and telegraph connect
it with Bombay. The city has 100,000
inhabitants, is double walled, and has
four spacious streets terminating in a
eeutral markt-plnc- e, and has been styled
"one of the richest cities, in point ol
monetary and commercial capital, in
India." The surrounding country
wherein stood the unlrcky town is thick
ly populated, and yields the usual In
dian products, such as rice, maize,
wheat, barley, indigo,sugar-cane- , opium,
tobacco, &c. Pulses are also cultivated,
and many valuable drugs are indige-
nous. Minerals are also found in large
quantities, nearly all Great Britain's
supply of nitre and nitrate of soda be
ing derived thence. During the Indian
mutiny and war f 1857 this portion of
the country remained comparatively
tranquil, furnishing a large contingent
to the Bombay forces, though in the

irly part of iie present century it had
been fiercely distracted by "wild Mah-ratt- a

battles." Lying in quite low land,
with an inland drainage, this section is
subject to the action of two monsoons,
blowing one-ha- lf the year from the
southwest and the other half from the
northeast. This latter wind begins about
the middle of October, bringing rain
from the Bay of Bengal, which falls in
torrents until the middle or end of De-

cember. Then commences the season
of fair weather and northerly breezes.
What was the condition of the weathor
on the day of the errthquake the tele-
graph faiis to inform us, but it is highly
probable that the usual fair, iays had
not appeared.

Pennsylvania Agricultural College

There is much feeling existing all
through the country upon the subject of
the management of agricultural col-
leges. Fram reports in the Pennsyl-
vania papers from time to time, it would
seem that the Pennsylvania college is,
if possible, worse mismanaged than the
Illinois institution. The tjlermantown
Tclerraph calls for a full and searching
investigation into the manner and policy
of conducting that college, in order
that the public may get at the bottom
of the reasons for the debilitated con-
dition of the institution. In relation
to this matter, a correspondent of that
journal says :

"I read with deep interest the letter
in your paper giving an inside view of
the operation of the State Agricultural
College ill Centre county. Over

donated by Congress to Pennsyl-
vania. This was invested in State and
national securities, nnd the interest
thereof as it accrued was voted by the
Legislature in 1SG7 and 18G8 to this in-
stitution. The same amounting to
$25,000annuallyhas since been promptly
paid over. In accordance with an net
of the last Legislature these securities
were sold for a little over $400,000, and
a bond issued by the State in favor of
the college for $500,000, bearing six per
cent, interest. This now gives an an-
nuity to the institution of $30,000.

" I hope no person will urge a further
endowment until a full and thorough
Vivestigation has been made and the re-

sult published. If the State has done
its full duty, and the college notwith-
standing will prove a failure, it is time
that the people know it, and if possible
let the money be directed to something
practical. On the other hand, if the
public will be benefitted by an addi-
tional endowment, and it is show that
it has been managed as well as it was
possible with the means at hand, I would
not be one to oppose it."

Dungeuess, in the British Channel, on
Wednesday night, when she was run
down by an unknown steamer, which,
without waiting to ascertain the injury
she had inflicted, kept on her way. The
passengers were panic-stricke- and, in
the attempt to restore order, it is re-

ported that the officers fired into them.
The ship sunk in a few moments after
the collision, and 321 persons were
drowned. The collision could only
have been the result of gross careless-
ness on the part of the people of the
steamer, unless it took place in heavy
fog. No possible excuse, however, can
be offered for the inhuman captain, who
kept his vessel on her course, heedless
of the cries of the doomed emigrants.
The London Board of Trade has offered
a reward of a hundred pounds for the
identification of the steamer, which i3
supposed t be either a Spanish or a
Portuguese vessel. It is earnestly to
be hoped that her name will be ascer-
tained, and her captain punished to the
utmost extent that the law will permit.

Dungeness, off where this dreadful
catastrophe took place, is a weU-know- n

headland forming the southern ex-

tremity of the County ef Kent, and is
about twelve miles to the south of
Dover. It is just at the entrance of the
English Channel from the Straits of
Dover, aud is made very conspicuous
by a light-hous- e which has an elevation
of ninety-tw-o feet. Tho headland has
always been a favorite anchorage for
outward-boun- d vessels, especially so
when the weather in the Channel is bad
or contrary winds prevail.

Preparing for It. Among the gen-
eral exercises in New York City public
schools there is now introduced what
may be called the fire-esca- drill. One
principal of a grammar school has
drilled her scholars to rise atthe sound
of her bell, to stand, feet firmly plant-
ed, until a seewnd stroke, upon which

The Mistake of Butter Makers.
After alluding to the similarity of pro-
cesses and results which characterize
cheese factories throughout the coun-
try, Mr. Arnold, before the American
Dairyman's Association, cited the butter--

making interest in evidence of the
disadvantage of working privately and
alone. Improvements move slowly
when they go single-hande- Eapid
progress in all the affairs of life comes
from learning of each other. Differ-
ences in butter-makin- g could be as
readily reduced as in cheese-makin- g by
a comparison of results. But butter-maker- s

are very little organized. Ver-
mont, it is true, is working systemati-
cally to improve her butter interest,
and the market reports of St. Albans
show how well she has succeeded. But
this is an exceptional case, and conse-
quently among butter-maker- s very little
is settled; they are at loggerheads on
almost every point. The temperature
at which cream rises best seems to be
but little regarded and is known to but
few; the best depth for setting milk is
argued all the way from one inch to 20;
the number who know just when is the
best time for skimming milk is very
small; the time, temperature, and man-
ner of churning, the effect of churning
sweet or sour, and whether it is better
to churn the whole milk or only the
cream, are questions in dispute. What
is needed to regulate and advance this
interest is minor organizations all cen-
tering in a national association, either
in conjunction with this Association or
forming a new one.

Twenty-thre- e Cometh. According
to Humboldt, twenty-thre- e comets
were visible to the unaided eye between
the years 1500 and 1000; twelve between
1G0D aud 1700; and eight between 1709
and 1800. During the present century
thirteen have beea seen, making fifty-si- x

the total number visible without
telescopic assistance since the year 1500.
Of course telescopic comets are far
more numerous. There are several
astronomers now li ing each of whom
have discovered five or six.
