Farming in the Soutk

A correspondent of The Farmer writ-
ing from Aiken, 8. C., relstes the expe-
rience of a Northern settler who removed
thither in 1867, He purchased 105 acres
eovered with stamps, roots and bushes
in the piney woods region, which the
first year of his possession yielded 400
pounds of sced cotton per sere, and 1}
bushels of wheat, with other crops in
yroportion, By grubbing, clearing and

urning off the rubbish, and spreading
the nshes on‘the soil and other improve-
ments, he in five years raised his crops
to 1,400 pounds of seed cotlon per acre,
He plows furfows in the fields in winter
nnd fillg them with loaves, cotton stulks
and what manure he can make; cover-
ing it with a bnll-tongie plow. This
lays the foundation for the cotton beds
of the next season. Cobton ia grown
year after year on this plan, and by
using purchased fertilizers. The seed
15 sown about the 15th of April, after
which nothing is done but to keep the
soil elean until the cotton is ready to be
picked. The l]’l’mt growsfrom 18inches
to 2 feot high only, Grass will not
grow. Door-yards fook bare, desolate,
and poverty stricken. Cows reach the
dressed weight of 300 at maturity on
ecorn shneks, rye straw and cow pea
vines, assisted by a healthyappetite and
what casual shelter ean be gained be-
neath the front steps of the plunter’s
heuses. This Bouthern farmer practices
the unheard of extravagance of giving
his cattle a little grain or menl, Clover
has been tried for fodder and green
crops for manure without ENCOTrae-
ment to persevere, and the cow pea or
bean is depended on for these pnrposes,
The rofation of erops is rye, harvested
in June ; cow peas, harvested in Octo-
her, followed with rye tnrned down in
Spring for cotton. The mistake of
Northern farmers is to suppose that
their advanced methods will succeed in
the South, The conditions arenot suit-
nble or sufficient for success, and the
new comers get rich very slowly, They
also own too much lnnd. One hundred
acres is enough, The lnborers who work
on shares find all the teams, implements
and labor, two-thirds of the fertilizers,
pay for two-thirds of the bagging, gin-
ning, &e., and take two-thirds of the
crop. Corn sneceads very well but does
not pay at §1 a bushel. Cotton only
pays. The money made by cotton buys
more grain and meat than can be raised
by the same labor on'the same land.
Corn ripens in July and the average
crops ritiked are 5 bushels per aere with
500 ponnds of fodder, The ears remain
on the corn and are gathered as they
are wanted during the Fall and Winter.
Vegetables all suceeed well except eab-
bages, The success of this Northern
farmer interests his neighbors, who are
friendly and sociable, and give advice
and encouragement freely to the extent
of their ability,

Smut in Wheat,

A scientie Frenchman, who has made
the subject one of life-long study, as-
sures us it is owing to the presence of
parasitical animalenle, not unlike the

tiny eels that vinegar prodnces, and |

which exist in the smut-ball s whitish
fllaments. Although dryness suspends
the life of these worms they immedinte-
ly regain it on being plunged into
water. The humidity of the soil effacts
the samé change. When the sown grain
germinates, the larve of the diseased
seed are attracted to the young plant,
live on its pulpy matter, forming tumors
on the stem and leaves, and ultimately
lodge in the ear. They nre now in an
adult state ; the sexes become distinet,
the female deposits her eggs; from
1,200 to 1,500, as many thousands being
found in a single grain of wheat, The
new larve remain in a desicated state
till the-following season, and may be
dried and restored to life several times
with impunity,

In France, when such grain is sifted,
it isronsted in an oven and given to
fowls. Steeping the seed-wheat in so-
lutions of nrsenic or blue vitriol or am-
monia  kill the parasite effectively.
Placing the sced for twenty-fonr hours
in n solution of one part of viriol and
150 of water is a favorite remedy.,

Agricultural Fairs,

The officers of agrienltural associn-
tions might do worse than spend a por-
tion of their time and thought vhiis Win-
ter in ‘censidering a question which
vitally affects their interests and the
general welfure. A great deal of dis-
satisfactlon usunally follows the awards
st the Autumn Pairs. Prominent ex-
hibitors receive premiums to which they
de¢lare they do not feel themselves en-
titled, and they complain of not receiv-
ing others to which they feel they have
a just elaim., Some persons, aggrieved
by the unfair decisions, refuse any
luugr-r to exhibit, and the absence of
their stoek must leave n considsrable
vacunm, The feeling is becoming very
general that judges shonld be well-
knowd axperts with whom no possilie
partiality can exist, and whose awnrds
woulll be free from all objections on
that score, as well as on that of igno-
rancs of the character of the stock they
are called npon to judge.

Women Printers in France,

M. Theotiste Lefevre was, thirty-five
yoears ago, chogen by the celebrated
honse of Didot to establish a printing-
office at Mesuil, near Drenx, Under
the direcfion of hig son, this has now
beaome one of the most important in
France. Af Mesuil the work is almost
entirely performed by women, M,
Theotiste was able to teach the peasent
women to read and compose not only
French and Lutin manuseripts, but also
Greek ones, It wga women whom he
taught to stereoty pefito feed and receive
the sheets. Women print from eopper-
plate the numerous plates which adorn
the encyclugzedia works of the great
publishe irmin  Didot. Whatever
may be the opinion which one entey-
tains respeoting women's work, it is im-
possible not to be astonished at the re-
sults obtnined here, It i a woman
who arranges the pagesof the enormous
work known under the name of the
Didot-Bottin, or Annuaire de Commerca
( Direotory), the completion of which

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The Kings of the Forest,

S0 much of late years has been writ-
ten about the gigantic Sequodas or big
trees of California, and so familiar has
almost every one been made with the
wood and bark—the cones, seeds, and
folisge of these wonders of the woods,
by s specimen exhibited all over the
country a few years ago, that many
words need not be spent upon them
here. Althongh some of the Eucalypti
of Australin are said to exceed them in
height—or, rather to excead those al-
ready discovered, nnd the baobab of
Africa to equal them in diameter, yet,
both dimensions considered, they must
be regarded as the giants of the vege-
table creation, and fairly entitled to be
called ** kings of the forest.” In order
to get a practical working iden of the
size of the Seguoins, let us pause a
moment over the dimensions of other
lomous rees,

For example, the diameter of the yew
which wus planted at Hedsor, in Buck-
inghamshire, England, some four hun-
dred years ago, is twenly-seven feef,

The lprgest oak in England (Cal-
thorpe Ouk, Yorkshire), at six inches
above the ground, measures thirty-one
feet around.

The taliest tree in England is said to
be in Clipston Park, an estate of the
Duke of Portland.
heighit of one hundred and forty-one
feet,

The eircumference of an ane r, grow-
ing in South Caroling, is, at four inches
from the buse, forty-one feet.

Now, the ** Futher of the Forest,” on
the Culuverns slope, measured, in its
prime, four hundred and thirty-tive feet
in height, and one hundred and ten feet
in cirenmierence at the base, The
“* Mother of the Forest " measures now
three hundred and twenty feet in
height, and ninety feetincirenmference
ut the base, The * Traveler,” which
was felled in 1853, by five men working
twenty-five days with pump-augers and
wedges, was three hundred feet high,
and ninety-six feet in cirecumference on
tho ground, The * Burnt Tree will
admit a horse and his rider to trot over
a spnee of sixty feel within its body,
and then, by n stoop of the head, permit
him to ride eut through n knot-hole,

Of the Seguoias, of which these are
samples, there are known to be seven
groves und one hundred and ninety-
eight trees, In the vast nnexplored re-
gions of the Sierra Nevada there are,
doubtless, others, The cones of these
trecs are of the size of o hen's egp, and
the seeds so small that fifty thousand
of them will not weigh one pound avoir-
dupois. The bark is very thick—some-
times eighteen inclies—and is corruga-
ted longitudinally, The wood, soft and
elustie, is straight-grained, [ree-split-
ting, and light—not as even as the red-
cedar, but quite as valueble for material
in house-finishing, The soil in which
these trees grow is deep, the altitnde
where they are found from five to seven
thousand feet ; the condition in whieh
they are now, under the care of the
State guardian and owned by the Uni-
ted States, 18 good, and the prospect of
their preservation for several centuries
longer probable,

Perhaps the Sequoias are most re-
markable of all for the very gradual
muanner in which they taper toward the
summit of the trunks—a eirenmstance
which, it is needless to say, greatly in-
erenses the actual eoubic measurement of
the timber they yield. Some of them,
at two hundred feet from the ground,
measure from five to eight feet in dinm-
eter. Tn others there 1s a loss, in eir-
cumference, of less than one footin a
rise of one hundred feet. 'Those who
are accustomed to the mensurement of
timber will readily perceive the enor-
maonus number of enbie feet which must
thus be contained in a single tree,

The age of the Sequoia gigantea is
now supposed to extend back of the
Christian ern, perhaps to the days of
Abraham, ocertainly to those of King
David, In the tree which was felled
eighteen hundred annual ecireles were
distinetly counted, without ineluding
very many arounnd the heart of the tree,
whielh were too intermixed to be dis-
tinguished—so that, when * Solomon
began to build the house of the Lord
that was at  Jerusalem, in
Moriah,” and sent a letter to Hiram, the
King of Tyre, saying, *“ Send me cedar-
{rees, fir-trees, and algum-trees, ont of
Lebanon,” the great trees of California
were sapplings,

What Teleles Are.

Icicles mre a pretty paradox, formed |
by the process of freezing in sunshing
hot enough to melt snow, blister the
human skin, and even, when eoncen-
trated, to burm up the human body
itsell. Tecicles result from the fact that
air is all but completely transparent to
the heat rays emitted by the sun—that
18, such rays pass through the air with-
out warming it. Only the seanty frac-
tion of rays to which air is not trans-
parent expend their foree in raising its
temperature, The warm puffs of the
summer breeze are not heated directly
by the sun itself, but by the earth and
the objects on it which the sun has pre-
vionsly warmed. The truth of this is
sensibly felt on entering a town after
stinset, from the open eountry, in sun-
shiny weather. The same difference of
temperature is never felt at the elose of
n clondy day. This eause is one of the
reasons why the air on a mountain top
imeolder than the air at its foot. The
uir on high mountaing may be intensely
cold, while a burning sun is overhead.
The solar rays which, striking on the
human skin, are almost intolerable, are
incompelent to leat the air sensibly,
and we have only to withdraw into per-
fect shade to feel the chill of the atmos-
phere,
