The great Utah divorce suit is
claiming considerable attention at|
the hands of the public just at the
present time. The facts of the case
appear to be that Ann Eliza, one of
the many wives of that very” married
man, Brigham Young, has been pre-
vailed upon through the influence of a
Methodist Preacher named Stratton
to leave the Mormon circle and com-
mence proceedings for a divorce from
the same Brigham, claming a large
sumn of money as alimony to her
claims. Brigham roplies that it is but
sn attempt to black mail bim,inwhich
ghe is aided by the Rev. Stratton, snd
that to such vile demands he will not
pay a shilling, but at all times appears
willing to bid adien to Ann Eliza,
provided she goes without the ali-
mony claimed.

To this arrangement of the affair
Ann Eliza does not give her sanction
and for a time appearances are that the
case will be brought before the courls
for adjustment, but the latest vews
fiom the scene of this domestic dis-
pute is that a compromise has been
effected and the case is to be stop-
ped. If true it most certainly goes
fur Lo prove the assertion of Young,
that the scheme was but an attempt
at black mailing; but be this as it
may it appears to us that the suit in
its inception is one of the most im-
prudent and ill based actions which
the jurisprudenes of the couutry can
show. That any claim for alimony
should be entertained by the courts
of Utal in this case is in eflect but
ackunowledging the legality of polyg-
swy. The woman well kpew the
circumstanves of Young's family
when she accpted the position of 16th
or 17th wife, and that any married
contract which she might thus enter
was by the law of the land null and
void. Notwithstanding these facts she
willingly accepted the pesition of
concu. binage which Young offered
her, knowing the position to be but
that. During bher so-called married
life she has willingly held it, and if
now tired of being the mistress of
the Mormon leader and desirous of
returning to the paths of virtue, let
her sever the corrupting relationship
and go ber way and sin no more, but
but not add to the moral depravity
already shown by her course the sin
of invoking the aid of the law or
the power of public opinion to ex-
tort money from the bands of her
partner in_guilt.

The licentious and desperate men,
who in open defiance of the law have
practiced polygany should by lawful
prosecution be made to suller the
penalty of their crime, but the aban-
doned and reckless women who hav-
ing knowingly and willingly become
their victicms have no claim to the
dignity of outraged wives or right to
claim indeminty and support whenthey
tire of their disgraceful connections.

The:Potomac Disaster.

The ateamer Wawasseit running
on the Potomac river between Wash-
ington and Curriman,took!fire at about
12 oclock on Friduy,Aug. 8,while pas-
sing near Chatterton Landing, and
wastotally destroyed. There wassome
150 passengers on board at the time
and of this number some 50 pe:ished.
The steamer Wawassett was built in
Wilmington, Del., in 1863. She was
328 tons burthen and was considered
as one of the best of the boats running
upon the Potomae river. The passen-
ger list at the time of the accident was
largely composed of women and chil-
dref, and most of the lost were either
womem or children. Upon the dis-
covery of the fire the steamer was at

The burning of this Potomac steam-
er with the loss of nearly fifty lives is
but one of many instances within u
twelve-month, where culpability is
unguestionable and criminality aggra-
vated. We think those whose wives
and children had been placed on that
deathful craft, to be sent away for
comfort and bealth, will not he hard
to convince that an appeal should be
made by the travelling public for leg-
islative measures looking to new safe-
guards upon our steamers, and the
people, gencrally, we believe, are
ready to insist, and we hope they will
do it, at the very next session of our
Legislature, that not hulls and boilers
alone, but boats, life-saving apparatus,
and suitable discipline be made mat-|
ters of more careful inspection. In|
the meantime we would say, keep
uway {rom unsafe boats and unsafe
lines. Let the publie withold its foot
from their planks gnd its money from
their offices and it will right this mat-
ter even more promptly than legisla-
tion.

Fearful Stage Coach ”A;idaut
at Bethlehem, N, H.

A fearful stage coach casaulty occur-
red at Bethlehew, N. H., last Monday,
resulting in the death of three pas-
sengers,and seriously injuring twelve
others. A coach drawn by six"horses,
and containing seventeen passengers,
was descending a steep hill about
two miles from the Sinclair House,
when one of the pole straps broke.
The horses becamne unmanageble and
ran down the hill at a fearful rate,
and as they were turning a short
corner in the road overturned the
conch and passengers, a large portion
of whom were on the outside.

A youth about fourteen years af age,
named J. R. D. Keerl. from Balti-
more, Md., whose father was on
another coach, was instantly killed,
his head belng completely crushed by
a heavy trunk. Mur. A, 8. Butler, of

Allegan, Mich., was fataly injured,
and died within an hour. Mr, and

Miss Reeves, of Phlenixville, Pa,,
brother and sister, received what were
regarded as fatal injaries. The latter,
who with ber brother was taken to
M. Whitcomb's, died about four o'-
clock Tuesday morning, having re-
mained-conscious almost to the mo-
ment of death. Mr. Reeves was un-
conscious all through the night, and
at last accounts there was no hope of
Lis recovery. Austin G. Fox, and
Miss Fox, of New York City were
badly burt ; we have not learned the
exact nature of their ivjuries, Mr,
C.8. Fox of the same party was
slightly injured. Mrs. LaCroix, of
Ironton, Ohio, had an arm broken, and
was otherwise injured. Among those
slightly injured were Mr. and Mrs.

Culberton, of Ironton, Miss Kennedy
of Indianapolis, and Chauncy 8, Har-
rington of Worcester, Mass.

The Littleton Republic, from which
we gather the above particulars, com-
menting, upon the causz of this sad
casualty, says:

From the best information we can
gather, we are satisfied that no blae
attaches to the driver, Mr. Johnson.
He did his best to avoid the calamity
when the danger became appearent,
and there is no proef of carelessness
on his part at any time. The trouble
is in the general custom, which has
obtained of overloading coaches with
passengers and heavy baggage. All
thos: fatally injured were riding on
the outside, and were struck by the

once headed toward the shore, then
about one and one-fourth miles dis-
tant, and in about twelve minutes ran
aground in some five feet of water.
The passengers in the forward part
of the vessel saved themselves by
jumping overboard and wading
ushore. Those in the stern were pre-
vented from going forward by the fire
in the middle part of the vessel, and
sought safety by the boats snd by
jumping ‘overboard into the river.
One of the boats was lost and
many theveby drowned. The usual
heart rending scenes of such accidents
were re-enacted, an account of which
we have not the space or inclination
to give. OfF the general feeling with
regard to this and the many similar
accidents which have occurred of late,
the comments of the Boston Daily
News strike us as being both just and
true, ang to its views, as expressed by
the following nrticle, we give our as-
sent and concurrence :

“We do not believe in harping up-
on every casualty, or in indiserimi-
nate indignation over every disaster
which occurs on land or sea, for acci-
dents will happen to the most care-
fully run trains and best regulated
pteamers, but the frequency of marine

disasters in particular, demands frem
cvery voice which may aid in arons-

the obvious tendency, of nearly every
influence regulating the premium,be-
ing towards lower quotations; It is,
nevertheless, possible that, by this
sort of artificial manipulation, the pre-
mium may be kept some time alove
its natural level.

The money market still presents an
aspect of extreme ease, Legal Ten-
ders have been steadily flowing in
from other points, and the Associated
Banks now bold $48,900,000 against
853,400,000 at the same time of last
year. The iuflux, however, has reach-
ed its climax, and the future move-
ment will be rather towards a decline
than an increase. The specie line of
the Banks stands at 832,200,000, or
§4,000.000 higher than a year ago.
The aggregate reserve ranges within
hall & million of the amount held s
year ago; but as the liabilities are
85,000,000 lower than then, the re-
serve is relatively stronger than at
this period of 1872. To thie extent
we are more favorably situated in
prospect of the Fall demand for mon-
cy than last year. We have, it is troe,
a less a«ount of Legal Tenders to
spare, which is a decided gisadvantage
to the West, and indirectly to us also ;
but we have more specie, and it ap-
pears to be the policy ef the Secretary
of the Treasury to keep the market
well supplied with gold, while the
probability is that onr exports of spe-
cie, for the rest of the year, will be
quite light, so that this portion of the
reserves is likely to be well sustained.
Aunother consideration, favoring the
prospect of our escaping a repetition
of the extreme stringency experienced
last Fall, is found in the fact that men
of business have so shaped their ar-
rangements for the Fall trade, »s to lie
dependent, as little as possible, upe:
the meney market. The London
money market, also, is working into
a condition of settled ease; which, if
not disturbed by unforesecn causes,
will prove to be an important element
in our favor; for experience bas prov-
ed that, in times of stringency here,
the relief received from that source.
in various ways, amounts to a very
mportant mitigation. While, there-
fore, there is nothing to admit of the
Lope of a really easy Fall money mar-
ket, and while we way searcely expect
a condition of comparative ease, yet
there does seem to be good ground for
expecting that we shall witness no such
excessive and protracted stringency
as brought us last year, and even this
Spring, to the very verge of a serious
panic. Considering the mischinvous
nature of the banking restrictions, un-
der which the oney market now op-
erates, it is something to be permitted
to indulge this ve:y modernte degree
of hope.
