APPALLING.

Ten
Said to Be Lost

In the Series of Disasters Near
Inhnstawn, Pa,

Fire Adds Terrors to the

Floods.

The first accounts sent out of the Johns-
town disaster ars for below the wildest esti-
mutes placed upon the extont of the calami-
ty, and instead of 2000 or 8000 it is probable
the death list will reach 8000; many say 10,-
000,

It is now known that two passenger trains,
two seotlons of the day express, on thy
Ponpsylvania railvoad, have been threwn
into the torrent and the pessengers drowned.
Thess trains were beld at Jolnstown  from
Friday at 11 a.m., and were lyingona
siding between the Johnstown and Cone-
mangh stations,

The awlul torrent came town the narrow
deflle botween the mountaing. a distance of
nine miles, and fall of 300 feet in
that distance, sweaping away the villages
of South Fork, Mineral Point, Woodvale
and Conemnugh, leaving but one building
etanding, n woolen mill, where but an hour
before had bundreds, and dashing
on with the roar of a cateract and the speed
of the wind upon the fair city at the foot-
hills,

The plain in which but last Friday sat
Johnstown fn the mountains like n»
Jewel ina queen's dindem,  Here s where
tha trains were standing when the tide of
water like a catapult came down upon
them with sueh relentless foree that the
heavy trains, locomotives, Pullmans and all
wera overturned and swopt down the tor-

HOW IT HAPPENED.

Fashion’s Folly Responsible for the
Irisaster,

Lake Conemaugh, which burst and wiped
Johinstown out of existence, wns ori-
ginnlly a reservoir for the old Peonsyl-
vania canal; it was twp miles wide, five
miles lomg, and in some plae s Y0 feet doep,

Ten years ago it was purchased by Pitts-
burg society gentlemen, millionaire iron and
steel manufacturers, who built a hand-cluo
house on the banks of the lake and sur-
rounded it with elogant cotlages, 1t was
probably the most exclusive gatherihg in
Amerien, unrivalled by ovan Tuxedo i‘m‘l‘.

Recognizing the menacs which the lake
had to the region Lelow, the club had the

are buried and the living provided with
shelter, fobd and clothing. A man was
eaught by the arm and peaded pitoously for
a knife to sover the member.  Others were
liternlly nll smnshed and equeezed to death
benea'h the grinding timbers and surging
wators.  Somp wers pressed deep into the
water nnd tho flood soon ended their misery,
but, to add to the horrors of tiis scenn, a fire
broke out in the mass of timbers and nobody
reeaped.  Flames soon devoured the people,
and nothing now is left bat the eharred and
seattered remains flonting somewhers on tho
water,

The erles of suffering and pain only donbled
the horror of the great disnster.  Long after
dark the flames shot high above the burning
mnss of lumber, lghting up the vast flood of
rushing waters on all wides,

The city of Jobhnstown is annihilated.
There is seare ly o frama house loft in the
town, Thero is only one frame house stand-
ing in Cambrin City. Every houss is said to
Lave beon washed away i0 Conemaugh and
Morrellville.  All along the river, botwoeen
the Alleghany and Johnstown, dend bodies
nre being ploked up.
