FIFTEEN BLOCKS WIPED OUT.

A Disastrous Firo Causes a Loss ol
$1,250,000 at Dakersfleld, Citl.

Fire broke out in the kitchen of N. E. Kel-sey- 's

house in the samo block as the south-
ern hotel at Bakorsfiold, Cal. In spite of all
efforts it spread to the adjoining building,
also of wood, and to the Southern hotel
There it spread rapidly, with the result that
every business house in town is burned, be-
sides about 40 dwelling-house- s, involving
a Iors of perhaps $1,250,000. The insurance
is $300,000. The fire department could nft
begin to cope with the fire, it earns
so quickly, burned so fiercely and spread so
rapidly. Thirteen blocks are wiped out. No
hotel, restaurant or business house is loft.
As soon as the fire sub ided measures were
taken to feed the homeless. The fire came
on so suddonly that thero was no time to
save stocks of merchandise. One hundred
extra policemen have been detailed to guard
the little that was saved. Bakorsfleld is the
northern part of what is locally termed
Southern California, aud has a population
of 5000.

BAD RAILROAD SHOWING.

Eight Roads In Six Months Go Into
Bankruptcy.

The Railway Age says that the amount of
mileage and capital involved in railways
that have gone into the receivers during the
past six months exceed tho aggregate for any
similar period since the disastrous year of
1885. Eight roads were bankrupted,
with a total length of 2690 miles, and
an apparent investment of $125,570,-00- 0.

The St. Louis, Arkan-a- s &
Texas, the International & Great Northern
and the Chicago & Atlantic mako up the
bulk of the bad showing. Railway fore-
closures during the six montus were also
eight in number, which would not be an im-

portant exhibit were it not that the mileage
of the roads aggregates 1575, and tho bonds
and stock $92,673,000. Nearly two-thir- of
these totals, however, were furnished by one
company, the Wabash.

PERHAPS A CLUE.

Alleged Finding of a Letter From a
ManWIio Helped Kill Cronin.

A water soaked letter with illegible ad-

dress has been found oh tho shore of Third
Sister Islund by C. B. Smith of Niagara
Falls. It is now in the hands of Superin-
tendent T. V. Welch. It purports to have
been written by aman premeditating suici.le.
to his brother, aud is dated May 20 and
signed "Ed."

The writer tells how ho helped at Chicago
to get rid of C. "that devilish traitor and
tpy," and how long he has waited for "the
trunk," and now overcome by fear that the
plot has miscarried and by remorse at his
crime, he will seek deatii in the rapids.
What lends color to the authenticity of the
letter is the fin iin on June 27 of a decom-
posed body of a ma:i whioh was buried with-
out identification at Drummondsvillo.

HOME FOR GEItONIMO.

Ho and HI Hand Will Ho Loomed
on a North Carolina Traot.

Capt, John G. Bourke of the 3d oavalry
and Prof. Painter of Boston, representing
the Indian Rights association, have returned
from a trip through the south, undertaken
at the instance of the Indian Rights associa-
tion for the purposo of selecting a site for a
future home for Chief Goronimo and his band
of Apaches, and thoy are now engaged
upon their report to the war department.
These Indians are at present confined in very
cramped quarters at Mt. Vernon barracks,
Alabama, and It is the wish of the Indian
Rights association to provide them with a
tract of land containing about 10,000 acres.
Capt, Bourke and Prof. Painter have found
suoh a tract in the Indian reservation in
Swaira county, N. C, which Is at present oc-
cupied by about 20J0 Cherokees. The Chero-kee- s

are willing to sell, and the citi-
zens of that locality are anxious to
have the Indians come, as they believe it
will increase the market for their produce.
Geronimo is delighted with the prospect of
removal, but is disappointed at not getting
back to Arizona. The government will not,
however, allow him to go west of the Missis-
sippi again, notwithstanding his protestation
that he wants to be a good Indian.

Captain Bourke and Professor Painter will
recommend the removal of the band, and as
the removal is authorized by the s cretaryof
war the Indian Rights association will buy
the Jand for them.

A CROSSING HORROR,
