A Great Huutin? Conntrr.
P.oyal Phelp3 Carroll, a New Yorker

who has just returned from a hunting
trip in the Jlasai country, Africa, says:

"There is no question aDouc mo laci
that the Masai country is the finest shoot-

ing ground in the world. Enormous
tracts of it have never echoed to tno sounu

riflo or irun. But not only that. The
sole inhabitants of tbe land, the warlike
ami ferocious 3!:isai, never kill the
beasts that literally fill the country. It

true that tho Masai are wholly a flesh
eating pcoplo, but they kill only do
mestic cattle. They do not raise them
much themselves, either, but constantly
mako raids upon neighboring peoples,
often hundrods of miles away, and cap-

ture and bring homo enormous droves.
When they kill their cattlo the Masai
love to put their mouths to the wounds
made in the animal's necks, and gorge
themselves with the hot blood.

"But they never kill game. The ele-

phant roams nt will near their towns.
Tho lion preys upon their people. The
rhinoceroses take possession of their vil-

lages in droves and rub their sides against
tbe shanties uuhanneJ. Antelopes and
zebras in enormous numbers live seem-

ingly only to provide food for the lions,
and giraffes scour tho occasional plains
and feed in thu thickets in countless
herds. These beasts have not learned
to fear man. The rhinoceros charges at
him in pure sport, tho lion leaps upon
him as his prey, and the elephant notices
him only to attack him when enragod.
You can imagine what that land is from
the fact that the Masai havo held it for
such ages that they have worn trails
eight inches deep in the solid rock with
their naked feet, and during all. that
time have never intentionally killed a
native beast. If I saw one zebra there I
saw 10,000, and tho antelopes, elands,
giraffes, rhinoceroses and other game
were absolutely beyond estimate. I,
unaided, could have made slaughter that
would hnve brought shame on my entire
party of 200. But, beside elephants
aud lions, we killed only for food.

How a Congressman Got a Pnblisher.
Some time ago a committee of New

York publishers went to Washington
with a view of urging Congress to pass a
certain international copyright law fa-

vored by the publishers. A
of publishers was holding a meeting

at the Riggs House when a member of
Congress from the West called upon
them. Ho said to them that he had his
own vote and could influence tho votes
of four or five friends, but he declared
that he would not do anything for them
unless they promised to do something
for him. When they asked what he
wanted, he said ho had written a book
and tried to get every publisher in New
York to publish it, and none of them
would do so, because, the book was pro-

nounced unsuitable for the market. Now,
if they would agree to find a publisher
for his book in New York he would
agree to give his own and several othet
votes for tho international copyright
bill.

The committee told hira to call upon
them the next day, and when ho had

irone they discussed his proposition. On
inquiry it was found that he could con
trol four votes, and that was too many to
lose. So the publishers had a meeting,
and they fiually decided to draw lots to
sco who would publish his book and
stand tho loss. The lot was drawn, and
one of tho greatest publishing houses in
tho world was the victim. Its representa-
tive received the condolences of his fel
low publishers, but the house carried out
its part of the bargain in good faith and
published tho book, and now thoy have
the laugh with them, for, contrary to the
expectation of the publishers, the book
mado money from the start, and hai
turned out quito a profitable venture foi
the house. This is another illustration ot
the truth that no one can tell whether a

book or a play will mako a hit until the
experiment has been, tried. Chicago

Horse Against Locust.
While the locust is not confined to any

ouccouutry, it is particularly the pest of
tho farmers iu India and Africa, where
tho sirocco, or hot winds, facilitates tho
hatching of tho eggs. A short time ago

A few years ago squadrons
of cavalry wero" employed to beat down
tho locusts, but to little purpose,, and the
Government has been unable as yet to
discover a remedy.

Sin is always disguised. Decked and
flocsed and perfumed and masked It gains
admittance futo plaoas from which it would
otherwise be repelled. As silently as when
It glided into Edon, and as plausibly as whon
It talked to Christ at the top of the templo,
It now addresses men. Could people look
upon aln at It always la an exhalation from
the pit, the putrefaction of infinite capaci-
ties, the ghastly, loatliaome. God s:mtten
monrtor that uprooted Eden and killel
Christ, and would push the entire
race Into darkness and pain the
Infernal charm would be brokeu. Before
our first parents tin appeared
to them the sweeten of fruit and the be he
coming as gods. To Absalom it wat tbe
pleasure of sitting upon a throne. To meu no
now tin it laughter and permission to luxur-
ious gratification. Jesus Christ in my text
suggests a fact which everybody ouht to
know, and that is that sin, to hid its de-

formity and shame, is aeeustomed to wear-
ing a cloak; and tho Saviour alto ects forth
the truth that God can see straight through
all such wrappings and thicknesses.

If there are any dopending on out
ward gracefulness ana attractiveness or ile--
meanor, with any hope that because of that
God will forgive the sin ot their soul, let mo
assure them that the divine justicj cannot
De satisfied with smiles and elegant gesticula-
tion. Christ looks deeper than tho skin, and
mch a ragged cloak as the one in which you
sretrvine to cover vourself will r no hidme
In tho day of His power. God will not in the
(uagment aK now graceruiiy you walked,
aorhow politely you bowed,nor how sweetly
you smiled, nor how impressively you
gestured. Tho deeds done in the body will
Be the test, and not the rules of Lord Ches-
terfield.

Again, let me sav that the mere profession
of religion ia but a poor wrapping ot a naked
loul.

These figures yield a

neat profit over the cost of the medals,

which will help to pay tho expenses ol

the great show.

Says the Chicago Herald: "After time

has obliterated the horrible details of a

crime that shocked the community, some

sentimental person visits the condemned

man and suggests that he has suffered

punishment enough. A pstition is drawn

up, the signature of many persons are

obtained, and a Governor grants the

prayer of the petitioners. If a pirdon
cannot be obtained from ono Governor,

his successor is often induced to grant

one. This practice has given rise to the

frequent practice of lynching."

Tho survey for a railroad down the

Grand Canyon of Colorado, which has

been in progress for some time, is now

completed, so far as the preliminary work

is concerned, and from the information

thus gained, it seems that there will be

little difficulty in running a lino through

that awful gorge, as there is a natural

bench from twenty feet to one hundred
and fifty feet above highwoter mark. In-

deed, it is stated that the line will not

require one-hal- f the heavy work that has

been necessary in constructing lines

amongst the mountains of Colorado.

The lloehi Shimhvn, a leading Japan-

ese newspaper, discussing recently tho

progress of Christianity in Japan, nays it is

slow but sure.
