HOW CITT CRIMINALS ABB OFFS
CIALLY PHOTOGRAPHED.

They Ottfect Strenuously at First, bnt
tha Agony la Soon Over How tbe
Women Keel About It
The aid lent by the photograph in

the capture of thieve and criminals gen-
erally is well known to reader of news-

papers, a is also the fact that there ii a
"Rogues' Gallery" in tbe police head-

quarters of every large city. But it it
not so well known that many difficulties
ittcnd tho photographing of criminals,
and ludicrous results are often the out-Kim- e.

A large picture hanging ia
Byrnes' room exemplifies this

fact. It represents tbe photographing of
rhomas Featherstone, a noted burglar.
Se is forcibly held in a chair by four offl-:er- s,

and is struggling a violently as a
xan can struggle under the circumstances.
Bis head is held up by one of the officers,
whose hand are entwined in his hair,
ind tbe other officers are straining their
muscles to hold him in a sitting position.
Nine rogues out of every ten strenuously
abject to having their pictures taken, and
it is mainly for this reason that the
whereabouts of the official photographer
is kept a profound secret.

This introduce tbe fact that there is

t photographer under a standing con-

tract with the Polica Department of this
jity to take the pictures of rogues, and
it is stipulated in his contract that he
hall give no information to nowspapers.

The predecessor in office of this artist
was discovered in the act of doing a lu-

crative business by selling copies to the
rogues themselves ot the photographs
taken for the department, and his official
career was brought to a sudden termina-

tion.
The present incumbent is a very differ-

ent sort of man. His place is net ia the
Police Headquarters Building, but it is
conveniently near by. Detective Sor-gea-

Adams, the custodian of the photo-
graph and record department of head-

quarters, is charged with the duty of
preparing the subjects for their sittings.
His first step is to measure tbe subject
and examine hi body for Dy scars or
marks, tattooed or other, all of which aro
carefully noted and recorded.

Then the man or woman, at the sub-

ject may be, is politely informed that it
will be necessary to sit for a photograph.
If any objection is made, and, as before
said, objection usually is made, the
prisoner is invited to look at the Feather-ston- e

picturo or one similar to it and told
that he can have his choice and be photo-
graphed in that way or so as to make a
respectable appearance. Then b is es
corted to the gallery, when he is brought
face to face with a camora that is only
used a a foil if the prisoner is obstreper-
ous. The oainera that doe tha work is
concealed.

Tbe prisoner bang his head, say, and
refuses to look up when asked to do so

or shuts his eyes and distorts his face.
The photographer makes a feint with tbe
camera In sight, takes out the plate and
exclaims, "Ob, pshaw I Thst is spoiled 1"

or words to that effect, and walks hur-
riedly out of the room. The prisoner
raises his head at one and looks pleas-an- t.

Ho has outwitted the photographer.
Then the concealed camera gets in its
fine work and the rogue is still more sur-
prised and pleased at being told that he
can go.

"Many of them actually leave tho
place," said Detective Adams, "under
the impression that we have failed to get
a picture, but wo also seldom fail to get
a good picture. Most of the bad pic-
tures in our collection come from west-
ern cities, where, I presume, the facilities
for taking them are either not so good as
our or the rogues stand in less dread of
the police."

Women often begin by protesting vio-

lently, and declaring they will die be-

fore they will allow their pictures to be
taken, but they are frequently mollified
by a little pcrsuasiou, aud then they end
by asking for a comb and brush to
"primp" up for the sitting. Often they
ask for copies of tho photograph to scad
to their admirers. Some of the argu-
ment that influenco women are curious.
A noted offender in the "panel line,"
after strenuously objecting, was finally
persuaded to have a good pioture taken,
by Inspector Byrnes s suggestion that
tho picture would be seen b y a great
many persons, and might be tho means
of securing her an admirer. And yet
the was not a handsome woman.

captured hiding under a bed, protested

lory on the French coast, and English

vessels are responsible for most of the
acts which are causing tha present
trouble. In connection with the ball
heretofore given annually to th offlcor

of Her Majesty' ships, Mr. Brayley said

that If such courtosy had been officially

given this year it would have led to tho
verthrow of the Government.

Cncnmbers Not Noxious.

How thi delusion cat
have arisen it is difficult to say, unless il
be that cucumber is often eaten with sal
mon and othor indigestible table friends.
It is not the cucumber, however, but tht
salmon that sits so heavily upon out
stomach's throne. Cucumber, in fact, ii
very digestible when eaten properly. Il
cannot, indeed, be otherwise when it u
remembered that it consists mainly ol
water, and that those parts which are nol
water are almost exclusively cells of I
very rapid growth. In eating cucumbei
it ii well to cut it into thin slices, and to

masticate them thoroughly. Even ths
vinegar and the pepper that are so of tea
added to it are of service to the digestion
if not taken in excess. Tho cucumber,
as every ono knows, belongs to the melon
tribe, but in our somewhat cold country
it does not grow to any very large size,
and therefore it is firmer and looks leal

digestible than its congener, the melon.

Peasant Ltfo In Counemara.
The peasantry of Connomara, Ireland,

live a very primitive life. Some of the
reform landlords perplexed them with
now ideas which they cannot understand.
A small farm of ten acre rents at from
$50 to $75. A farm horse ia worth $500,
and a driving horse $330 to $500. A
cow bring $80 to $100; a heifer of two
years, $60; a calf , $10 to $15; a ewe,
$15; wool, twenty cents per pound; hay,
fifty cent per cwt. for the old crop, and
butter twenty cents to twonty-fou- r cents
per pound. Tho crows are a great pest,
and even dig up the young potatoes and
eat them. A fine black marblo is quar-
ried at Anglibam, and a beautiful ser-

pentine in the western districts. New
York Tribune.

Tbe Heroes of Marathon.
The excavations in a bill on tho plain

of Marathon, by the Archroologlcal Bo- -,

cicty of Athens, Greece, have resulted in
tho discovery of .charred bones, believed
to bo the remains of the 192 Athenians
who foil in the famous battle. Several
years ago Dr. Schliemann made excava-
tion at the same place, but he met with
no success, and renounced the work. The
charred bones were found at a depth of
thirty-nin- e feet, near the base of tha hill.
In addition to the remains urns were
found, which according to a custom of '

that time, were buried empty. At a la-

ter date the ashes were placed in them.
Tbe excavations are to be continued.'
