Death of George Bancroft In
Washington.

Peaceful Ending of a Ilrllliant Scho-

lastic Career.

George Bancroft, the venerable historian,
died 't his home iu Washington at 3.30
Saturday alternooii last.

He had been sick oily two day, and waa
on the streets but three days ago'. On Thurs-
day he took to his bed as a matter of

but was taken bcrionslv ill. From
that time he failed rapidly, and hovered be-

tween life and death. At :l p. in. the doctor
left, thinking that his patient would live
through the night, but before the hour was
up M r. Bancroft was dead.

His end w as quiet and peaceful, snd the
first cause of death was simply the weakness
of old age. His.--u was at t he bedside when
the aged historian died.

George Bancroft was the son of Rev.
Asron Bancroft, l. I'., a distinguished Uni-
tarian divine ot Worcester, Mass., who was
also the author of a "Lift-o- f Washington,"
published in ISU7.

Mr. Bancroft was liorn at Worcester, Oct.
3, I lis early education was revived In
the public sehno'snf that city, and was care-fub- y

supervised by his father.
l.t displayed great Industry and precocity

in study--, and at the early age of 10 years
was fitted to enter the famous Phillips Acad-
emy at Kxeter, N. II., then and for many
successive years under the direction of lr.
Benjamin Abbott, w ho had numbered
ninoug bis pupils Oaniel Welwtcr, Lewis

ass, dared Sparks and the two Everett.
The line porters of mind, the courtly man-
ners snd the immense personal magnetism
of Dr. Abbott, which are attested by a num-
ber of witnesses, doubt'ess had much to do
with the subsequent eminence of o many
of his pupils.

He entered Harvard College in I's p.. when
only 13 cars of age. and graduated with
distinction in the cla-- s of 1M7. Being des-
tined by his father for the clerical profes-
sion, he was scut to complete bis studies
abroad, and paused the two siiivceiling years
nt Ibe rolcbrsted University of tiottlngen,

and model, snd enjoying bis Intimate per-son-

IS'rt, when, Instead of considering lit edu-
cation romp'ele, be repaired to the recently
e tahl-- d University of Berlin In order to
prosecute various o"ber courses of study.

Having been one of the earliest
American atudent in Germany. he
hi I now ac.u'red the just rcputa
tlon of lieing a young man of brilliant
promise, and the introductions riven him at
Goltingen rendered it easy to make the

acquaintance of elilelm.icher. Savlngv.
W'illiclm von 1 ii in t ,. l ' t and other eminent
scholars. He had already visited Saxony
during a vacation, ami bad been so fortu-
nate as tube presented to Goethe at Jens.
Thl event stimulated him to make a series
of political transitions fr. mi Goethe, Schiller
and oilier great German poets then living.
In Prussia he carefully studied the adminis-
trative a stem as n guide to a knowledge
of comparative politic iu the Anglo-Teuton-

branch.

of Kurnpc. tarried sometime at lleildelberg,
studvlti'.' under the direction of the historian.

academy at Annapolis and the astronomical
observatory at Washington.

In lstl be wa made envoy to (treat Brit-
ain, snd resided in London until lsif), giving
high satisfaction both lo his government and
to his countrymen abroad. He embraced
the opportunity In renew his acquaintance
wl Ii his old friends in Germany and to be-

come well acquainted with the copious man-
uscript materials In the public records of
London for the history of the American rev-
olution. A great part of vols. 4 ami A was
written in London, though they did not ap-
pear for several years latei.

In 1HI) the honorary degree of I). C. L
was conferied upon him by Ihe University
nftKforil. Mr. Bancroft 'returned to the
United Slates In t hat year and lived his resi-
dence at New York. 'devoting himself with
renewed ardor to bis history, of which more
volumes oppearcd iu IS.il, 1,k.'i;I ami 1S,"4,
bringing it down to the verge of the revolu-
tion Iu 1771.

In a revised edition of Ibe first two
volumes was issued, and in the same year
vol, 7, the first of the "American Revolu-
tion," appeared. Vol. S was published In
1 80.
