Hit down, my brother, and look at homo.
My text tukes us all in. It starts behind tba
pulpit, sweeps tbcirciilt of the room and
comes bark to tho point from where it
started, when it says: "All we like sheep
havo gone astray." I can very easily under-
stand why Martin Luther threw up his hands
after he had found the Hible ami cried out,
"Oh my sins, my Kins," and why the publi-
can, according to tbe custom to this Jay in
the Eust, when they have any great grief,
began to beat himself and cry as he Btnote
