Acting upon a rffom nndatlon contained
In the report ot 189!), Congress appropriate 1

10,000 "to enable the Secretary of ArtlouV
lurw to investigate an 1 report npoa the nu-
tritive value of the various articles and com-
modities used for human food, with speotal
suggestion of fu'l, wholesome and edible
rations less wasteful and more economical
than those in common us-.-

Under this appropriation tbe department
hss prepared and now has nearly ready for
distribution an elementary discussion of the
nutritive valua and pecuniary economy of
fool When we consider that fully one-ha- lf

of all the money earned by the wage-eirne- rs

of the civilized world Is expende l by
the n for food, tne- - importance aud utility
of such an investigation is apparent.

The department expended in the fiscal
year 1892, '2.354,809.56 ; and ont of thnt sum
the total amount expended In sclent I do re-

search was 45.6 per oent. But In the year
ending June 30. jn'M. out of a total expendi-
ture of 1,948,988.38, the department ap-
plied 51.8 per cent, of thnt sum to sclentiflo
work and investigation. It Is, therefore,
very plainly observable tlwt the economies
whlcn have been practiced in tbe adminis-
tration of the department have not been at
tbe expense of scientific research.

The recommendation contained la the re-

port of the Secretary 'or 1893, thst the
vicious system of free distribution ot its de-

partment documents be nb in lonnd is again
urgeiL These publications in ly well be fur-
nished without cost lo public libriries, nl

institutions and tin officers and li-

braries ol States nn 1 of tho Felor.il Govern-
ment. But from all indivi lu .Is applying
for them a pries coverlnr ihe cost of the
document asked for should be required.
Thus the publications and doc-
uments would be s cure 1 by those
who really desire tbem for proper purposes.
Half a million of cop es of the report of the
Secretary of Agriculture are printe 1 for dis-
tribution at nn nunual cost of about 300.-00-

Large numbers of them ira cum-
bering store rooms nt the Cnpltol and tbe
shelves of second-han- d book stornsthrough-ou- t

the country. All this labor an 1 waste
might be avoidod It the recommendations of
tin Secretary were adopted.

The Secretary also agnli recommends that
the gratuitous distribution of seeds cease
and that no money be nporopnated tor that
purpose, exoopt to experiment stations. Ha
reiterates tho reasons given in his report for
1H93 for discontinuing this unjustifiable gra-
tuity, and I fully concur In tbe conclusions
Wuleb he bos reached.

A further Important utility in agricultural
statistics Is found In their elucidation of the
relation of thesupply of farm proJucts to
tiie demand for them In tbe markets of the
United States and of the world.

It Is deemed possible that an agricu.tural
census may betaken each year through th.
agents of tbe statistical division ot the de-
partment. Such a course is commended for
trial by tbe chief of that division. Its scope
would be :

(1) The area under each of the more im-

portant crops.
(2) Tbe aggregate products of each ot

such crops.
(3) Tbe quantity of wheat and corn in the

hands of farmers at a date alter the spring
sowings and plantings an I before tbe begin-
ning of harvest ; and also the quantity of
cotton and tobacco remaining in the hands
of planters, either at the same date or at
some other designated time.

The cost of the work is estimated at 1500,-00- 0.

Owing to thepecnlar quality ot the statis-
tician's work and the natural and soquired
fitness necessary to its successful prosecu-
tion, tbe Secretory of Agriculture expressea
the opinion that every person employed In
gathering statistics under the ohiet of that
division should be admitted to that service
only after a thorough, exhaustive and suc-
cessful examination nt the hnnds ot tbe
United States Civil Service Commission.
This bas led him to call for such examina-
tion of candidates for tbe position of assist-
ant statisticians and also of candidates (or
chlot ot sections in that division.

CIVIL BEBVItE BEFOBM.

The advantages to the public servioe of an
adherence to the principles ot olvil servioe
reform are constantly more apparent, and
nothing is so encouraging to those In offi-

cial life who honestly desire good govern-
ment as tbe Increasing appreciation by our
people of these advantage. A vast majori-
ty ot the voters ot the land are ready
to insist that tbe time and attention of those
they select to perform for them Important
public duties, shonld not be distracted by
doling out minor offices, and thoy are grow-
ing to be unanimous In regarding party or-
ganization as something that should be
used lo establishing party principles instead
ol dictating the distribution ot publlo places
as rewards ot partisan activity.

Fi-- institutes of Indian teachers
have. been held during the year, and have
proved very beneficial through the views ex-

change I and methods discussed particu-
larly applicable to Indian education.

Efforts nr being made in the direction of
a gra-.- il reduction of the number of In-

dian contract so that in a compar-
atively short time they may give way alto-
gether to Government schools, anl it is
hope t that the change may le so gradual ns
to no perfeotol without too great exoense to
the liov rnment or un lue disregard of In-

vestments made by those who have estab-
lished nnl are maintaining such contract
school.

PENSION MATTERS.

At the close of tie flscil year, on the
30th day of Juno, 1894, therj were 909,514
persons on our pension rolls, being a net

ot 3532 over the number reportel ut
the end of the previous year.

Thes.) pensioners may bj W issifle 1 as fol-

lows : Soldiers an 1 sailors, survivors of all
wars, T53.9ti4 ; widows and relatives of de-

ceased soldiers, 2 1.1.162 ; army nurs s iu tho
War of the Rebellion. 414. Of these pension-
ers 32.039 are surviving soldiers of Indian
and other wars prior to the Civil War, and
the widows and relatives ot sue'i soldiers.

The rem-Jnd- numbering 917.505, are re-

ceiving pensions on account of the War of
the Rebellion, nut of these 419.344 are on
tho rolls under the authority of the net of
June 27. 18:0, sometimes o.illed the depend-
ent pension law.

The total amount expendel for pensions
during tho year was 413:1.804,461.05, leaving
an unexpected balance from tho sum appro-printe- d

of 125.205.712.6 1.

The sum necessary to moot pension expen-
ditures for the year m ling June 3d, 139,!, is
estimated at tl40,00 1,030.

The Commissioner oi Pensions is ot the
opinion thnt the year 1S.95. being tbe thir-
tieth after the close of the War ot the Rebel-
lion, must, according to all sensible human
calculation, see the highest limit of the pen-
sion roll, and that alter that year it must be-

gin to decline.
The claims pending In the bureau have

decreased more thsn 90,000 during the year.
A large proportion of the new claims filed
are tor Incr-tos- of pension by those now on
the rolls.

Tho number of certificate issued was
Tbe names dropped from the rolls for

all causes during the year numbered 37,951.
Among our pensioners are nine widows

and three daughters of soldiers of the Revo-
lution nud forty-fiv- e survia-or- s of tho War of
1812.

The barefaced aud extensive pension
frauds exposed under the direction of the
courageous und generous veteran soldier
now nt the h ad of the bureau leave no room
for the claim that no purgation of our pen
sion rolls was nee tod, or that continued
vigilance an prompt action are not ue'ees-sar- y

to the s imo en I.

The accusation that an effort to detect
pension frauds Is cvl leuco ol unfriendliness
towards our worthy veterans and a denial of
their claims to the generosity of tho Govern-
ment, suggests nn unfortunate Indifference
to the commission ot any offense which has
for its motive the securiug of a pension, and
in llcatee a willingness to be blind to the ex-
istence ol moan and treacherous crimes
which play upon demagogic fears aud make
sport ot the patriotic impulse ot a grateful
people.

The assur-
ance Is confidently made that before the
olose ot the present calendar year the
material still Incomplete will be practically
in hand, and the oensus oan certainly b)
closed by tho 4th of March, 1895. After
that, the revision and proof-readin- g neces-
sary to bring out the volumes will still be
required.

AOBI0DLTDBAL AFFAiBS.

The Secretary ot Agriculture In his roport
reviews the operations ot his department for
tiio last fiscal year, and makes recommeuiXv
tions lor tho further extenslou ot its useful-
ness. He reports n saving In expenditures
during the year ot 4600,000, whioh Is covered
back Into the Treasury. This sum Is twenty-thro- e

per cunt, of the entire appropriation.
A special study has boon made of the de

mand for American farm products in all for-

eign markets, especially Great Britain. That
country received from the United States dur
ing me nine months unuing neptemoer i)0,
1894, 305,910 live beef cuttle, valued at 0,

as against 182,611 cattle, valued at
116,634.000. during the same period for 1893.

During tbe first six months of 1894 the
United Kingdom took, also, 112,003,000
pounds of dressed beet from the United
states, valued at nearly (10,000,000.

Tbe roport shows that during the nine
months immediately preceding September
80, 1894, the United 'States exported to Great
Britain 222,676.000 pounds of pork ; ot ap-

ples, 1,000,000 bushels, valued at 2, 500,000 ;

and of horses, 2811, at an average value ot
1139 per head. There was a falling off la
American wheat exports of 18,505,000 bush-si- s,

nnd the Secretary Is Inollned to believe
that whoat may not, in the future, be the
itnple export cereal product of our eountry,
hut that corn will continue to advance In Im-

portance as an export on aooount ot the new
uses to whloh It is constantly being appro-printe- d.

Tho oxporM ol agricultural products from
Ihe United States for tho fiscal year ending
Juno 30, 1804, amounted to t323,393,038, be-
ing 72.28 per oent. ot American exports ot
every description, and the United King lorn
of Oreat Britain took more than fifty-fo-

par oent of all farm products finding for-
eign markets.

The Department of Agriculture has un-
dertaken during the year two new and im-
portant lines ot research. The first relates
to grasses and forage plants, with the pur-
pose of Instructing and famllarlzlng the
people as to tho distinctive grasses of the
Unltod States, and teaching then) how to
Intro !uoe valuable foreign forage plants
whlQ may be adapted to this country.
The second relates to agricultural toll
and orop prod notion, Involving tbe
Bualyses ot samples ot soils from all
motions ot tbe Amerloan Union, to demon-ttrat- e

their adaptability to particular plants
and orops. Mechanical analyses of tolls

The transactions of the postal sorvlcn Indi-
cate with bnromotlocertnlnty thoflucluallons
In the business of the eountry. Inasmuch,
therefore, as business complications con-
tinued to exist throughout the last year to an
unforeseen extent It Is not surprising that the
deficiency of revenue to meet the expen

the Postofflce Department, which
was estimated In advanoe at nbout eight
million dollnrs, should bo exceeded by
nearly ono and n quarter million dollars.

Protouded newspapers
are started by business bouses for the mere
purpose of advertising goods, complying
with tbe law lu form only ami discount-
ing the publications ns soon as the period
of advertising Is over. "Sample copies" o.'
pretended nowspapers nre Issued in great
numbers for a like purpose only. The
result Is a great loss ot revenue to the
Government, besides Its humiliating use
as an agency to aid In 'oarrylng out the
sohome of a business house to advertise its
goods by means ot ni trie upon both Its
rival houses nnd tho regular nnd legitimate
newspapers. Paper-oo- v ired llteraturj, con-
sisting mainly of trashy novels, to the ex-

tent of many thousand tons Is sout through
the mills at ous osnt per pounl, while the
publishers of standard works ars required
to pay eight times that amount In sending
their publications. Anotborabuse consists la

States, we nnturnlly expect no less tolerance
for our own In the ample Holds of competi-
tion abroad.

But few cases of Interference with nat-

uralized citizens roturnlng to Russia hnve
been reported during the current year. One
Krzemlnskl was nrrestel last summer In a
Polish prevlnce, on a reported oharge of un
permitted renunciation ot Itnssinn allegi-
ance, but It transpired thnt the prooeodlngs
originated In alleged malfeasance committed
by Krzemlnskl while an Imperial official n
number of years iigo. Efforts for- his re-

lease, which promised to be successful, were
In progress when his death was reported.

TUnXKY's TIIKATMEMT OP MISSIONARIES.

In my last annual mossage I adverted to
the claim on tho part of Turkey of the right
to expel, as persons undesirable nnd dan-

gerous. Armenians nnlurallzed in the United
Mates und roturnlng to Turkish Jurisdiction.
Numerous questions in this relation have
arisen. While this Government acquiesces
In the asserted right of expulsion, It will not
consent thnt Armenians may be Imprisoned
orotherwlso punished for no other reason
than having acquired without Imperial con-

sent American cltlzonshlp.

TBoriU.ES IN SAMOA.

Reports receive 1 from our agents at Apia
do not justify the belief that tbe pstcs thus
brought about will be of long duration. It
Is their conviction that the natives are at
heart hostile to the present Government j

that such of tuem as profess loyalty to It do
so from fear ol the powers, and thut It would
speedily goto pieces It the war ships were
withdrawn.

The present Government has utterly fniled
to correct, If indeed It has not aggravated,
tbe very evils It was Intended to prevent. It
has not stimulated our commeroe with the
Islands. Our participation in Its establish-
ment against the wishes of the natives was
In plain defiance of the oonserv.ulve teach-
ings nnd warnings of the wise nod patriotlo
men who ltrfd the foundations of our free In-

stitutions, and I invite an expression ot the
Judgment of Congress on the proprloty of
steps being taken by this Government look-
ing to tbe withdrawal from Its engagements
with the other powers on some reasonable
terms not prejudicial to auy of our existing
rights. . i

TnE INDIANS.

Though the condition of the Indians shews
a steady and healthy progress, their situa-

tion Is not satisfactory at all points. Some
of them to whom allotments of lnj.il have
been made are found to be unable or disin-
clined to follow agricultural pursuits or to
otherwise beneficially manage their land.
This It especially true of the Cheyonnes und
Arnpnhoes, who, as It appears by reports of
tholr agent, have In many instances never
been loontod upon their allotments, and in
Boms oases do not even know whore their
nllottnonts uro. Tbelr ooudltlon has dntorl- -.

orated. They are not and
they live In camps and spend their lime in
Idleness. . ,

I have alwnys believed that allot meats ot
reservation lands to Iudlans In severalty
should be made sparingly, or at least slowly.

.' and wl'hths.utmost caution. In tbees days,
wuan waits agnouitorut ana stock raisers

have lately been brought within GlvllServloe
rules and regulations, and soma others will
probably soon be lnolnded.

The report of the Commissioners will be
submitted to tbe Congress, and I Invite
careful attention to the recommendations it
contains.

A NATIONAL B0ABD OF EEALTB.

I am entirely convinced that we ought not
to be longer without a National Board o)
Health, or National Health Officer, charged
with no other duties than such as pertain
to the protection of our country from the In-

vasion of pestilence and disease. This would
involve the establishment, by such boerd oi
officer, ot proper quarantine precautions, oi
the neoessaryaid nnd counsel to local au-
thorities on the subject, prompt advloe and
assistance to local boards of health
or health offloers in the suppression o'
contagious disease, and in case;
where there are no suoh local boards or offi-

cers, tbe Immediate direction by the Na-
tional Board or officer ot measures ot sup-
pression, constant nnd authentlo Informa-
tion conoernlng the health of foreign coun-
tries nnl all parts of our own oountry aa
related to contagions diseases, and consid-
eration ot regulations to be enforced in for-
eign ports to prevent the Introduction of
oontaglon Into pur oltles, and tbe measures
whloh should be adopted to secure their en-

forcement.
There seems to be at this time a decided

inclination to discuss measuros of protection
against oontaglous disease In international
oonferenoe, with a view ot adopting means
ot mutual assistance. The creation of suoh
a National health establishment would
greatly aid our standing In suoh oonferenees
nnd Improve our opportunities to avail our
selves of their benefits.

I earnestly recommend the ioaugoaatlon
of a National Board ot Health, or similar
National Instrumentality, believing the same
to be a needed precaution against oonta-
glous disease and in the Interest ot tbe safety
and health ot our people.

HAILBOADS AND THBIB IMPvOTBS.
By virtue of a statue of the United States,

Sassed in 1888, I appointed In July last Hon.
Kern an, ot the Stats ot New York,

and Hon. Nicholas E. Worthlngton, of the
State of Illinois, to form with with Hon. Oar-ro-ll

D. Wright, Commissioner of Labor, who
was dostgnnted byseld statute, a oommlsslon
for the purpose ot making careful inquiry
into the causes ol the controversies between
certain railroads and their employes, which
bad resulted In an extensive and destructive
strike, accompanied by much violence and
dangerous dlsturbanoe, with considerable
loss of life and great deetroatlonot property.

The report of the commissioners has been
submitted to mo and will be transmitted to
the Congress with tbe evldenoe taken upon
their Investigation.

Their work has been well done and tbelr
stnnding nnd Intelligence glvenssuranoe that
the report and suggestions they make are
worthy of careful consideration.

FAVORS rnEB COAL AND IBON.

Tbe tarij net paused nt the last session ol
the Congress needs important amendments
It it Is to bo exeouted effectively and with
certainty. Iu addition to suoh niwesaary
amendments ns will not change rstes otduty,
I am still very dualdeJly In favor ot putting
coal and iron upon tho free list.
